1. Organization and Significant Accounting Policies
Organization

AeroVironment, Inc., a Delaware corporation (the “Company”), is engaged in the design, development, production,
delivery and support of a technologically advanced portfolio of intelligent, multi-domain robotic systems and related
services for government agencies and businesses. AeroVironment, Inc. supplies uncrewed aircraft and ground robot
systems, loitering munitions systems and related services primarily to organizations within or supplying the U.S.
Department of Defense (“D.o.D.”), other federal agencies and to international allied governments.

Effective May 1, 2023, the Company reorganized its segments. Due to the Company’s growth as an organization, the
reorganization was implemented to drive additional operational improvements, foster synergies and provide leaders with
greater autonomy over their product lines. The Company’s reportable segments are as follows:

Uncrewed Systems (“UxS”)—The UXS segment, which consists of the former small uncrewed aircraft systems (“SUAS”),
medium uncrewed aircraft systems (“MUAS”) and uncrewed ground vehicles (“UGV”) segments and Tomahawk Robotics,
Inc. (“Tomahawk™), which was acquired on September 15, 2023, focuses primarily on (i) small UAS products designed to
operate reliably at lower altitudes in a wide range of environmental conditions, providing a vantage point from which to
collect and deliver valuable information as well as related support including training, spare and accessory parts, product
repair, product replacement, maintenance and upgrades; (ii) medium UAS products designed to operate reliably at medium
altitudes with longer range while carrying larger payloads including airborne platforms, (iii) payloads and payload
integration, ground support equipment and other items and services related generally to uncrewed aircraft systems
historically including ISR services; (iv) UGV products designed to help responders remove, contain or neutralize hazards in
situations where improvised explosive devices, caustic chemicals, nuclear, radiological or biological hazards or violent
individuals represent significant danger to humans; and (v) Al-enabled common control and communication solutions that
allow any uncrewed system to be controlled from a common user interface while aggregating data from multiple platforms
to provide real time intelligence.

Loitering Munitions Systems (“LMS”)—The LMS segment, which consists of the former Tactical Missile Systems
segment, focuses primarily on tube-launched aircraft that deploy with the push of a button, fly at higher speeds than small
UAS products, and perform either effects delivery or reconnaissance missions, and related support services including
training, spare parts, product repair, and product replacement. The LMS segment also includes customer-funded research
and development programs.

MacCready Works (“MW”’)—The MW segment, which consists of the former MacCready Works and High Altitude
Pseudo-Satellite systems (“HAPS”) segments, focuses on customer-funded research and development in the areas of
HAPS, robotics, sensors, software analytics, data intelligence and connectivity. This segment contains the Company’s
center of excellence for the development of machine learning, object identification and autonomy solutions and also seeks
to identify new products, services and businesses for the Company.

Basis of Presentation

The accompanying unaudited condensed consolidated financial statements have been prepared in accordance with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States (“U.S. GAAP”) for interim financial information and with the
instructions of Form 10-Q and Article 10 of Regulation S-X. Accordingly, they do not include all of the information and
footnotes required by U.S. GAAP for complete financial statements. In the opinion of management, all adjustments,
consisting only of normal recurring adjustments necessary for a fair presentation with respect to the interim financial
statements have been included. The results of operations for the three and six months ended October 26, 2024 are not
necessarily indicative of the results for the full year ending April 30, 2025. For further information, refer to the
consolidated financial statements and footnotes thereto for the year ended April 30, 2024, included in the Company’s
Annual Report on Form 10-K.
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The preparation of financial statements in conformity with U.S. GAAP requires management to make estimates and
assumptions, including estimates of anticipated contract costs and revenue utilized in the revenue recognition process, that
affect the reported amounts in the unaudited condensed consolidated financial statements and accompanying notes. Actual
results could differ from those estimates.

The Company’s unaudited condensed consolidated financial statements include the assets, liabilities and operating results
of wholly-owned subsidiaries. All intercompany accounts and transactions have been eliminated.

On September 15, 2023, the Company closed its acquisition of Tomahawk pursuant to a merger agreement, and post-
acquisition, Tomahawk has been incorporated into the UxS segment. The assets, liabilities and operating results of
Tomahawk have been included in the Company’s unaudited condensed consolidated financial statements. Refer to Note 16
—Business Acquisitions for further details.

On November 13, 2024, the Company formed the Archangel Merger Sub LLC, a Delaware limited liability company and a
direct wholly owned subsidiary of the Company (“Merger Sub”), for the purpose of the announced acquisition with
BlueHalo Financing Topco, LLC (“Blue Halo”). Refer to Note 19—Subsequent Events for further details.

Recently Adopted Accounting Standards
The Company did not adopt any accounting standards during the six months ended October 26, 2024.
Revenue Recognition

The Company’s revenue is generated pursuant to written contractual arrangements to design, develop, manufacture and/or
modify complex products and to provide related engineering, technical and other services according to the specifications of
its customers. These contracts may be firm fixed price (“FFP”), cost plus fixed fee (“CPFF”), or time and materials
(“T&M?”). The Company considers all such contracts to be within the scope of ASU 2014-09, Revenue from Contracts with
Customers (“ASC 606”).

Performance Obligations

A performance obligation is a promise in a contract to transfer distinct goods or services to a customer, and it is the unit of
account in ASC 606. A contract’s transaction price is allocated to each distinct performance obligation and revenue is
recognized when each performance obligation under the terms of a contract is satisfied. Revenue is measured as the amount
of consideration the Company expects to receive in exchange for transferring goods or providing services. For contracts
with multiple performance obligations, the Company allocates the contract’s transaction price to each performance
obligation using its observable standalone selling price for products and services. When the standalone selling price is not
directly observable, the Company uses its best estimate of the standalone selling price of each distinct good or service in
the contract using the cost plus margin approach. This approach estimates the Company’s expected costs of satisfying the
performance obligation and then adds an appropriate margin for that distinct good or service.

Contract modifications are routine in the performance of the Company’s contracts. In most instances, contract
modifications are for additional goods and/or services that are distinct and, therefore, accounted for as new contracts.

The Company’s performance obligations are satisfied over time or at a point in time. Performance obligations are satisfied
over time if the customer receives the benefits as the Company performs, if the customer controls the asset as it is being
developed or produced, or if the product being produced for the customer has no alternative use and the Company has a
contractual right to payment for the Company’s costs incurred to date plus a reasonable margin. The contractual right to
payment is generally supported by termination for convenience clauses that allow the customer to unilaterally terminate the
contract for convenience, pay the Company for costs incurred plus a reasonable profit, and take control of any work in
process. Revenue for LMS product deliveries, certain Tomahawk product deliveries and Customer-Funded Research and
Development contracts is recognized over time as costs are incurred. Contract services revenue is composed of revenue
recognized on contracts for the provision of services, including repairs and maintenance, training, engineering design,

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development and prototyping activities, and technical support services. Contract services revenue is recognized over time as
services are rendered. Typically, revenue is recognized over time using an input measure (e.g., costs incurred to date relative
to total estimated costs at completion) to measure progress. Contract services revenue, which historically included revenue
from intelligence, surveillance, and reconnaissance (“ISR”) services, is recognized over time as services are rendered. In
accordance with ASC 606, the Company elected the right to invoice practical expedient in which if an entity has a right to
consideration from a customer in an amount that corresponds directly with the value to the customer of the entity’s
performance completed to date, such as flight hours for ISR services, the entity may recognize revenue in the amount to
which the entity has a right to invoice.

In the past, the Company operated its MUAS in overseas locations to support U.S. military operations under ISR services
contracts under a contractor-owned, contractor-operated (“COCO”) arrangement.

For performance obligations satisfied over time, revenue is generally recognized using costs incurred to date relative to
total estimated costs at completion to measure progress. Incurred costs represent work performed, which correspond with,
and thereby best depict, transfer of control to the customer. Contract costs include labor, materials, subcontractors’ costs,
other direct costs, and indirect costs applicable on government and commercial contracts.

For performance obligations which are not satisfied over time per the aforementioned criteria above, revenue is recognized
at the point in time in which each performance obligation is fully satisfied. The Company’s SUAS, MUAS, UGV product
sales revenue is composed of revenue recognized on contracts for the delivery of SUAS, MUAS and UGV systems and
spare parts, respectively. Revenue is recognized at the point in time when control transfers to the customer, which generally
occurs when title and risk of loss have passed to the customer.

On October 26, 2024, the Company had approximately $467,094,000 of remaining performance obligations under fully
funded contracts with its customers, which the Company also refers to as funded backlog. The Company currently expects
to recognize approximately 72% of the remaining performance obligations as revenue in fiscal 2025 and the remaining
28% in fiscal 2026 or beyond.

The Company collects sales, value added, and other taxes concurrent with revenue producing activities, which are excluded
from revenue when they are both imposed on a specific transaction and collected from a customer.

Contract Estimates

Accounting for contracts and programs primarily with a duration of less than six months involves the use of various
techniques to estimate total contract revenue and costs. For long-term contracts, the Company estimates the total expected
costs to complete the contract and recognizes revenue based on the percentage of costs incurred at period end. Typically,
revenue is recognized over time using costs incurred to date relative to total estimated costs at completion to measure
progress toward satisfying the Company’s performance obligations. Incurred costs represent work performed, which
corresponds with, and thereby best depicts, the transfer of control to the customer. Contract costs include labor, materials,
subcontractors’ costs, other direct costs, and indirect costs applicable on government and commercial contracts.

Contract estimates are based on various assumptions to project the outcome of future events that may span several years.
These assumptions include labor productivity and availability, the complexity of the work to be performed, the cost and
availability of materials, the performance of subcontractors, and the availability and timing of funding from the customer.

The nature of the Company’s contracts gives rise to several types of variable consideration, including undefinitized contract
actions which are within the scope of ASC 606 with final contract values to be negotiated, penalty fees and incentive
awards generally for late delivery and early delivery, respectively. The Company generally estimates such variable
consideration as the most likely amount. In addition, the Company includes the estimated variable consideration to the
extent that it is probable that a significant reversal in the amount of cumulative revenue recognized will not occur when the
related uncertainty is resolved. These estimates are based on historical award experience, anticipated

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performance and the Company’s best judgment at the time. Based on experience in estimating these amounts, they are
included in the transaction price of the Company’s contracts and the associated remaining performance obligations.

As a significant change in one or more of these estimates could affect the profitability of the Company’s contracts, the
Company regularly reviews and updates its contract-related estimates. Changes in cumulative revenue estimates, due to
changes in the estimated transaction price or cost estimates, are recorded using a cumulative catch-up adjustment in the
period identified for contracts with performance obligations recognized over time. Changes in cumulative revenue
estimates due to changes in the estimated transaction price are recorded using a cumulative catch-up adjustment in the
period identified for contracts with performance obligations at a point in time, including undefinitized contract actions. In
the period undefinitized contract actions become definitized, a cumulative catch-up adjustment is recorded to reflect the
final consideration, which could have a material positive or negative impact.

If at any time the estimate of contract profitability indicates an anticipated loss on the contract, the Company recognizes the
total loss in the quarter it is identified, and it is recorded in other current liabilities. The balance of forward loss reserves as
of October 26, 2024 and April 30, 2024 was $130,000 and $374,000, respectively. The Company recorded the forward loss
reserves as the total estimated costs to complete the contracts are in excess of the total remaining consideration of the
contracts. No adjustment on the forward loss reserve for any one contract was material to the Company’s unaudited
condensed consolidated financial statements for the three and six months ended October 26, 2024 or October 28, 2023,
respectively.

The impact of adjustments in contract estimates on the Company’s operating earnings can be reflected in either operating
costs and expenses, or revenue. The aggregate impact of adjustments in contract estimates on revenue related to
performance obligations satisfied or partially satisfied in previous periods was $6,973,000 and $8,555,000 for the three and
six month periods ended October 26, 2024, respectively. During the three and six months ended October 26, 2024, the
Company definitized certain LMS undefinitized contract actions. The aggregate impact of these cumulative catch-up
revenue adjustments for the contract definitization was an increase to revenue of approximately $9,870,000. The aggregate
impact of adjustments in contract estimates on revenue related to performance obligations satisfied or partially satisfied in
previous periods was $2,817,000 and $3,544,000 for the three and six months ended October 28, 2023, respectively. During
the three and six months ended October 28, 2023, the Company revised its estimates of the total expected costs to complete
an LMS variant contract. The aggregate impact of these adjustments in contract estimates on revenue related to
performance obligations satisfied or partially satisfied in previous periods was an increase to revenue of approximately
$1,716,000 and $1,439,000, respectively.

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Each of these contract types presents advantages and disadvantages. Typically, the Company assumes more risk with FFP
contracts. However, these types of contracts generally offer additional profits when the Company completes the work for
less than originally estimated. CPFF contracts generally subject the Company to lower risk. Accordingly, the associated
base fees are usually lower than fees on FFP contracts. Under T&M contracts, the Company’s profit may vary if actual
labor hour rates vary significantly from the negotiated rates.

Contract Balances

The timing of revenue recognition, billings, and cash collections results in billed accounts receivable, unbilled receivables,
and customer advances and deposits on the condensed consolidated balance sheet. In the Company’s services contracts,
amounts are billed as work progresses in accordance with agreed-upon contractual terms, either at periodic intervals, which
is generally monthly, or upon the achievement of contractual milestones. Generally, billing occurs subsequent to revenue
recognition, resulting in contract assets recorded in unbilled receivables and retentions on the condensed consolidated
balance sheet. However, the Company sometimes receives advances or deposits from its customers before revenue is
recognized, resulting in contract liabilities recorded in customer advances on the condensed consolidated balance sheet.
Contract liabilities are not a significant financing component as they are generally utilized to pay for contract costs within a
one-year period or are used to ensure the customer meets contractual requirements. These assets and liabilities are reported
on the condensed consolidated balance sheet on a contract-by-contract basis at the end of each reporting period. For the
Company’s product revenue, the Company generally receives cash payments subsequent to satisfying the performance
obligation via delivery of the product, resulting in billed accounts receivable. Changes in the contract asset and liability
balances during the three and six month periods ended October 26, 2024 were not materially impacted by any other factors.
For the Company’s contracts, there are no significant gaps between the receipt of payment and the transfer of the associated
goods and services to the customer for material amounts of consideration.

Revenue recognized for the three and six month periods ended October 26, 2024 that was included in customer advances
balances as of April 30, 2024 was $2,475,000 and $7,961,000. Revenue recognized for the three and six month periods
ended October 28, 2023 that was included in customer advances balances as of April 30, 2023 was $696,000 and
$2,416,000.
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Cost to Fulfill a Contract with a Customer

The Company recognizes assets for the costs to fulfill a contract with a customer if the costs are specifically identifiable,
generate or enhance resources used to satisfy future performance obligations, and are expected to be recovered in
accordance with ASC 340-40 Other Assets and Deferred Costs: Contracts with Customers. The assets related to costs to
fulfill contracts with customers are capitalized and amortized over the period the related performance obligations are
satisfied. As of October 26, 2024, the Company had no costs to fulfill and as of April 30, 2024, the Company’s costs to
fulfill were not material.

Segments

Operating segments are defined as components of an enterprise about which separate financial information is available that
is evaluated regularly by the Chief Operating Decision Maker (“CODM?”) in deciding how to allocate resources and assess
performance. As of October 26, 2024, the Company’s CODM, the Chief Executive Officer, makes operating decisions,
assesses performance and makes resource allocation decisions, including the allocation for research and development
(“R&D”). Accordingly, the Company identifies three reportable segments. Refer to Note 18—Segments for further details.

Investments

The Company’s investments are accounted for as available-for-sale and are reported at fair value. Unrealized gains and
losses for debt securities are excluded from earnings and reported as a separate component of stockholders’ equity, net of
deferred income taxes for available-for-sale investments. Gains and losses realized on the disposition of investment
securities are determined on the specific identification basis and credited or charged to income. Investments in equity
securities and warrants are measured at fair value with net unrealized gains and losses from changes in the fair value
recognized in other expense, net. Management determines the appropriate classification of securities at the time of purchase
and reevaluates such designation as of each balance sheet date.

Fair Values of Financial Instruments

Fair values of cash and cash equivalents, accounts receivable, unbilled receivables and retentions, and accounts payable
approximate cost due to the short period of time to maturity.

Government Contracts

Payments to the Company on government CPFF or T&M contracts are based on provisional, or estimated indirect rates,
which are subject to an annual audit by the Defense Contract Audit Agency (“DCAA”). The cost audits result in the
negotiation and determination of the final indirect cost rates that the Company may use for the period(s) audited. The final
rates, if different from the provisional rates, may create an additional receivable or liability for the Company for CPFF and
T&M contracts.

For example, during the course of its audits, the DCAA may question the Company’s incurred costs, and if the DCAA
believes the Company has accounted for such costs in a manner inconsistent with the requirements under Federal
Acquisition Regulations, the DCAA auditor may recommend to the Company’s administrative contracting officer to
disallow such costs. Historically, the Company has not experienced material disallowed costs as a result of government
audits. However, the Company can provide no assurance that the DCAA or other government audits will not result in
material disallowances for incurred costs in the future. The Company’s revenue recognition policy calls for revenue
recognized on all cost reimbursable government contracts to be recorded at actual rates unless collectability is not
reasonably assured. At October 26, 2024 and April 30, 2024, the Company had no reserve for incurred cost claim audits.

5. Equity Method Investments

Investments in Limited Partnership Funds

In July 2019, the Company made its initial capital contribution to a limited partnership fund focusing on highly relevant
technologies and start-up companies serving defense and industrial markets. Under the terms of the limited partnership
agreement, the Company contributed a total of $10,000,000 during the fiscal years ended April 30, 2021 and 2022, and
there were no further contribution commitments to this fund as of April 30, 2022. In March 2022, the Company entered
into a limited partnership agreement with a second limited partnership fund also focusing on highly relevant technologies
and start-up companies serving defense and industrial markets. Under the terms of the limited partnership agreement, the
Company is committed to contributions totaling $20,000,000 over an expected five year period. During the fiscal year
ended April 30, 2024 and 2023, the Company made total contributions of $3,074,000 and $5,778,000, respectively. During
the three months ended July 27, 2024, the Company made a contribution of $1,183,000. Under the terms of the limited
partnership agreement, the Company has committed to make additional capital contributions of $9,965,000 to the fund
expected to be paid over the next three fiscal years. The Company accounts for investments in limited partnerships as
equity method investments as the Company is deemed to have significant influence when it holds more than a minor
interest. For the three and six months ended October 26, 2024, the Company recorded its ownership percentage of the net
gains of the limited partnerships, or $1,001,000 and $1,066,000, respectively, in equity method investment income (loss),
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net of $0 tax in the unaudited condensed consolidated statements of operations, respectively. For the three and six months
ended October 28, 2023, the Company recorded its ownership percentage of the net losses of the limited partnerships, or
$(1,393,000) and $(1,414,000), respectively, in equity method investment income (loss), net of $0 tax in the unaudited
condensed consolidated statements of operations, respectively. At October 26, 2024 and April 30, 2024, the carrying value
of the investments in the limited partnership funds of $22,182,000 and $19,933,000, respectively, was recorded in long-
term investments on the unaudited condensed consolidated balance sheet.

Investment in Altoy

On September 15, 2021, the Company entered into a Share Sale and Purchase Agreement with Toygun whereby the
Company sold 35% of the common shares of Altoy to Toygun. On October 14, 2022, the company sold an additional 35%
of the common shares of Altoy to Toygun. As a result of the sales, the Company decreased its interest in Altoy from 85% to
15%. The Company no longer controls Altoy, and therefore, has deconsolidated Altoy in the Company’s unaudited
condensed consolidated financial statements. The Company maintains significant influence, accounts for its investment in
Altoy as an equity method investment and records its proportion of any gains or losses of Altoy in equity method
investment loss, net of tax. For the three and six months ended October 26, 2024 the Company recorded $(11,000) for its
ownership percentage of the net activity of Altoy in equity method investment income (loss), net of tax in the unaudited
condensed consolidated statements of operations. For the three and six months ended October 28, 2023, the Company
recorded $0 for its ownership percentage of the net activity of Altoy in equity method investment income (loss), net of tax
in the unaudited condensed consolidated statements of operations. At October 26, 2024 and April 30, 2024, the carrying
value of the investment in Altoy of $141,000 and $152,000, respectively, was recorded in other assets on the unaudited
condensed consolidated balance sheet.

The UxS segment includes goodwill from the acquisitions of Pulse Aerospace, LLC (‘“Pulse”), Arcturus UAV, Inc.
(“Arcturus”), Telerob, Planck and Tomahawk acquisitions. The goodwill change to UxS is attributable to the Telerob
acquisition recorded in Euros and translated to U.S. dollars at each reporting date. The MW segment includes goodwill
from the purchase of certain assets of Intelligent Systems Group business segment (“ISG”) of Progeny Systems
Corporation.

The estimated fair value of the MUAS reporting unit, the renamed Arcturus acquisition included in the UxS reportable
segment, does not substantially exceed its carrying value due to the impairment recorded during the fourth quarter ended
April 30, 2023. The fair value of the MUAS reporting unit exceeded its carrying value by 10% as of January 28, 2024, the
date of the most recent annual goodwill impairment test. Fair value determinations utilized in the quantitative goodwill
impairment test require considerable judgment and are sensitive to changes in underlying assumptions,
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estimates, and market factors. Estimating the fair value of individual reporting units requires the Company to make
assumptions and estimates regarding future plans, as well as industry, economic, and regulatory conditions. These
assumptions and estimates include estimated future annual net cash flows, income tax rates, discount rates, growth rates,
and other market factors. Estimated future annual net cash flows based in part upon the Company’s ability to obtain
contracts from the U.S. Department of Defense and foreign allied nations and negotiate the estimated pricing are
considered the most significant, sensitive assumptions. If current expectations of future growth rates and margins are not
met, if market factors outside of the Company’s control, such as discount rates, income tax rates, or inflation, change, or if
management’s expectations or plans otherwise change, including updates to long-term operating plans, then the MUAS
reporting unit goodwill may become impaired in the future. Accordingly, the MUAS reporting unit is considered at an
increased risk of failing future quantitative goodwill impairment tests. The MUAS reporting unit has a goodwill balance of
$135,774,000 as of October 26, 2024. During the most recent annual impairment test during the fourth quarter of fiscal year
2024, the estimated fair value of all reporting units, other than MUAS, substantially exceeded their carrying value.

As of October 26, 2024, the company has not identified any events or circumstances that could trigger an impairment
review prior to the Company’s annual impairment test. The annual impairment test for the fiscal year ending April 30, 2025
will be performed during the fourth quarter. The intangibles included in the MUAS reporting unit of $11,847,000 as of
October 26, 2024 will also be evaluated for potential impairment during the fourth quarter.

9. Debt

In connection with the consummation of the acquisition of Arcturus, a California corporation, pursuant to a Stock Purchase
Agreement with Arcturus and each of the shareholders and other equity interest holders of Arcturus, to purchase 100% of
the issued and outstanding equity of Arcturus (the “Arcturus Acquisition) on February 19, 2021, the Company, as
borrower, and Arcturus, as guarantor, entered into a Credit Agreement with certain lenders, letter of credit issuers, Bank of
America, N.A., as the administrative agent and the swingline lender, and BofA Securities, Inc., JPMorgan Chase Bank,
N.A., and U.S. Bank National Association, as joint lead arrangers and joint bookrunners (the “Credit Agreement”).

The Credit Agreement and its associated Security and Pledge Agreement set forth the terms and conditions for (i) a five-
year $100,000,000 revolving credit facility, which includes a $25,000,000 sublimit for the issuance of standby and
commercial letters of credit (the “Revolving Facility”), and (ii) a five-year amortized $200,000,000 term A loan (the “Term
Loan Facility”, and together with the Revolving Facility, the “Credit Facilities”). Certain existing letters of credit issued by
JPMorgan Chase Bank were reserved for under the Revolving Facility at closing and remain outstanding under the terms
thereof. Upon execution of the Credit Agreement, the Company drew the full principal of the Term Loan Facility for use in
the acquisition of Arcturus. The Term Loan Facility requires payment of 5% of the outstanding obligations in each of the
first four loan years, with the remaining 80% payable in loan year five, consisting of three quarterly payments of 1.25%
each, with the remaining outstanding principal amount of the Term Loan Facility due and payable on the final maturity
date. Proceeds from the Term Loan Facility were used in part to finance a portion of the cash consideration for the Arcturus
Acquisition.

Any borrowing under the Credit Agreement may be repaid, in whole or in part, at any time and from time to time without
premium or penalty other than customary breakage costs, and any amounts repaid under the Revolving Facility may be
reborrowed. Mandatory prepayments are required under the revolving loans when borrowings and letter of credit usage
exceed the aggregate revolving commitments of all lenders. Mandatory prepayments are also required in connection with
the disposition of assets to the extent not reinvested and unpermitted debt transactions.

In support of its obligations pursuant to the Credit Facilities, the Company has granted security interests in substantially all
of the personal property of the Company and its domestic subsidiaries, including a pledge of the equity interests in its
subsidiaries (limited to 65% of outstanding equity interests in the case of foreign subsidiaries), and the proceeds thereof,
with customary exclusions and exceptions. The Company’s existing and future domestic subsidiaries, including Arcturus,
are guarantors for the Credit Facilities.
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The Credit Agreement contains certain customary representations and warranties and affirmative and negative covenants,
including certain restrictions on the ability of the Company and its subsidiaries (as defined in the Credit Agreement) to
incur any additional indebtedness or guarantee indebtedness of others, to create liens on properties or assets, or to enter into
certain asset and stock-based transactions.

On February 4, 2022, the Company entered into a First Amendment to Credit Agreement and Waiver relating to its existing
Credit Agreement (the “First Amendment to Credit Agreement”). The First Amendment to Credit Agreement waives any
event of default that may have occurred as a result of the potential failure by the Company to comply with the consolidated
leverage ratio covenant set forth in the Credit Agreement for the fiscal quarter ended January 29, 2022. In addition, the
parties amended the maximum permitted Consolidated Leverage Ratio, such that such ratio may not exceed 4.00 to 1.00 for
the Company’s fiscal quarters ended January 29, 2022 and April 30, 2022; 3.50 to 1.00 for any of the Company’s fiscal
quarters ending during the period from May 1, 2022 to October 31, 2022; and 3.00 to 1.00 for any fiscal quarter ending
thereafter. On June 6, 2023, the Company entered into a Second Amendment to Credit Agreement relating to its existing
Credit Agreement which increased the sublimit from $10,000,000 to $25,000,000.

The Credit Agreement, as amended by the First Amendment to Credit Agreement and Second Amendment to the Credit
Agreement, contains certain customary events of default, which include failure to make payments when due thereunder, the
material inaccuracy of representations or warranties, failure to observe or perform certain covenants, cross-defaults,
bankruptcy and insolvency-related events, certain judgments, certain ERISA-related events, invalidity of loan documents,
or a Change of Control (as defined in the Credit Agreement). Upon the occurrence and continuation of an event of default,
the Lenders may cease making future loans under the Credit Agreement and may declare all amounts owing under the
Credit Agreement to be immediately due and payable.

The First Amendment to Credit Agreement also implemented certain secured overnight financing rate (“SOFR”) interest
rate mechanics and interest rate reference benchmark replacement provisions in order to effectuate the transition from
LIBOR as a reference interest rate. Following the First Amendment to Credit Agreement, the Company has a choice of
interest rates between (a) Term SOFR (with a 0% floor) plus the Applicable Margin; or (b) Base Rate (defined as the
highest of (a) the Federal Funds Rate plus one-half percent (0.50%), (b) the Bank of America prime rate, and (c) the one (1)
month SOFR plus one percent (1.00%)) plus the Applicable Margin. The Applicable Margin is based upon the
Consolidated Leverage Ratio (as defined in the Credit Agreement) and whether the Company elects SOFR (ranging from
1.50 - 2.50%) or Base Rate (ranging from 0.50 - 1.50%). The Company may choose interest periods of one, three or six
months with respect to Term SOFR and all such rates will include a 0.10% SOFR adjustment. The Company also remains
responsible for certain commitment fees from 0.20-0.35% depending on the Consolidated Leverage Ratio, and
administrative agent expenses incurred in relation to the Credit Facilities. In the event of a default, an additional 2% default
interest rate in addition to the applicable rate if specified or the Base Rate plus Applicable Margin if an applicable rate is
not specified.

On October 4, 2024, the Company entered into a Third Amendment to Credit Agreement with the existing lenders, Bank of
America, N.A., the administrative agent and the swingline lender, JPMorgan Chase Bank, N.A., and U.S. Bank National
Association, and Citibank, N.A. (the “New Lender”) (the “Third Amendment to Credit Agreement” and the existing Credit
Agreement as amended thereby, the “Amended Credit Agreement”).

The Amended Credit Agreement now provides for an aggregate $200,000,000 revolving credit facility, including a
$25,000,000 sublimit for the issuance of standby and commercial letters of credit, and a $10,000,000 sublimit for swingline
loans, secured by all assets of the Company and the Guarantors, and extends the maturity date for obligations pursuant to
the Amended Credit Agreement to October 4, 2029. Upon effectiveness of the Amended Credit Agreement, the Company
drew $15,000,000 from the amended Revolving Facility and repaid in full all outstanding amounts owed pursuant to the
prior Term Loan Facility. The Amended Credit Agreement reflects the removal of the Term Loan Facility. The unamortized
debt issuance costs allocated to the Term Loan Facility of $590,000 were expensed upon repayment of the Term Loan
Facility and recorded in interest expense.

In addition to adding the New Lender and adjusting certain fee schedules, the Amended Credit Agreement also allows the

Company to incur additional forms of secured and unsecured permitted indebtedness without separate consent of the
Administrative Agent and make certain payments related thereto, including certain bilateral letters of credit, supply chain
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financing transactions, securitization transactions pertaining to its accounts receivable, and issuance of unsecured
convertible debt pertaining to its Common Stock (and certain call spread transactions related thereto), subject in each
instance to further specified parameters, including aggregate dollar limits on certain activities and satisfaction of ongoing
and pro forma financial covenants.

The Amended Credit Agreement substitutes a Consolidated Senior Secured Leverage Ratio for the Consolidated Leverage
Ratio required to be maintained under the existing Credit Agreement. The Consolidated Leverage Ratio is now an
incurrence test, used to determine whether or not the Company may take certain actions, such as borrowing under the
Amended Credit Agreement, making acquisitions, incurring certain unsecured debt, or making payments on junior debt. In
order to take such actions, the Consolidated Leverage Ratio may not exceed 4.00 to 1.0. However, the ratio increases to
4.50 to 1.0 during a Leverage Increase Period, covering each of the four fiscal quarters of the Company immediately
following the consummation of any qualified acquisition. The newly added Consolidated Senior Secured Leverage Ratio,
measuring the Consolidated Senior Secured Funded Indebtedness, as of a date of determination, to Consolidated EBITDA
for the applicable measurement period, shall not exceed 3.00 to 1.0 at the end of any fiscal quarter of the Company,
increasing to 3.50 to 1.0 in a Leverage Increase Period. In each case, no more than one Leverage Increase Period shall be in
effect at any time, and the basic ratio levels must be achieved and maintained for at least two fiscal quarters immediately
following each Leverage Increase Period prior to giving effect to another Leverage Increase Period. The requirement for
the Consolidated Fixed Charge Coverage Ratio to be no less than 1.25 to 1.0 at the end of any fiscal quarter of the
Company remains unchanged in the Amended Credit Agreement. The Amended Credit Agreement removes the
requirement that the Company prepay the loans with the proceeds of dispositions of assets or newly incurred debt. The
Company’s ability to borrow under the Revolving Facility is reduced by outstanding letters of credit of $9,792,000 as of
October 26, 2024. As of October 26, 2024, approximately $175,208,000 was available under the Revolving Facility.
Borrowings under the Revolving Facility may be used for working capital and other general corporate purposes, including
acquisitions that meet certain parameters. As of October 26, 2024, the Company is in compliance with all amended
covenants.

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10. Leases

The Company leases certain buildings, land and equipment. At contract inception the Company determines whether the
contract is, or contains, a lease and whether the lease should be classified as an operating or a financing lease. Operating
leases are recorded in operating lease right-of-use assets, current operating lease liabilities and non-current operating lease
liabilities on the unaudited condensed consolidated balance sheet.

The Company recognizes operating lease right-of-use assets and operating lease liabilities based on the present value of the
future minimum lease payments over the lease term at commencement date. The Company uses its incremental borrowing
rate based on the information available at commencement date to determine the present value of future payments and the
appropriate lease classification. The Company defines the initial lease term to include renewal options determined to be
reasonably certain. The Company’s leases have remaining lease terms of less than one year to seven years, some of which
may include options to extend the lease for up to nine years, and some of which may include options to terminate the lease
after three years. If the Company determines the option to extend or terminate is reasonably certain, it is included in the
determination of lease assets and liabilities. For operating leases, the Company recognizes lease expense for these leases on
a straight-line basis over the lease term.

Many of the Company’s real estate lease agreements contain incentives for tenant improvements, rent holidays, or rent
escalation clauses. For tenant improvement incentives, if the incentive is determined to be a leasehold improvement owned
by the lessee, the Company generally records incentive as a reduction to fixed lease payments thereby reducing rent
expense. For rent holidays and rent escalation clauses during the lease term, the Company records rental expense on a
straight-line basis over the term of the lease. For these lease incentives, the Company uses the date of initial possession as
the commencement date, which is generally when the Company is given the right of access to the space and begins to make
improvements in preparation for intended use.

The Company does not have any material restrictions or covenants in its lease agreements, sale-leaseback transactions, land
easements or residual value guarantees.

In determining the inputs to the incremental borrowing rate calculation, the Company makes judgments about the value of
the leased asset, its credit rating and the lease term including the probability of its exercising options to extend or terminate
the underlying lease. Additionally, the Company makes judgments around contractual asset substitution rights in
determining whether a contract contains a lease.

Customer-funded R&D costs are incurred pursuant to contracts (revenue arrangements) to perform R&D activities
according to customer specifications. These costs are direct contract costs and are expensed to cost of sales as costs are
incurred.

The
estimation of whether the performance targets will be achieved requires judgment, and, to the extent actual results or
updated estimates differ from the Company’s current estimates, the cumulative effect on current and prior periods of those
changes will be recorded in the period estimates are revised. No compensation cost is ultimately recognized for awards for
which employees do not render the requisite service and are forfeited.

For the three and six months ended October 26, 2024, the Company recorded a benefit from income taxes of $(221,000),
and a provision for income taxes of $1,264,000 yielding an effective tax rate of (3.5)% and 4.4%, respectively. For the three
and six months ended October 28, 2023, the Company recorded a provision for income taxes of $1,137,000 and
$2,451,000, respectively, yielding an effective tax rate of 5.6% for both periods.

15. Share Repurchase Plan and Issuances

On September 8, 2022 the Company filed an S-3 shelf registration statement to offer and sell shares of the Company’s
common stock, including a prospectus supplement in relation to an Open Market Sale AgreementSM, also dated September
8, 2022, with Jefferies LLC relating to the proposed offer and sale of shares of the Company’s common stock having an
aggregate offering price of up to $200,000,000 from time to time through Jefferies LLC as the sales agent. During the three
and six months ended October 28, 2023, the Company sold 807,370 shares for total gross proceeds of $91,313,000, total
proceeds received of $88,574,000, net of commission expense and $88,437,000 net of equity issuance costs. As of October

16. Business Acquisitions
Tomahawk Acquisition

On September 15, 2023, the Company closed its acquisition of Tomahawk Robotics, Inc., a leader in Al-enabled robotic
control systems. Pursuant to the merger agreement, the Company acquired 100% of Tomahawk equity for an aggregate
purchase price of $134,467,000 consisting of 985,999 shares of restricted common stock of the Company valued at
$109,820,000 and $27,205,000 cash-on-hand, net of $3,048,000 cash acquired, plus a $490,000 holdback. During the fiscal
year ended April 30, 2024, the holdback was decreased $100,000 as part of the working capital adjustment, and the total
purchase price and goodwill, therefore, decreased by $100,000 as well. The remaining $390,000 holdback was paid during
the three months ended October 26, 2024. The fair value of the shares issued was the closing price on September 15, 2023,
the close of the Tomahawk purchase agreement. Tomahawk is incorporated into AeroVironment’s UxS segment. The
acquisition will enable deeper integration of both companies’ technology, leading to enhanced interoperability and
interconnectivity of uncrewed systems through a singular platform with similar control features. The Company accounted
for the acquisition under the acquisition method of accounting for business combinations.

Determining the fair value of the intangible assets acquired requires significant judgment, including the amount and timing
of expected future cash flows, long-term growth rates and discount rates. The fair value of the intangible assets was
determined using a discounted cash flow analysis, which were based on the Company’s preliminary estimates of future
sales, earnings and cash flows after considering such factors as general market conditions, anticipated customer demand,
changes in working capital, long term business plans and recent operating performance.

The
Rheinmetall-Zusatzversorgung service plan covers three former employees based on individual contracts issued to the
employees. No other employees are eligible to participate. The Company has reinsurance policies that were taken out for
participating former employees, which were pledged to the employees. The measurement date for the Company’s pension
plan was April 30, 2024.

19. Subsequent Events

On November 19, 2024, the Company announced the execution of a definitive agreement under which the Company will
acquire BlueHalo in an all-stock transaction. The Company, Merger Sub, BlueHalo, and BlueHalo Holdings Parent, LLC, a
Delaware limited liability company and sole member of BlueHalo Financing Topco, LLC (“Seller”), entered into an
Agreement and Plan of Merger (the “Merger Agreement”), pursuant to which, and subject to the satisfaction or waiver of
the conditions set forth in the Merger Agreement, Merger Sub will merge with and into BlueHalo, with BlueHalo
continuing as a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company and the surviving company of the merger (the “Merger” and
together with the other transactions contemplated by the Merger Agreement, the “Transactions”).

Subject to the terms and conditions of the Merger Agreement, at the effective time of the Merger (the “Effective Time”), all
of the equity interests of BlueHalo issued and outstanding immediately prior to the Effective Time shall be automatically
converted into the right to receive a number of shares of the Company’s common stock (“Company Common Stock™) equal
to 18,548,698 shares (the “Transaction Consideration”), which will represent approximately 39.5% of the fully diluted
shares outstanding of the pro forma combined company immediately prior to the execution and delivery of the Merger
Agreement. The Transaction Consideration is subject to downwards adjustments, which shall be determined prior to the
consummation of the Transactions (the “Closing”), for certain items of leakage, distribution or payment of cash or other
property up to the Closing, incurred by BlueHalo and its subsidiaries since June 30, 2024 as set forth in the Merger
Agreement.

The closing of the Merger is subject to satisfaction or waiver of certain conditions including, among other things, (i) the
required approval by the Company’s stockholders, the Company’s stockholders, holders of incentive units and restricted
common units of Seller (the “Seller Members”) and Seller, as the sole member of BlueHalo (ii) the accuracy of the
respective representations and warranties of each party, subject to certain materiality qualifications, (iii) compliance by the
parties with their respective covenants, (iv) the absence of any order that is in effect and restrains, enjoins or otherwise
prohibits the consummation of the Merger, (v) the receipt of specified regulatory approvals and the expiration or
termination of applicable waiting periods, including the expiration or termination of the applicable waiting period under the
Hart-Scott Rodino Antitrust Improvements Act of 1976, as amended (the “Required Regulatory Approvals™) (vi) the shares
of Company Common Stock to be issued in the Merger being approved for listing (subject to official notice of issuance) on
Nasdaq as of the Closing, (vii) the Registration Statement (as defined below) having become effective in accordance with
the provisions of the Securities Act of 1933, as amended, and not being subject to any stop order or proceeding (or
threatened proceeding by the Securities and Exchange Commission (the “SEC”)) seeking a stop order with respect to the
Registration Statement that has not been withdrawn, (viii) delivery of certain closing certificates and executed ancillary
agreements, (ix) the absence of any material adverse effect with respect to BlueHalo or the Company, (x) receipt of certain
waivers and evidence that a shareholder vote was solicited related to Section 280G of the United States Internal Revenue
Code of 1986, as amended, and (xi) receipt by the Company of executed Joinder and Lock-Up Agreements from Seller
Members entitled to receive at least 85% of the Transaction Consideration, as adjusted.

The Merger Agreement contains customary representations, warranties and covenants made by the Company, BlueHalo,
and the Seller, including covenants relating to obtaining the requisite approvals of the stockholders of the Company, the
Seller Members and Seller, as the sole member of BlueHalo, indemnification of directors and officers, and the Company’s
and Seller and BlueHalo’s conduct of their respective businesses between the date of signing the Merger Agreement and the
closing of the Merger.
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The Merger Agreement further provides that the Company may be required to pay a termination fee of $200,000,000 to
Seller upon termination of the Merger Agreement under specified circumstances, including (i) termination by the Company
to accept an Alternative Sale Transaction, (ii) termination by Seller due to the occurrence of a Company Board Adverse
Recommendation Change or (iii) if the Company consummates an Alternative Sale Transaction within 9 months of
termination of the Merger Agreement, subject to certain conditions as set forth in the Merger Agreement.

Concurrently with the execution and delivery of the Merger Agreement, Arlington Capital Partners V, L.P. and Arlington
Capital Partners VI, L.P.,, the equityholders of the Key Seller Member (collectively, the “Sponsor Members”) have entered
into a shareholder’s agreement (the “Shareholder’s Agreement”) with the Company pursuant to which the Sponsor
Members have, among other things, agreed to abide by customary standstill covenants, obligations to vote consistent with
the recommendation of the Company Board, and customary employee non-solicit restrictions with respect to the employees
of the Company and its subsidiaries (including BlueHalo and its subsidiaries after the Closing). The Company has, among
other things, agreed to provide the Sponsor Members with certain board designation rights and customary registration
rights, including customary demand and piggyback rights. The Sponsor Members will have such designation rights to
designate two directors until it and its affiliates cease to collectively hold and own, directly or indirectly, at least 20% of the
issued and outstanding Company Common Stock and the Sponsor Members will have such designation rights to designate
one director until they and their affiliates cease to collectively hold and own, directly or indirectly, at least 15% but less
than 20% of the issued and outstanding Company Common Stock. The Sponsor Members are expected to beneficially own
approximately 26.2% of the Company Common Stock at Closing (assuming no adjustments under the Merger Agreement).

At the Effective Time, the Board of Directors of the Company (the “New Company Board”) is expected to consist of ten
members, two of whom may be designated by the Sponsor Members for approval by the stockholders of the Company for
appointment to the New Company Board, subject to certain conditions and qualifications as set forth in the Shareholder’s
Agreement.

In connection with the Merger Agreement, the Company entered into a commitment letter (the “Debt Commitment Letter”)
with BofA NA and BofA Securities, Inc. (collectively, “BofA”) and JPM (JPM and BofA, collectively, the “Joint Lead
Arrangers”) on November 18, 2024, pursuant to which the Joint Lead Arrangers have committed to amend the Existing
Credit Agreement (such amendment, the “Credit Agreement Amendment”) to provide a new Term Loan A facility (the
“Acquisition Financing Facility”). The initial principal amount of the Acquisition Financing Facility will be $700,000,000,
and the Acquisition Financing Facility will have a maturity date of two years from effective date of the Credit Agreement
Amendment. The Joint Lead Arrangers expect that the effective date of the Credit Agreement Amendment will be prior to
the date of the Closing. The proceeds of the Acquisition Financing Facility will be used to refinance a portion of
BlueHalo’s debt and pay fees, costs and expenses incurred in connection with the Transactions. The definitive
documentation governing the Financing has not been finalized, and accordingly, the actual terms may differ from the
description of such terms in the Debt Commitment Letter. The consummation of the Transactions is not conditioned upon
receipt of the proceeds from the Acquisition Financing Facility or any replacement financing.

Critical Accounting Estimates

The following should be read in conjunction with the critical accounting estimates presented in our Annual Report on
Form 10-K for the fiscal year ended April 30, 2024.

Management’s Discussion and Analysis of Financial Condition and Results of Operations discusses our condensed
consolidated financial statements, which have been prepared in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted
in the United States. When we prepare these condensed consolidated financial statements, we are required to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and the disclosure of contingent assets
and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the reporting
period. Some of our accounting policies require that we make subjective judgments, including estimates that involve
matters that are inherently uncertain. Our most critical estimates include those related to revenue recognition, inventory
reserves for excess and obsolescence, intangible assets acquired in a business combination, goodwill, and income taxes. We
base our estimates and judgments on historical experience and on various other factors that we believe to be reasonable
under the circumstances, the results of which form the basis for our judgments about the carrying values of assets and
liabilities that are not readily apparent from other sources. Our actual results may differ from these estimates under
different assumptions or conditions.

Revenue Recognition

We recognize revenue in accordance with ASU 2014-09, Revenue from Contracts with Customers (“ASC 606”). ASC 606
requires revenue to be recognized when promised goods or services are transferred to customers in amounts that reflect the
consideration to which we expect to be entitled in exchange for those goods or services.

Revenue for LMS product deliveries, customization of UGV transport vehicles and customer-funded research and
development contracts is recognized over time as costs are incurred. Contract services revenue is for the provision of
services, including repairs and maintenance, training, engineering design, development and prototyping activities, and
technical support services. Contract services revenue, which historically included ISR services, is recognized over time as
services are rendered. We elected the right to invoice practical expedient in which if an entity has a right to consideration
from a customer in an amount that corresponds directly with the value to the customer of the entity’s performance
completed to date, such as flight hours for ISR services, the entity may recognize revenue in the amount to which the entity
has a right to invoice. Training services are recognized over time using an output method based on days of training
completed. For performance obligations satisfied over time, revenue is generally recognized using costs incurred to date
relative to total estimated costs at completion to measure progress. Incurred costs represent work performed, which
correspond with, and thereby best depict, transfer of control to the customer. Contract costs include
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labor, materials, subcontractors’ costs, other direct costs, and indirect costs applicable on government and commercial
contracts.

For performance obligations which are not satisfied over time per the aforementioned criteria above, revenue is recognized
at the point in time in which each performance obligation is fully satisfied. Our Uncrewed Systems product sales revenue is
primarily composed of revenue recognized on contracts for the delivery of UxS systems and spare parts, respectively.
Revenue is recognized at the point in time when control transfers to the customer, which generally occurs when title and
risk of loss have passed to the customer.

We review cost performance, estimates-to-complete and variable consideration at least quarterly and in many cases more
frequently. Adjustments to original estimates for a contract’s revenue, estimated costs at completion and estimated profit or
loss are often required as work progresses under a contract, as experience is gained and as more information is obtained,
even though the scope of work required under the contract may not change, or if contract modifications, including the
finalization of undefinitized contract actions, occur. The impact of revisions in estimate of completion and variable
consideration for all types of contracts are recognized on a cumulative catch-up basis in the period in which the revisions
are made. Changes in variable consideration associated with the finalization of undefinitized contract actions could result in
cumulative catch up adjustments to revenue that could be material. During the three and six months ended October 26,
2024 and October 28, 2023, changes in accounting estimates on contracts recognized using the over time method are
presented below. Amounts representing contract change orders or claims are included in revenue if the order or claim meets
the criteria of a contract or contract modification in accordance with ASC 606. Incentives or penalties and awards
applicable to performance on contracts are considered in estimating revenue and profit rates, and are recorded when there is
sufficient information to assess anticipated contract performance.

For the three months ended October 26, 2024, favorable cumulative catch-up adjustments of $8.9 million were primarily
due to final cost adjustments on five contracts. During the three months ended October 26, 2024, we definitized certain
LMS undefinitized contract actions. The aggregate impact of these cumulative catch-up revenue adjustments for the
contract definitization was an increase to revenue of approximately $9.9 million. The remaining adjustments individually
were not material. For the same period, unfavorable cumulative catch-up adjustments of $1.9 million were primarily related
to higher than expected costs on 26 contracts, which individually were not material.

For the three months ended October 28, 2023, favorable cumulative catch-up adjustments of $4.1 million were primarily
due to final cost adjustments on seven contracts. During the three months ended October 28, 2023, we revised our estimates
of the total expected costs to complete an LMS variant contract. The aggregate impact of these adjustments in contract
estimates on revenue related to performance obligations satisfied or partially satisfied in previous periods was an increase
to revenue of approximately $1.7 million. For the same period, unfavorable cumulative catch-up adjustments of $1.3
million were primarily related to higher than expected costs on seven contracts, which individually were not material.
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For the six months ended October 26, 2024 and October 28, 2023, favorable and unfavorable cumulative catch-up
adjustments included in revenue were as follows (in thousands):

For the six months ended October 26, 2024, favorable cumulative catch-up adjustments of $10.3 million were primarily
due to final cost adjustments on four contracts. During the six months ended October 26, 2024, we definitized certain LMS
undefinitized contract actions. The aggregate impact of these cumulative catch-up revenue adjustments for the contract
definitization was an increase to revenue of approximately $9.9 million. The remaining adjustments individually were not
material. For the same period, unfavorable cumulative catch-up adjustments of $1.7 million were primarily related to
higher than expected costs on 26 contracts, which individually were not material.

For the six months ended October 28, 2023, favorable cumulative catch-up adjustments of $5.6 million were primarily due
to final cost adjustments on 10 contracts. During the six months ended October 28, 2023, we revised our estimates of the
total expected costs to complete an LMS variant contract. The aggregate impact of these adjustments in contract estimates
on revenue related to performance obligations satisfied or partially satisfied in previous periods was an increase to revenue
of approximately $1.4 million. For the same period, unfavorable cumulative catch-up adjustments of $2.0 million were
primarily related to higher than expected costs on 10 contracts, which individually were not material.

Goodwill

Goodwill represents the excess of the cost of an acquired entity over the fair value of the acquired net assets. We test
goodwill for impairment annually during the fourth quarter of our fiscal year or when events or circumstances change in a
manner that indicates goodwill might be impaired. Events or circumstances that could trigger an impairment review
include, but are not limited to, a significant adverse change in legal factors or in the business or political climate, an
adverse action or assessment by a regulator, unanticipated competition, a loss of key personnel, significant changes in the
manner of our use of the acquired assets or the strategy for our overall business, significant negative industry or economic
trends or significant underperformance relative to projected future results of operations.

Our evaluation of goodwill for impairment involves the comparison of the fair value of each reporting unit to its carrying
value. For the impairment test, we first assess qualitative factors, macroeconomic conditions, industry and market
considerations, triggering events, cost factors, and overall financial performance, to determine whether it is necessary to
perform a quantitative goodwill impairment test. Alternatively, we may bypass the qualitative assessment for some or all of
our reporting units and apply the quantitative impairment test. If determined to be necessary, the quantitative impairment
test shall be used to identify goodwill impairment and measure the amount of a goodwill impairment loss to be recognized
(if any). For the quantitative impairment test we estimate the fair value by weighting the results from the income approach
and the market approach. These valuation approaches consider a number of factors that include, but are not limited to,
prospective financial information, growth rates, terminal value, discount rates, and comparable multiples from publicly
traded companies in our industry and require us to make certain assumptions and estimates regarding industry economic
factors and future profitability of our business.

Subsequent to the performance of our annual goodwill impairment test for fiscal year 2023, in May 2023 a trigger event
was identified that indicated that the carrying value of the MUAS reporting unit exceeded its fair value. Specifically, we
received notification that we were not down selected for a U.S. D.o.D. program of record which resulted in a significant
decrease in the projected future cash flows of the MUAS reporting unit. As a result, we updated our estimates of long-term
future cash flows to reflect lower revenue and profitability growth rate expectations used in the valuation of the MUAS
reporting unit. These changes in estimates, resulted in the recognition of a goodwill impairment charge of $156.0 million in
the MUAS reporting unit during the fiscal year ended April 30, 2023.
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As of October 26, 2024, our MUAS reporting unit had a goodwill balance of $135.8 million. The estimated fair value of the
MUAS reporting unit does not substantially exceed its carrying value due to the impairment recorded during the fourth
quarter ended April 30, 2023. The fair value of the MUAS reporting unit exceeded its carrying value by 10% as of January
28, 2024, the date of the most recent annual goodwill impairment test. Fair value determinations utilized in the quantitative
goodwill impairment test require considerable judgment and are sensitive to changes in underlying assumptions, estimates,
and market factors. Estimating the fair value of individual reporting units requires us to make assumptions and estimates
regarding future plans, as well as industry, economic, and regulatory conditions. These assumptions and estimates include
estimated future annual net cash flows, income tax rates, discount rates, growth rates, and other market factors. Estimated
future annual net cash flows based in part upon our ability to obtain contracts from the U.S. D.o.D. and foreign allied
nations and negotiate the estimated pricing are considered the most significant, sensitive assumptions. If current
expectations of future growth rates and margins are not met, if market factors outside of our control, such as discount rates,
income tax rates, or inflation, change, or if management’s expectations or plans otherwise change, including updates to
long-term operating plans, then MUAS may become impaired in the future. Accordingly, the MUAS reporting unit is
considered at an increased risk of failing future quantitative goodwill impairment tests. The intangibles included in the
MUAS reporting unit of $11.8 million as of October 26, 2024 will also be evaluated for potential impairment during the
fourth quarter impairment test. During the most recent annual impairment test during the fourth quarter of fiscal year 2024,
the estimated fair value of all reporting units, other than MUAS, substantially exceeded their carrying value. As of October
26, 2024, we have not identified any events or circumstances that could trigger an impairment review prior to the
Company’s annual impairment test.

The estimates and assumptions used to determine the fair value of our reporting units are highly subjective in nature.
Actual results can be materially different from the estimates and assumptions. If actual market conditions are less favorable
than those projected by the industry or by us, or if events occur or circumstances change that would reduce the estimated
fair value of our indefinite-lived intangible assets below the carrying amounts, we could recognize future impairment
charges, the amount of which could be material.

Fiscal Periods
Due to our fixed year end date of April 30, our first and fourth quarters each consist of approximately 13 weeks. The

second and third quarters each consist of exactly 13 weeks. Our first three quarters end on a Saturday. Our 2025 fiscal year
ends on April 30, 2025 and our fiscal quarters end on July 27, 2024, October 26, 2024 and January 25, 2025, respectively.

The MW
segment consists of our MacCready Works products and services and the development of High Altitude Pseudo-Satellite
systems (“HAPS”).

Revenue. Revenue for the three months ended October 26, 2024 was $188.5 million, as compared to $180.8 million for the
three months ended October 28, 2023, representing an increase of $7.6 million, or 4%. The increase in revenue was due to
an increase in product revenue of $5.4 million and an increase in service revenue of $2.2 million. The increase in product
revenue was primarily due to an increase of $47.9 million from the production of our Switchblade products primarily
driven by increased global demand for our Switchblade products associated with the current global conflicts as well as U.S.
D.o.D. resupply and a cumulative catch-up revenue adjustment for the definitization of LMS contracts of $9.9 million. The
increase was partially offset by a decrease in product deliveries of our UxS products of $41.8 million primarily due to a
decrease in international sales. The increase in service revenue was primarily due to an increase of $5.1 million in customer
funded R&D and engineering services driven by an increase in HAPS return to flight services, partially offset by a decrease
of $2.9 million of training and repairs service revenue driven by the decrease in UxS product sales. The increase in the
LMS product revenues as compared to the prior year period is expected to continue for the remainder of the fiscal year
ending April 30, 2025.

Cost of Sales. Cost of sales for the three months ended October 26, 2024 was $114.8 million, as compared to $105.5
million for the three months ended October 28, 2023, representing an increase of $9.3 million, or 9%. The increase in cost
of sales was a result of an increase in product cost of sales of $8.0 million and service costs of sales of $1.3 million. The
increase in product costs of sales was primarily due to an increase of approximately $5 million associated with the increase
in product revenue and approximately $3 million due to a mix shift to a higher proportion of lower margin products driven
by the increase in Switchblade production. The increase in service cost of sales was primarily due to an increase of
approximately $1 million associated with the increase in service revenue. Cost of sales for the three months ended October
26, 2024 included $3.7 million of intangible amortization and other related non-cash purchase accounting expenses as
compared to $3.2 million for the three months ended October 28, 2023. As a percentage of revenue, cost of sales increased
from 58% to 61% primarily due to an increase in the proportion of LMS product revenue, partially offset by the cumulative
catch up adjustment for the definitization of LMS contracts, resulting in gross margin decreasing from 42% to 39%.

Gross Margin. Gross margin is equal to revenue minus cost of sales.

Selling, General and Administrative. SG&A expense for the three months ended October 26, 2024 was $37.9 million, or
20% of revenue, as compared to SG&A expense of $28.1 million, or 16% of revenue, for the three months ended October
28, 2023. The increase in SG&A expense was primarily due to an increase of $4.3 million in employee related expenses
primarily driven by an increase in average headcount to support our growth and expansion of our global business
development team, an increase of $3.0 million of sales and marketing expense primarily driven by an increase in bid and
proposal efforts, and an increase of $2.5 million in acquisition related expenses. Sales and marketing expense includes
commissions on certain direct commercial sales to international customers, and an increase in revenue results in an increase
in commission expense.

Research and Development. R&D expense for the three months ended October 26, 2024 was $28.7 million, or 15% of
revenue, as compared to R&D expense of $22.0 million, or 12% of revenue, for the three months ended October 28, 2023.
The increase was primarily due to an increase in development activities regarding enhanced capabilities for our products,
development of new product lines and support for our acquired businesses.
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Interest Expense, net. Interest expense, net for the three months ended October 26, 2024 was $0.7 million compared to
interest expense, net of $2.0 million for the three months ended October 28, 2023. The decrease in interest expense, net was
primarily due to lower average outstanding balances on our debt facility.

Other Income, net. Other income, net, for the three months ended October 26, 2024 was $16 thousand compared to other
expense, net of $(2.9) million for the three months ended October 28, 2023. The decrease was primarily due to lower net
unrealized losses associated with the fair market value of our equity security investments.

Benefit from Income Taxes. Our effective income tax rate was (3.5)% for the three months ended October 26, 2024, as
compared to 5.6% for the three months ended October 28, 2023.

Revenue. Revenue for the six months ended October 26, 2024 was $377.9 million, as compared to $333.2 million for the
six months ended October 28, 2023, representing an increase of $44.8 million, or 13%. The increase in revenue was due to
an increase in product revenue of $45.5 million, partially offset by a decrease in service revenue of $0.7 million. The
increase in product revenue was primarily due to an increase of $69.8 million from the production of our Switchblade
products, driven by increased global demand for our LMS associated with the current global conflicts as well as U.S.
D.o.D. resupply and a cumulative catch-up revenue adjustment for the definitization of LMS contracts of $9.9 million. The
increase was partially offset by a decrease of $24.3 million of product deliveries of our UxS and MW products, primarily
due to a decrease in international sales. The decrease in service revenue was primarily due to a decrease of $0.7 million in
customer funded R&D and engineering services due to a decrease in development programs in part due to delays in the
establishment of the government fiscal year 2024 budget. The increase in the LMS product revenues as compared to the
prior year period is expected to continue for the remainder of the fiscal year ending April 30, 2025.
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Cost of Sales. Cost of sales for the six months ended October 26, 2024 was $222.8 million, as compared to $192.2 million
for the six months ended October 28, 2023, representing an increase of $30.7 million, or 16%. The increase in cost of sales
was a result of an increase in product cost of sales of $31.9 million, partially offset by a decrease in service costs of sales of
$1.2 million. The increase in product costs of sales was primarily due to an increase of approximately $24 million
associated with the increase in product revenue and approximately $8 million due to a mix shift to a higher proportion of
lower margin products driven by the increase in Switchblade production. The decrease in service cost of sales was
primarily due to a decrease of approximately $1 million associated with the decrease in service revenue. Cost of sales for
the six months ended October 26, 2024 included $7.4 million of intangible amortization and other related non-cash
purchase accounting expenses as compared to $5.6 million for the six months ended October 28, 2023.

Selling, General and Administrative. SG&A expense for the six months ended October 26, 2024 was $71.7 million, or
19% of revenue, as compared to SG&A expense of $52.0 million, or 16% of revenue, for the six months ended October 28,
2023. The increase in SG&A expense was primarily due to an increase of $8.8 million of sales and marketing expense
primarily driven by an increase in bid and proposal efforts, an increase of $8.3 million in employee related expenses
primarily driven by an increase in average headcount to support our growth and expansion of our global business
development team, and an increase of $1.8 million in acquisition related expenses. Sales and marketing expense includes
commissions on certain direct commercial sales to international customers, and an increase in revenue results in an increase
in commission expense.

Research and Development. R&D expense for the six months ended October 26, 2024 was $53.3 million, or 14% of
revenue, as compared to R&D expense of $37.5 million, or 11% of revenue, for the six months ended October 28, 2023.

Revenue. MW revenue for the six months ended October 26, 2024 was $42.9 million, as compared to $41.0 million for the
six months ended October 28, 2023, representing an increase of $1.8 million, or 4%. The increase in revenue was due to an
increase in service revenue of $3.4 million, partially offset by a decrease in product revenue of $1.6 million. The increase in
service revenue was primarily due to an increase of $3.4 million in customer funded R&D efforts and engineering services
in part due to HAPS return to flight services. The decrease in product revenue was primarily due to timing of contracts.

Backlog

Consistent with ASC 606, we define funded backlog as remaining performance obligations under firm orders for which
funding is currently appropriated to us under a customer contract. As of October 26, 2024, our funded backlog was
approximately $467.1 million, as compared to $400.2 million as of April 30, 2024.

In addition to our funded backlog, we also had unfunded backlog of $1,829.1 million as of October 26, 2024. Unfunded
backlog does not meet the definition of a performance obligation under ASC 606. We define unfunded backlog as the total
remaining potential order amounts under cost reimbursable and fixed price contracts with (i) multiple one-year options and
IDIQ contracts, or (ii) incremental funding. Unfunded backlog does not obligate the customer to purchase goods or
services. There can be no assurance that unfunded backlog will result in any orders in any particular period, if at all.
Management believes that unfunded backlog does not provide a reliable measure of future estimated revenue under our
contracts. A protest has been filed with the U.S. Government Accountability Office (“GAO”) challenging the U.S
Department of the Army’s decision on August 27, 2024 to award an indefinite delivery, indefinite quantity contract with a
ceiling value of $990.0 million on a sole source basis to AeroVironment, Inc. (the “Company”) related to the Company’s
Switchblade systems, of which $860.0 million is included in unfunded backlog.

Because of possible future changes in delivery schedules and/or cancellations of orders, backlog at any particular date is
not necessarily representative of actual sales to be expected for any succeeding period, and actual sales for the year may not
meet or exceed the backlog represented. Our backlog is typically subject to large variations from quarter to quarter as
existing contracts expire or are renewed or new contracts are awarded. A majority of our contracts, specifically our IDIQ
contracts, do not currently obligate the U.S. government to purchase any goods or services. Additionally, all U.S.
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government contracts included in backlog, whether or not they are funded, may be terminated at the convenience of the
U.S. government.

Liquidity and Capital Resources

On September 8, 2022, we filed an S-3 shelf registration statement to offer and sell shares of our common stock, including
a prospectus supplement in relation to an Open Market Sale AgreementSM, also dated September 8, 2022, with Jefferies
LLC relating to the proposed offer and sale of shares of our common stock having an aggregate offering price of up to
$200.0 million from time to time through Jefferies LLC as our sales agent. During the three and six months ended October
28,2023, we sold 807,370 shares for total gross proceeds of $91.3 million, total proceeds received of $88.6 million, net of
commission expense and $88.4 million net of equity issuance costs. As of October 28, 2023, we completed the Open
Market Sale AgreementSM and sold 1,917,100 of our shares for total gross proceeds of $200.0 million and $194.0 million
proceeds received, net of commission expense and $193.1 million net of equity issuance costs.

On February 19, 2021, in connection with the consummation of the Arcturus Acquisition, we entered into the Credit
Agreement for (i) the Revolving Facility, and (ii) the Term Loan Facility, and together with the Revolving Credit Facility,
the “Credit Facilities.” The Term Loan Facility required payment of 5% of the outstanding obligations in each of the first
four loan years, consisting of three quarterly payments of 1.25% each, with the remaining outstanding principal amount of
the Term Loan Facility due and payable on the final maturity date. Proceeds from the Term Loan Facility were used in part
to finance a portion of the cash consideration for the Arcturus acquisition. On October 4, 2024, we amended the Credit
Facility agreement to increase the Revolving Facility to $200 million, and the Term Loan Facility was fully repaid in full
and removed from the Amended Credit Facility. Our ability to borrow under the Revolving Facility is reduced by
outstanding letters of credit of $9.8 million as of October 26, 2024. As of October 26, 2024, approximately $175.2 million
was available under the Revolving Facility. Borrowings under the Revolving Facility may be used for working capital and
other general corporate purposes, including acquisitions that meet certain parameters. Refer to Note 9—Debt to our
unaudited condensed consolidated financial statements in Part I, Item 1 of this Quarterly Report on Form 10-Q for further
details. In addition, Telerob has a line of credit of €7.0 million ($7.6 million) available for issuing letters of credit of which
€0.3 million ($0.3 million) was outstanding as of October 26, 2024.

We anticipate funding our normal recurring trade payables, accrued expenses, ongoing R&D costs and obligations under
the Credit Facilities through our existing working capital and funds provided by operating activities including those
provided by our acquisitions. The majority of our purchase obligations are pursuant to funded contractual arrangements
with our customers. We believe that our existing cash, cash equivalents, cash provided by operating activities and other
financing sources will be sufficient to meet our anticipated working capital, capital expenditure requirements, future
obligations related to the acquisitions and obligations under the Credit Facilities during the next twelve months. There can
be no assurance, however, that our business will continue to generate cash flow at current levels. If we are unable to
generate sufficient cash flow from operations, then we may be required to sell assets, reduce capital expenditures or draw
on our Credit Facilities. We anticipate that existing sources of liquidity, Credit Facilities, and cash flows from operations
will be sufficient to satisfy our cash needs for the foreseeable future.

Our primary liquidity needs are for financing working capital, investing in capital expenditures, supporting product
development efforts, introducing new products and enhancing existing products, marketing acceptance and adoption of our
products and services, and possible acquisition of entities or strategic assets. Our future capital requirements, to a certain
extent, are also subject to general conditions in or affecting the defense industry and are subject to general economic,
political, financial, competitive, legislative and regulatory factors that are beyond our control. Moreover, to the extent that
existing cash, cash equivalents, cash from operations, and cash from our Credit Agreement are insufficient to fund our
future activities, we may need to raise additional funds through public or private equity or debt financing, subject to the
limitations specified in our Credit Facility agreement. In addition, we may also need to seek additional equity funding or
debt financing if we become a party to any agreement or letter of intent for potential investments in, or acquisitions of;,
businesses, services or technologies.

In connection with the BlueHalo acquisition, we entered into the Debt Commitment Letter with BofA and JPM on
November 18, 2024 to provide a new term loan, the Acquisition Financing Facility, . The initial principal amount of the
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Acquisition Financing Facility will be $700,000,000, and the Acquisition Financing Facility will have a maturity date of
two years from effective date of the Credit Agreement Amendment. The proceeds of the Acquisition Financing Facility will
be used to refinance a portion of BlueHalo’s debt and pay fees, costs and expenses incurred in connection with the
Transactions. The debt will be serviced from the combined cash flows of the Company and BlueHalo.

Our working capital requirements vary by contract type. On cost-plus-fee programs, we typically bill our incurred costs and
fees monthly as work progresses, and therefore working capital investment is minimal. On fixed-price contracts, we
typically are paid as we deliver products, and working capital is needed to fund labor and expenses incurred during the lead
time from contract award until contract deliveries begin.

During the fiscal year ended April 30, 2022, we made certain commitments outside of the ordinary course of business,
including capital contribution commitments to a second limited partnership fund. Under the terms of a new limited
partnership agreement, we have committed to make capital contributions to such fund totaling $20.0 million, inclusive of
the expected reinvestment of distributions from our existing limited partnership fund, of which $10.0 million was
remaining at October 26, 2024. The contributions are anticipated to be paid over the next three fiscal years. The UGV
second year earnout of €2.0 million (approximately $2.1 million) was paid in November 2023. The Tomahawk acquisition
closed on September 15, 2023, and we paid a total purchase price of $134.4 million consisting of $109.8 million in stock
and $24.2 million from cash on hand, net of cash acquired. Due to the internal revenue service tax capitalization rules,
Section 174, which requires R&D expenditures to be capitalized and amortized over a 5 year period for tax purposes, we
expect the elevated levels of cash paid for U.S. federal income taxes to continue during the fiscal year ending April 30,
2025 and future fiscal years.

Cash Provided by (Used in) Operating Activities. Net cash provided by operating activities for the six months ended
October 26, 2024 increased by $50.3 million to $24.7 million, as compared to net cash used in operating activities of
$(25.6) million for the six months ended October 28, 2023. The increase in net cash provided by operating activities was
primarily due to an increase in cash as a result of changes in operating assets and liabilities of $65.7 million, largely related
to inventories and unbilled receivables and retentions, partially offset by accounts receivable and other liabilities, due to
year over year timing differences as well as an increase in non-cash expenses of $4.4 million primarily due to a decrease in
reserve for inventory excess and obsolescence, partially offset by an increase in depreciation and amortization.

Cash Used in Investing Activities. Net cash used in investing activities decreased by $26.0 million to $(11.6) million for
the six months ended October 26, 2024, as compared to $(37.6) million for the six months ended October 28, 2023. The
decrease in net cash used in investing activities was primarily due to a decrease in business acquisitions due to Tomahawk
acquisition during the six months ended October 26, 2024.

Net cash used in financing activities increased by $49.0 million to $(17.5) million for
the six months ended October 26, 2024, as compared to net cash provided by financing activities of $31.5 million for the
six months ended October 28, 2023. The increase in net cash used in financing activities was primarily due to a decrease in
proceeds from shares issued of $88.4 million, partially offset by net principal payments of the credit facilities of $42
million.
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New Accounting Standards

ITEM 3. QUANTITATIVE AND QUALITATIVE DISCLOSURES ABOUT MARKET RISK

In the ordinary course of business, we are exposed to various market risk factors, including fluctuations in interest rates,
changes in general economic conditions, domestic and foreign competition, and foreign currency exchange rates.

Interest Rate Risk

It is our policy not to enter into interest rate derivative financial instruments. On February 19, 2021, in connection with the
consummation of the Arcturus Acquisition, we entered into the Credit Facilities. The current outstanding balance of the
revolving credit facility is $15.0 million and bears a variable interest rate. The market interest rate has increased
significantly, and if market interest rates continue to increase, interest due on the revolving credit facility would increase.

Foreign Currency Exchange Rate Risk

Since a significant part of our sales and expenses are denominated in U.S. dollars, we have not experienced significant
foreign exchange gains or losses to date. We occasionally engage in forward contracts in foreign currencies to limit our
exposure on non-U.S. dollar transactions. With the acquisition of Telerob, a portion of our cash balance is denominated in
Euros which is Telerob’s functional currency.

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PART II. OTHER INFORMATION
ITEM 1. LEGAL PROCEEDINGS

On August 9, 2021, a former employee filed a class action complaint against AeroVironment in California Superior Court
in Los Angeles, California alleging various claims pursuant to the California Labor Code related to wages, meal breaks,
overtime, unreimbursed business expenses and other recordkeeping matters. The complaint seeks a jury trial and payment
of various alleged unpaid wages, penalties, interest and attorneys’ fees in unspecified amounts. We filed our answer on
December 16, 2021. Written and oral discovery are ongoing. A mediation session in this matter is currently scheduled for
May 8, 2025.

On March 29, 2024, a former employee filed a complaint against AeroVironment in the Ventura County Superior Court in
California, alleging violations of the California Labor Code related to wages, meal breaks, overtime, unreimbursed business
expenses and other recordkeeping matters and seeking penalties recoverable under California Labor Code section 2698, et.
seq., Private Attorney General Act of 2004 (“PAGA”) and all other remedies available under PAGA. The complaint seeks
civil penalties on behalf of the plaintiff and similarly situations persons pursuant to PAGA. We filed our answer on June 20,
2024. The parties have stipulated to stay this PAGA case ahead of the mediation in the class action matter listed in the
immediately preceding paragraph above.

We are subject to lawsuits, government investigations, audits and other legal proceedings from time to time in the ordinary
course of our business. It is not possible to predict the outcome of any legal proceeding with any certainty. The outcome or
costs we incur in connection with a legal proceeding could adversely impact our operating results and financial position.

ITEM 1A. RISK FACTORS

Except as set for below, there have been no material changes to the risk factors disclosed under Part [, Item 1A, “Risk
Factors,” of our Annual Report on Form 10-K for the fiscal year ended April 30, 2022. Please refer to that section for
disclosures regarding the risks and uncertainties related to our business.

Risks Relating to the Company’s Pending Acquisition of BlueHalo

The Transactions (as defined below) are subject to closing conditions and may not be completed, the Merger Agreement
(as defined below) may be terminated in accordance with its terms, and we may be required to pay a termination fee
upon termination.

On November 18, 2024, we entered into an Agreement and Plan of Merger (the “Merger Agreement”) with Archangel
Merger Sub LLC, a Delaware limited liability company and a direct wholly owned subsidiary of the Company (“Merger
Sub”), BlueHalo Financing Topco, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (“BlueHalo”), and BlueHalo Holdings
Parent, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company and sole member of BlueHalo Financing Topco, LLC (“Seller”),
pursuant to which, among other matters, and subject to the satisfaction or waiver of the conditions set forth in the Merger
Agreement, Merger Sub will merge with and into BlueHalo, with BlueHalo continuing as a wholly owned subsidiary of the
Company and the surviving company of the merger (the “Transactions”).

The Transactions are subject to customary closing conditions that must be satisfied or waived prior to the consummation of
the Transactions (the “Closing”), including, among other things, (i) the expiration or termination of the waiting period (or
any extension thereof) under the Hart-Scott-Rodino Antitrust Improvements Act of 1976 (“HSR Act”), as amended, and the
rules promulgated thereunder, any agreement (including any timing agreement) with the Federal Trade Commission
(“FTC”) or Department of Justice (“DOJ”) to delay the consummation of, or not to consummate before a certain date, the
Transactions, and the receipt of other specified regulatory approvals and the expiration or termination of applicable waiting
periods, (ii) the required approval by the Company’s stockholders, holders of incentive units and restricted common units
of Seller (the “Seller Members”) and Seller, as the sole member of BlueHalo (iii) the accuracy of the respective
representations and warranties of each party, subject to certain materiality qualifications, (iv) compliance by the parties
with their respective covenants, (v) the absence of any order that is in effect and restrains,
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enjoins or otherwise prohibits the consummation of the Transactions, (vi) the shares of common stock to be issued in the
Transactions being approved for listing (subject to official notice of issuance) on Nasdaq as of the Closing, (vii) the
registration statement on Form S-4 (the “Registration Statement”) to be filed in connection with the Transactions having
become effective in accordance with the provisions of the Securities Act of 1933, as amended, and not being subject to any
stop order or proceeding (or threatened proceeding by the Securities and Exchange Commission (the “SEC”)) seeking a
stop order with respect to the Registration Statement that has not been withdrawn, (viii) delivery of certain closing
certificates and executed ancillary agreements, (ix) the absence of any material adverse effect with respect to BlueHalo or
the Company, (x) receipt of certain waivers or approvals related to Section 280G of the United States Internal Revenue
Code of 1986, as amended, (xi) receipt by the Company of executed joinder and lock-up agreements from Seller Members
entitled to receive 85% of the Aggregate Closing Consideration (as defined in the Merger Agreement), as adjusted, (xii) the
absence of any Cognizant Security Agency (as defined in 32 C.F.R. § 117.3(b)) objection that intends to invalidate,
terminate, revoke or suspend any facility security clearances of BlueHalo and its subsidiaries if the Transactions occur, and
(xiii) receipt of all required consents of governmental authorities pursuant to antitrust laws and foreign direct investments
laws, as applicable. No assurance can be given that the required shareholder consents and approvals will be obtained or
that the required conditions to closing will be satisfied, and, if all required consents and approvals are obtained and the
conditions are satisfied, no assurance can be given as to the terms, conditions and timing of the consents and approvals.
Any delay in completing the Transactions could cause the combined company not to realize, or to be delayed in realizing,
some or all of the benefits that we expect to achieve if the Transactions are successfully completed within the expected time
frame.

Additionally, either party may terminate the Merger Agreement under certain circumstances, including, among other
reasons, if the Transactions are not completed by August 18, 2025 (subject to certain conditions and one automatic
extension period to February 18, 2026 as set forth in the Merger Agreement). The Company may be required to pay a
termination fee of $200 million to Seller upon termination of the Merger Agreement under specified circumstances,
including (i) termination by the Company if the Board of Directors of the Company (the “Board”) determines that an
intervening event has occurred or the Board has received a proposal to acquire the Company that the Board has determined
in good faith constitutes a superior offer pursuant to the terms of the Merger Agreement (an “Alternative Sale
Transaction”), (ii) termination by Seller if the Board exercises its right, subject to certain limitations, to change its
recommendation to the Company’s stockholders with respect to the Merger Agreement and the Transactions (a “Company
Board Adverse Recommendation Change”) or (iii) if the Company consummates an Alternative Sale Transaction within
nine months of termination of the Merger Agreement, subject to certain conditions as set forth in the Merger Agreement.

Moreover, if the Transactions are not completed for any reason, including as a result of failure to obtain all requisite
regulatory approvals or if the Company stockholders fail to approve the applicable proposals, our ongoing business may be
adversely affected and, without realizing any of the expected benefits of having completed the Transactions, we would be
subject to a number of risks, including the following:

® we may experience negative reactions from the financial markets, including negative impacts on our stock price;

® we may experience negative reactions from our customers, suppliers, distributors, other business partners and
employees;

e we will be required to pay our costs relating to the Transactions, such as financial advisory, legal, financing and
accounting costs and associated fees and expenses, whether or not the Transactions are completed;

e the market price of our common stock could decline to the extent that the current market price reflects a market
assumption that the Transactions will not be completed;

o the Merger Agreement places certain restrictions on the conduct of our business prior to completion of the

Transactions and such restrictions, the waiver of which are subject to the consent of BlueHalo or Seller, may
prevent us from taking actions during the pendency of the Transactions that would be beneficial; and
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e  matters relating to the Transactions (including integration planning) will require substantial commitments of time
and resources by management and other key employees, which could otherwise have been devoted to day-to-day
operations or to other opportunities that may have been beneficial to us as an independent company.

The consideration payable under the Merger Agreement is fixed and will not be adjusted based on our performance.

Under the Merger Agreement, the total aggregate merger consideration payable by us consists of 18,548,698 shares of our
common stock, subject to downward adjustments as set forth in the Merger Agreement. The purchase price will not be
adjusted for changes in the market price of our common stock or the economic performance of the Company or BlueHalo.
If the market price of our common stock increases or the economic performance of BlueHalo relative to us declines (or the
economic performance of BlueHalo relative to us improves), the consideration will not be adjusted to account for any such
changes or any effective increase or decrease in the value of the consideration issued or paid to the equityholders of
BlueHalo under the Merger Agreement.

We will be subject to business uncertainties and contractual restrictions, including the risk of litigation, while the
Transactions are pending that may cause disruption and may make it more difficult to maintain relationships with
employees, suppliers or customers.

Uncertainty about the effect of the Transactions on employees, suppliers and customers may have an adverse effect on us or
BlueHalo, which uncertainties may impair our or BlueHalo’s ability to attract, retain and motivate key personnel until the
Transactions are completed and for a period of time thereafter, and could cause customers, suppliers and others that deal
with us or BlueHalo to seek to change existing business relationships with any of us.

Employee retention and recruitment may be challenging before the completion of the Transactions, as employees and
prospective employees may experience uncertainty about their future roles following the Transactions. Key employees may
depart or prospective key employees may fail to accept employment with us or BlueHalo because of issues relating to the
uncertainty and difficulty of integration or a desire not to remain with the combined company following the Transactions,
any of which could have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition and results of operations.

The pursuit of the Transactions and the preparation for the integration may place a significant burden on management and
internal resources. The diversion of management’s attention away from day-to-day business concerns and any difficulties
encountered in the transition and integration process could have a material adverse effect on our business, financial
condition and results of operations.

Until the completion of the Transactions or the termination of the Merger Agreement in accordance with its terms, we
are prohibited from entering into certain transactions and taking certain actions that might otherwise be beneficial to us
and our stockholders, and may find other transactions or actions impractical to undertake during such period.

During the period between the date of the Merger Agreement and the Closing, which, under the Merger Agreement, could
take until August 18, 2025 (subject to certain conditions and one automatic extension period to February 18, 2026 as set
forth in the Merger Agreement), the Merger Agreement restricts us from taking specified actions or from pursuing what
might otherwise be attractive business opportunities or making other changes to our business, in each case without the
consent of BlueHalo or Seller. These restrictions may prevent us from taking actions during the pendency of the
Transactions that would have been beneficial. Adverse effects arising from these restrictions during the pendency of the
Transactions could be exacerbated by any delays in consummation of the Transactions or termination of the Merger
Agreement.

Additionally, even if the Merger Agreement does not expressly restrict us from taking a certain action prior to the
completion of the Transactions or the termination of the Merger Agreement, the pendency of the Transactions may make it
impractical for us to do so. For example, while we may wish to raise capital for strategic or other reasons and would not be
prohibited from doing so under the Merger Agreement, our ability to do so may be limited, or may adversely affect the
terms on which we are able to raise such capital.
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The Company and BlueHalo must obtain certain regulatory approvals and clearances to consummate the Transactions,
which, if delayed, not granted or granted with unacceptable conditions, could prevent, substantially delay or impair
consummation of the Transactions, result in additional expenditures of money and resources or reduce the anticipated
benefits of the Transactions.

Completion of the Transactions is conditioned upon the expiration or early termination of the waiting period relating to the
Transactions under the HSR Act and other similar antitrust laws in certain other countries as well as certain other
applicable laws or regulations and the governmental authorizations required to complete the Transactions having been
obtained and being in full force and effect. Although the Company and BlueHalo have agreed in the Merger Agreement to
use their reasonable best efforts, subject to certain limitations, to make certain governmental filings or obtain the required
governmental authorizations, as the case may be, there can be no assurance that the relevant waiting periods will expire or
authorizations will be obtained, and if such authorizations are not obtained, the Transactions will not be completed.

At any time before or after consummation of the Transactions, the DOJ or the FTC, any state attorney general, or a
governmental authority in another country could take such action under the antitrust laws as it deems necessary or desirable
in the public interest, including but not limited to seeking to enjoin the completion of the Transactions, seeking divestiture
of substantial assets of the parties or requiring the parties to license, or hold separate, assets or terminate existing
relationships and contractual rights. Private parties may also seek to take legal action under the antitrust laws under certain
circumstances. Such conditions or changes and the process of obtaining regulatory approvals could have the effect of
delaying or impeding consummation of the Transactions or of imposing additional costs or limitations on the Company or
BlueHalo following completion of the Transactions, any of which might have an adverse effect on the Company or
BlueHalo following completion of the Transactions and may diminish the anticipated benefits of the Transactions.

The Merger Agreement limits our ability to pursue alternatives to the Transactions and may discourage a potential
competing acquirer of the Company, including the payment by the Company of a termination fee.

The Merger Agreement contains provisions that, subject to limited exceptions, restrict our ability to directly or indirectly (i)
solicit, initiate or knowingly encourage, or take any action to facilitate any inquiries, announcements or communications
relating to, or the making of any submission, proposal or offer that constitutes or that could reasonably be expected to lead
to, a Parent Acquisition Proposal (as defined the Merger Agreement), (ii) enter into, participate in, cooperate with any
person with respect to, maintain or continue any discussions or negotiations relating to, any Parent Acquisition Proposal
with any person other than Seller, BlueHalo or their affiliates, (iii) furnish to any person other than Seller, BlueHalo or their
affiliates any non-public information in connection with or in response to a Parent Acquisition Proposal, (iv) accept any
Parent Acquisition Proposal or enter into any agreement, arrangement, term sheet, letter of intent, or understanding
(whether written or oral) providing for the consummation of any transaction contemplated by any Parent Acquisition
Proposal or otherwise relating to any Parent Acquisition Proposal, (v) adopt, approve or recommend or make any public
statement approving or recommending any inquiry, proposal or offer that constitutes, or could reasonably be expected to
lead to, a Parent Acquisition Proposal, (vi) take any action or exempt any person (other than the Company and its
subsidiaries) from the restriction on “business combinations” or any similar provision contained in applicable takeover laws
or the Company’s organizational or other governing documents, or (vii) resolve, propose or agree to do any of the
foregoing. The Company shall, and shall cause each of its representatives and each of its subsidiaries (and each of their
respective representatives) to, immediately cease and cause to be terminated any and all existing activities, discussions or
negotiations with any persons conducted prior to or on the date of the Merger Agreement with respect to any Parent
Acquisition Proposal. The Company may be required to pay a termination fee of $200 million to Seller upon termination of
the Merger Agreement under specified circumstances, including (i) termination by the Company to accept an Alternative
Sale Transaction, (ii) termination by Seller due to the occurrence of a Company Board Adverse Recommendation Change
or (iii) if the Company consummates an Alternative Sale Transaction within nine months of termination of the Merger
Agreement, subject to certain conditions as set forth in the Merger Agreement.

These provisions could discourage a potential third-party acquirer that might have an interest in acquiring all or a
significant portion of us from considering or proposing that acquisition, even if it were prepared to pay above market
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value, or might otherwise result in a potential third-party acquirer proposing to pay a lower price to our stockholders than it
might otherwise have proposed to pay because of the added expense of the termination fee that may become payable in
certain circumstances.

If the Merger Agreement is terminated and we decide to seek another merger transaction, we may not be able to negotiate
or consummate a transaction with another party on terms comparable to, or better than, the terms of the Merger Agreement.

The Transactions will involve substantial costs.

We have incurred and expect to incur substantial non-recurring costs associated with the Transactions and combining the
operations of the two companies, as well as transaction fees and other costs related to the Transactions. These costs and
expenses include fees paid to legal, financial and accounting advisors, regulatory and public relations advisors, filing fees,
printing costs and other costs and expenses. Portions of these transaction costs are contingent upon the Closing occurring,
although some have been and will be incurred regardless of whether the Transactions are consummated.

In addition, the combined company will also incur significant restructuring and integration costs in connection with the
integration of the Company and BlueHalo and the execution of our business plan, including costs relating to formulating
and implementing integration plans and eliminating duplicative costs, as well as potential employment-related costs. The
costs related to restructuring will be expensed as a cost of the ongoing results of operations of either us or the combined
company. There are processes, policies, procedures, operations, technologies and systems that must be integrated in
connection with the Transactions and the integration of BlueHalo’s business. While we have assumed a certain level of
expenses would be incurred to integrate the Company and BlueHalo and achieve synergies and efficiencies and we
continue to assess the magnitude of these costs, many of these expenses are, by their nature, difficult to estimate accurately
and there are many factors beyond our control that could affect the total amount or timing of these costs. Although we
expect that the elimination of duplicative costs, as well as the realization of strategic benefits, additional income, synergies
and other efficiencies should allow the combined company to offset integration-related costs over time, this net benefit may
not be achieved in the near term, or at all.

Securities class action and derivative lawsuits may be filed against us, or against our directors, challenging the
Transactions, and an adverse ruling in any such lawsuit may prevent the Closing from occurring at all or from
occurring within the expected time frame.

Securities class action lawsuits and derivative lawsuits are often brought against public companies that have entered into
acquisition, merger or other business combination agreements. Transactions like the Transactions are frequently subject to
litigation or other legal proceedings, including actions alleging that our Board breached their fiduciary duties to our
stockholders by entering into the Merger Agreement. We cannot provide assurance that such litigation or other legal
proceedings will not be brought. If litigation or other legal proceedings are in fact brought against us, or against our Board,
we will defend against it, but we may not be successful in doing so. An adverse outcome in such matters, as well as the
costs and efforts of a defense even if successful, could have a material adverse effect on the business, results of operations
or financial position of us or the combined company, including through the possible diversion of company resources or
distraction of key personnel.

Lawsuits that may be brought against us, BlueHalo or our or its directors could also seek, among other things, injunctive
relief or other equitable relief, including a request to enjoin us from consummating the Transactions. One of the conditions
to the Closing is that no order, award or judgment by any court or other tribunal of competent jurisdiction has been entered
and continues to be in effect and no law has been adopted or is effective, in either case, that prohibits or makes illegal the
Closing. Consequently, if a plaintiff is successful in obtaining an order, award or judgment prohibiting completion of the
Transactions, that order, award or judgment may delay or prevent the Closing from being completed within the expected
time frame or at all, which may adversely affect our business, financial position and results of operations.
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Combining the businesses of the Company and BlueHalo may be more difficult, costly or time-consuming than expected
and the combined company may fail to realize the anticipated synergies and other benefits of the Transactions, which
may adversely affect the combined company’s business results and negatively affect the value of our common stock
following the Closing.

The Company and BlueHalo have operated and, until the completion of the Transactions will continue to operate,
independently. The success of the Transactions will depend on, among other things, the ability of the Company and
BlueHalo to combine their respective businesses in a manner that facilitates growth opportunities and realizes expected cost
savings. We have entered into the Merger Agreement because we believe that the Transactions are fair to and in the best
interests of our stockholders and that combining the businesses of the Company and BlueHalo will produce benefits as well
as cost savings and other cost and capital expenditure synergies.

Following the Closing, the Company and BlueHalo must successfully combine their respective businesses in a manner that
permits these benefits to be realized. For example, the following issues, among others, must be addressed in integrating the
operations of the two companies in order to realize the anticipated benefits of the Transactions:

o combining the companies’ operations and corporate functions;

e combining the businesses of the Company and BlueHalo and meeting the capital requirements of the combined
company in a manner that permits the combined company to achieve any cost savings or other synergies
anticipated to result from the Transactions, the failure of which would result in the anticipated benefits of the
Transactions not being realized in the time frame currently anticipated or at all;

e integrating personnel from the two companies;

o harmonizing the companies’ operating practices, employee development and compensation programs, internal
controls and other policies, procedures and processes;

® maintaining existing agreements with customers, suppliers, distributors and vendors, avoiding delays in entering
into new agreements with prospective customers, suppliers, distributors and vendors, and leveraging relationships
with such third parties for the benefit of the combined company;

e addressing possible differences in business backgrounds, corporate cultures and management philosophies;

e consolidating the companies’ administrative and information technology infrastructure;

e coordinating distribution and marketing efforts; and

e effecting actions that may be required in connection with obtaining regulatory or other governmental approvals.

It is possible that the integration process could result in the loss of key AeroVironment or BlueHalo employees, the loss of
customers, the disruption of either company’s or both companies’ ongoing businesses, inconsistencies in standards,
controls, procedures and policies, unexpected integration issues, higher than expected integration costs and an overall post-
completion integration process that takes longer than originally anticipated. In addition, the actual integration may result in
additional and unforeseen expenses. If the combined company is not able to adequately address integration challenges, we
may be unable to successfully integrate operations and the anticipated benefits of the integration plan may not be realized.

In addition, the combined company must achieve the anticipated growth and cost savings without adversely affecting
current revenues and investments in future growth. If the combined company is not able to successfully achieve these
objectives, the anticipated synergies and other benefits of the Transactions may not be realized fully, or at all, or may take
longer to realize than expected. Additionally, we may inherit from BlueHalo legal, regulatory, and other risks that occurred
prior to the Transactions, whether known or unknown to us, which may be material to the combined company.
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Actual growth, cost and capital expenditure synergies and other cost savings, if achieved, may be lower than what we
expect and may take longer to achieve than anticipated. Moreover, at times the attention of the combined company’s
management and resources may be focused on the integration of the businesses of the two companies and diverted from
day-to-day business operations or other opportunities that may have been beneficial to such company, which may disrupt
the combined company’s ongoing business.

An inability to realize the full extent of the anticipated benefits of the Transactions, as well as any delays encountered in the
integration process, could have an adverse effect upon the revenues, level of expenses and operating results of the
combined company, which may adversely affect the value of our common stock following the consummation of the
Transactions. Moreover, if the combined company is unable to realize the full strategic and financial benefits currently
anticipated from the Transactions, AeroVironment stockholders will have experienced substantial dilution of their
ownership interests without receiving any commensurate benefit, or only receiving part of the commensurate benefit to the
extent the combined company is able to realize only part of the strategic and financial benefits currently anticipated from
the Transactions.

The Transactions may be completed even though a material adverse effect may result from the announcement of the
Transactions, industry-wide changes or other causes.

In general, neither we nor BlueHalo is obligated to complete the Transactions if there is a material adverse effect impacting
the other party between the date of the Merger Agreement and the Closing. However, certain types of changes are excluded
from the concept of a “material adverse effect” as it is defined in the Merger Agreement. Such exclusions include but are
not limited to changes in general economic or political conditions, industry wide changes, changes resulting from the
announcement of the Transactions, natural disasters, pandemics, other public health events and changes in GAAP.
Therefore, if any of these events were to occur affecting us or BlueHalo, the other party would still be obliged to effect the
Closing. If any such adverse changes occur and we and BlueHalo execute the Closing, the stock price of the combined
company may suffer. This in turn may reduce the value of the Transactions to the stockholders of the Company, BlueHalo
or both.

The combined company may not be able to retain customers, suppliers or distributors, or customers, suppliers or
distributors may seek to modify contractual relationships with the combined company, which could have an adverse
effect on the combined company’s business and operations. Third parties may terminate or alter existing contracts or
relationships with the combined company.

As a result of the Transactions, the combined company may experience impacts on relationships with customers, suppliers
and distributors that may harm the combined company’s business and results of operations. Certain customers, suppliers or
distributors may seek to terminate or modify contractual obligations following the Closing whether or not contractual rights
are triggered as a result. There can be no guarantee that customers, suppliers and distributors will remain with or continue
to have a relationship with the combined company or do so on the same or similar contractual terms following the Closing.
If any customers, suppliers or distributors seek to terminate or modify contractual obligations or discontinue the
relationship with the combined company, then the combined company’s business and results of operations may be harmed.
If the combined company’s suppliers were to seek to terminate or modify an arrangement with the combined company, then
the combined company may be unable to procure necessary supplies from other suppliers in a timely and efficient manner
and on acceptable terms, or at all.

We and BlueHalo also have contracts with third parties, which may require consent from these parties in connection with
the Transactions, or which may otherwise contain limitations applicable to such contracts following the Closing. If these
consents cannot be obtained, the combined company may suffer a loss of potential future revenue, incur costs and lose
rights that may be material to the combined company’s business. In addition, third parties with whom we or BlueHalo
currently have relationships may terminate or otherwise reduce the scope of their relationship in anticipation of the Closing.
Any such disruptions could limit the combined company’s ability to achieve the anticipated benefits of the Transactions.
The adverse effect of any such disruptions could also be exacerbated by a delay in the Closing or by a termination of the
Merger Agreement.
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Some of our and BlueHalo’s directors and executive officers have interests in the Transactions that are different from
yours and that may influence them to support or approve the Transactions without regard to your interests.

Directors and executive officers of the Company and BlueHalo may have interests in the Transactions that are different
from, or in addition to, the interests of other AeroVironment stockholders generally. These interests with respect to our
directors and executive officers may include, among others, acceleration of stock option or restricted stock unit vesting,
retention bonus payments, severance payments if employment is terminated in a qualifying termination in connection with
the Transactions and rights to continued indemnification, expense advancement and insurance coverage. The current
members of our Board are expected to continue as directors of the combined company after the effective time of the
Transactions, and, following the closing of the Transactions, will be eligible to be compensated similarly to other non-
employee directors of the combined company.

Our Board and the Board of Directors of BlueHalo were aware of and considered those interests, among other matters, in
reaching their decisions to approve and adopt the Merger Agreement, approve the Transactions, and recommend the
approval of the Merger Agreement to the Company stockholders and BlueHalo holders, respectively. These interests,
among other factors, may have influenced the directors and executive officers of the Company and BlueHalo to support or
approve the Transactions.

Following the Closing, funds affiliated with Arlington Capital Partners are expected to beneficially own approximately
26.2% of our common stock, which will allow them the ability to exert significant influence over us, and their interests
may conflict with ours or yours in the future.

Following the Closing, funds affiliated with Arlington Capital Partners are expected to beneficially own approximately
26.2% of our common stock. Accordingly, after the Closing these stockholders may exercise significant influence over
matters requiring stockholder approval, including the election of our directors and the determination of significant
corporate actions. This concentration of voting power and control could have a significant effect in delaying, deferring or
preventing an action that might otherwise be beneficial to our other stockholders or that could be disadvantageous to our
stockholders with interests different from yours. As a result, the market price of our common stock could be adversely
affected.

Concurrently with the execution and delivery of the Merger Agreement, funds affiliated with Arlington Capital Partners
(the “Sponsor Members”) entered into a shareholder’s agreement (the “Shareholder’s Agreement”) with the Company
pursuant to which the Sponsor Members have, among other things, agreed to abide by customary standstill covenants,
obligations to vote consistent with the recommendation of the Board, and customary employee non-solicit restrictions with
respect to the employees of the Company and its subsidiaries (including BlueHalo and its subsidiaries after the Closing).
Under the Shareholder’s Agreement, the Company has, among other things and subject to the Closing, agreed to provide
the Sponsor Members with certain board designation rights and, following a lock-up period as set forth in the Shareholder’s
Agreement, customary registration rights, including customary demand and piggyback rights. The Sponsor Members will
have such designation rights to designate two directors until it and its affiliates cease to collectively hold and own, directly
or indirectly, at least 20% of the issued and outstanding Company common stock and the Sponsor Members will have such
designation rights to designate one director until they and their affiliates cease to collectively hold and own, directly or
indirectly, at least 15% but less than 20% of the issued and outstanding Company common stock. The Board of Directors of
the combined company (the “New Company Board”) is expected to consist of ten members, up to two of whom may be
designated by the Sponsor Members for approval by the stockholders of the Company for appointment to the New
Company Board, subject to certain conditions and qualifications as set forth in the Shareholder’s Agreement (the
“Shareholder Nominees”).

Moreover, the Shareholder’s Agreement provides that we renounce any interests or expectancy in being offered any
business opportunities which the Shareholder Nominees, the Sponsor Members, or their affiliates conduct whether directly
or indirectly, whether or not such business is competitive with or in the same or similar lines of business as the Company.
This renunciation does not extend to business opportunities invested in on the basis of confidential information received
from the Company or its representatives.
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Our stockholders may not realize a benefit from the Transactions commensurate with the ownership dilution they will
experience in connection with the Transactions.

If the combined company is unable to realize the full strategic and financial benefits currently anticipated from the
Transactions, our stockholders will have experienced substantial dilution of their ownership interests without receiving any
commensurate benefit, or only receiving part of the commensurate benefit to the extent the combined company is able to
realize only part of the strategic and financial benefits currently anticipated from the Transactions.

BlueHalo is currently not a U.S. public reporting company and the obligations associated with integrating into a public
company may require significant resources and management attention.

BlueHalo is, and prior to the Closing will remain, a private company that is not subject to public company reporting
requirements and does not have accounting personnel specifically employed to review internal controls over financial
reporting. Additionally, from the time it was formed until the time it entered the Merger Agreement, BlueHalo
consummated a number of acquisitions of companies of varying degrees of size and sophistication with varying degrees of
disclosure controls and procedures. As a public company, we are required to document and test our internal controls over
financial reporting pursuant to Section 404(b) of the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002, so that our management can certify as to
the effectiveness of our internal control over financial reporting in connection with the annual report. BlueHalo (including
all of its prior acquisitions) will be required to be included in the scope of our internal control over financial reporting in
the annual report to be filed with the SEC for the fiscal year following the fiscal year in which the Closing occurs and
thereafter, which requires us to make and document significant changes to our internal controls over financial reporting.
Bringing BlueHalo into compliance with these rules and regulations and integrating BlueHalo into our current compliance
and accounting system and disclosure controls and procedures may increase our legal and financial compliance costs, make
some activities more difficult, time-consuming or costly and increase demand on our systems and resources. Furthermore,
the need to establish the necessary corporate infrastructure to integrate BlueHalo may divert management’s attention from
implementing our growth strategy, which could prevent us from improving our business, financial condition and results of
operations. However, the measures we take may not be sufficient to satisfy our obligations as a public company. If we do
not continue to develop and implement the right processes and tools to manage our changing enterprise upon the
consummation of the Transactions and maintain our culture, our ability to compete successfully and achieve our business
objectives could be impaired, which could negatively impact our business, financial condition and results of operations. In
addition, we cannot predict or estimate the amount of additional costs we may incur to bring BlueHalo into compliance
with these requirements. We anticipate that these costs will materially increase our selling, general and administration
expenses. In addition, bringing BlueHalo into compliance with these rules and regulations will increase our legal and
financial compliance costs and will make some activities more time-consuming and costly. These additional obligations
could have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and cash flow.

Our stockholders will have a reduced ownership and voting interest in, and will exercise less influence over the
management of, the combined company following the Closing as compared to their current ownership and voting
interests in the respective companies.

After the Closing, the current stockholders of AeroVironment will own a smaller percentage of the combined company than
their ownership of AeroVironment prior to the Transactions. Immediately after the Closing, our securityholders as of
immediately prior to the Closing are expected to own approximately 60.5% of the outstanding shares of the combined
company on a fully-diluted basis and former BlueHalo securityholders, are expected to own approximately 39.5% of the
outstanding shares of the combined company on a fully-diluted basis, subject to certain adjustments set forth in the Merger
Agreement. As a result of this reduced ownership, the current stockholders of AeroVironment will be able to exercise less
influence over the combined company following the Closing as compared to their current ownership.

We anticipate our indebtedness will increase upon completion of the Transactions and may have the effect of
heightening other risks we now face.

Upon completion of the Transactions, we intend to refinance certain indebtedness of BlueHalo and, assuming that occurs,
our consolidated indebtedness will increase substantially and we will be subject to increased risks associated with
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debt financing. As of October 26, 2024, we had indebtedness of approximately $15 million under our existing credit
agreement. In connection with the execution of the Merger Agreement, we entered into a commitment letter (the “Debt
Commitment Letter”) with BofA NA and BofA Securities, Inc. (collectively, “BofA”) and JPM (JPM and BofA,
collectively, the “Joint Lead Arrangers”), pursuant to which the Joint Lead Arrangers have committed to amend our
existing credit agreement (such amendment, the “Credit Agreement Amendment”) to provide a new Term Loan A facility
(the “Acquisition Financing Facility”). The initial principal amount of the Acquisition Financing Facility will be $700
million, and the Acquisition Financing Facility will have a maturity date of two years from effective date of the Credit
Agreement Amendment.

Our increased indebtedness could have important consequences to holders of our common stock, including:
e increasing our vulnerability to general adverse economic and industry conditions;

e limiting our ability to obtain additional financing to fund future working capital, capital expenditures and other
general corporate requirements;

e requiring the use of a substantial portion of our cash flow from operations for the payment of principal and
interest on our indebtedness, thereby reducing our ability to use our cash flow to fund working capital,
acquisitions, capital expenditures and general corporate requirements;

e limiting our flexibility in planning for, or reacting to, changes in our business and our industry; and
e putting us at a disadvantage compared to its competitors with less indebtedness.

The participants in the Restated Severance Plan remain limited
to Wahid Nawabi, Chairman, President and Chief Executive Officer; Kevin McDonnell, Senior Vice President and Chief
Financial Officer; Melissa Brown, Senior Vice President, General Counsel, Chief Ethics and Compliance Officer and
Secretary; and Brian Shackley, Vice President and Chief Accounting Officer (collectively, “Severance Participants™). The
Restated Severance Plan provides for the payment of certain benefits to each such Severance Participant in connection with
the termination of the Severance Participant’s employment by reason of death or disability, by the Company without cause,
or by the Severance Participant for good reason, in certain cases in connection with a change in control (in each case as
defined in the Restated Severance Plan), as summarized below. Except as noted below, the terms of the severance payments
and other benefits provided to each of the Company’s Severance Participants under the Restated Severance Plan are
identical, and the Restated Severance Plan does not provide for a gross-up of severance benefits in the event that excise
taxes under Section 280G of the Code are imposed on the severance benefits.
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The Restated Severance Plan provides for substantially the same severance benefits as existed under the plan prior to the
restatement, except that in addition to the existing severance benefits, the Severance Participants will also be eligible to
receive any earned but unpaid annual bonus for any fiscal year that has ended prior to the date of a qualifying termination.
In addition, the Restated Severance Plan reflects certain additional changes to conform to the Company’s current
compensation program and best practices, although such changes do not impact the severance benefits to be provided.

To receive the severance benefits described above, the Severance Participant must execute a full release of any and all
claims against the Company and comply with certain other obligations specified in the Restated Severance Plan.

The foregoing description of the Restated Severance Plan is qualified in its entirety by reference to the full text of the
Restated Severance Plan, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit 10.3 to this Quarterly Report on Form 10-Q and is
incorporated herein by reference.

Executive Transaction Severance Plan

Transaction Severance Plan (the “Executive Transaction Severance Plan”). The participants in the Executive Transaction
Severance Plan are those executive officers who do not participate in the Restated Severance Plan, namely, Brett Hush,
Senior Vice President, Loitering Munitions; Jeff Rodrian, Senior Vice President, MacCready Works; and Trace Stevenson,
Senior Vice President, UnCrewed Systems (collectively, the “Transaction Severance Participants”). The Executive
Transaction Severance Plan provides for the payment of certain benefits to each such Transaction Severance Participant in
connection with the termination of the Transaction Severance Participant’s employment by the Company without cause on
or prior to November 18, 2025, as summarized below. The terms of the severance payments and other benefits provided to
each of the Transaction Severance Participants under the Executive Transaction Severance Plan are identical, and the
Executive Transaction Severance Plan does not provide for a gross-up of severance benefits in the event that excise taxes
under Section 280G of the Code are imposed on the severance benefits.

Upon termination of the Transaction Severance Participant’s employment by the Company without cause on or prior to
November 18, 2025, the Transaction Severance Participant is entitled to receive: (i) 1.0x his base salary, (ii) provided such
termination occurs outside the period starting on April 1, 2025 through and including June 30, 2025, a prorated target
bonus for the fiscal year in which termination occurs, (iii) the continuation of certain employee welfare plan benefits,
including for his dependents and beneficiaries, for a period of 12 months following the termination date or until the
Transaction Severance Participant becomes eligible for equivalent benefits from a subsequent employer, (iv) the right to
remain eligible to continue to vest in his outstanding time-based equity awards for a period of 12 months following the
termination date, subject to continued transition consulting services through each applicable vesting date, and (v)
outplacement services for a period of 12 months following the termination date or until the first acceptance by the
Transaction Severance Participant of an offer of employment, whichever comes first.

To receive the severance benefits described above, the Transaction Severance Participant must execute a full release of any
and all claims against the Company and comply with certain other obligations specified in the Executive Transaction
Severance Plan.

THIS THIRD AMENDMENT TO CREDIT AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”), dated as of
October 4, 2024 (the “Third Amendment Effective Date”), is entered into among AEROVIRONMENT,
INC., a Delaware corporation (the “Borrower”), the Guarantors party hereto, the Lenders (including the
New Lender (as defined below)) party hereto, BANK OF AMERICA, N.A., as the Administrative Agent,
the Swingline Lender, and an L/C Issuer, and the other L/C Issuers party hereto. All capitalized terms used
herein and not otherwise defined herein shall have the meanings given to such terms in the Existing Credit
Agreement (as defined below) or the Amended Credit Agreement (as defined below), as applicable.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Borrower, the Guarantors party thereto, the Lenders from time to time party
thereto, Bank of America, N.A., as the Administrative Agent, the Swingline Lender, and an L/C Issuer, and
the other L/C Issuers party thereto, have entered into that certain Credit Agreement, dated as of February
19, 2021 (as amended, restated, amended and restated, extended, supplemented or otherwise modified from
time to time prior to the Third Amendment Effective Date, the “Existing Credit Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the Borrower has requested that the parties hereto amend the Existing Credit
Agreement as set forth below, subject to the terms and conditions specified in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants contained herein,
and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Amendments to Existing_Credit Agreement; Effect of this Agreement; No Impairment;
Reallocation; New Lender.

(a) Effective as of the Third Amendment Effective Date, the parties hereto agree that:
(i) the Existing Credit Agreement is hereby amended to (i) delete the stricken text (indicated
textually in the same manner as the following example: strieken—text or ), and (ii) add
the bold underlined text (indicated textually in the same manner as the following example: double-
underlined text or ), in each case, as set forth in the credit agreement
attached hereto as Annex A (the Existing Credit Agreement, as amended as set forth on Annex A
attached hereto, the “Amended Credit Agreement”); (ii) Schedules 1.01(a), 1.01(b), 1.01(c),
5.18(a), 5.18(b), 5.19(b), 5.19(c), 5.19(d), 7.01, 7.02 and 7.03 to the Existing Credit Agreement are
hereby amended to read in the forms attached hereto as Schedules 1.01(a), 1.01(b), 1.01(¢), 5.18(a),
5.18(b), 5.19(b), 5.19(c), 5.19(d), 7.01, 7.02, and 7.03; and (iii) Exhibits A, B, D, E, F and G to the
Existing Credit Agreement are hereby amended to read in the forms attached hereto as Exhibits A,
B, D, E, F and G. The Amended Credit Agreement is not a novation of the Existing Credit
Agreement.

(b) Except as expressly modified and amended in this Agreement, all of the terms,
provisions and conditions of the Loan Documents shall remain unchanged and in full force and
effect. The Loan Documents and any and all other documents heretofore, now or hereafter executed
and delivered pursuant to the terms of the Existing Credit Agreement are hereby amended so that
any reference to the Existing Credit Agreement shall mean a reference to the Amended Credit
Agreement.
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() Except as expressly set forth herein, this Agreement shall not by implication or
otherwise limit, impair, constitute a waiver of, or otherwise affect the rights and remedies of any
Secured Party under the Existing Credit Agreement or any other Loan Document, and shall not
alter, modify, amend or in any way affect any of the terms, conditions, obligations, covenants or
agreements contained in the Existing Credit Agreement or any other Loan Document, all of which,
as amended, supplemented or otherwise modified hereby, are ratified and affirmed in all respects
and shall continue in full force and effect. Nothing herein shall be deemed to entitle any Loan Party
to a consent to, or a waiver, amendment, modification or other change of, any of the terms,
conditions, obligations, covenants or agreements contained in the Existing Credit Agreement or any
other Loan Document in similar or different circumstances.

(d) On the Third Amendment Effective Date, the Revolving Commitment (as in effect
immediately prior to the Third Amendment Effective Date) of each Lender under the Existing
Credit Agreement, and all outstanding Revolving Loans held by such Lender under the Existing
Credit Agreement immediately prior to the Third Amendment Effective Date, in each case, shall be
reallocated and restated such that, after giving effect to such reallocation and restatement and the
other transactions contemplated by this Agreement and the Amended Credit Agreement to occur on
the Third Amendment Effective Date, as of the Third Amendment Effective Date, each Lender
(including the New Lender) shall (i) have a Revolving Commitment in the amount set forth

Legislation that are related to or ancillary to any of those powers.

1.02  Other Interpretive Provisions.

With reference to this Agreement and each other Loan Document, unless otherwise specified herein
or in such other Loan Document:

(a) The definitions of terms herein shall apply equally to the singular and plural forms
of the terms defined. Whenever the context may require, any pronoun shall include the
corresponding masculine, feminine and neuter forms. The words “include,” “includes” and
“including” shall be deemed to be followed by the phrase “without limitation.” The word “will”
shall be construed to have the same meaning and effect as the word “shall.” Unless the context
requires otherwise, (i) any definition of or reference to any agreement, instrument or other
document (including the Loan Documents and any Organization Document) shall be construed as
referring to such agreement, instrument or other document as from time to time amended, amended
and restated, modified, extended, restated, replaced or supplemented from time to time (subject to
any restrictions on such amendments, supplements or modifications set forth herein or in any other
Loan Document), (ii) any reference herein to any Person shall be construed to include such Person’s
successors and assigns, (iii) the words “hereto,” “herein,” “hereof” and “hereunder,” and words of
similar import when used in any Loan Document, shall be construed to refer to such Loan
Document in its entirety and not to any particular provision thereof, (iv) all references in a Loan
Document to Articles, Sections, Preliminary Statements, Exhibits and Schedules shall be construed
to refer to Articles and Sections of, and Preliminary Statements, Exhibits and Schedules to, the
Loan Document in which such references appear, (v) any reference to any law shall include all
statutory and regulatory rules, regulations, orders and provisions consolidating, amending, replacing
or interpreting such law, rule and any reference to any law, rule or regulation shall, unless otherwise
specified, refer to such law, rule or regulation as amended, modified, extended, restated, replaced or
supplemented from time to time, and (vi) the words “asset” and “property” shall be construed to
have the same meaning and effect and to refer to any and all tangible and intangible assets and
properties, including cash, securities, accounts and contract rights.

(b) In the computation of periods of time from a specified date to a later specified date,
the word “from” means “from and including;” the words “to” and “until” each mean “to but
excluding;” and the word “through” means “to and including.”

(c) Section headings herein and in the other Loan Documents are included for
convenience of reference only and shall not affect the interpretation of this Agreement or any other
Loan Document.

(d) Any reference herein to a merger, transfer, consolidation, amalgamation,

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limited liability company, or an allocation of assets to a series of a limited liability company (or the
unwinding of such a division or allocation), as if it were a merger, transfer, consolidation,
amalgamation, assignment, sale, or disposition, or similar term, as applicable, to, of or with a
separate Person. Any division of a limited liability company shall constitute a separate Person
hereunder (and each division of any limited liability company that is a Subsidiary, joint venture or
any other like term shall also constitute such a Person).

ASC 825 and FASB ASC 470-20 on financial liabilities shall be disregarded, (ii) all liability
amounts shall be determined excluding any liability relating to any operating lease, all asset
amounts shall be determined excluding any right-of-use assets relating to any operating lease, all
amortization amounts shall be determined excluding any amortization of a right-of-use asset
relating to any operating lease, and all interest amounts shall be determined excluding any deemed
interest comprising a portion of fixed rent payable under any operating lease, in each case to the
extent that such liability, asset, amortization or interest pertains to an operating lease under which
the covenantor or a member of its consolidated group is the lessee and would not have been
accounted for as such under GAAP as in effect on December 31, 2015, and (iii) all terms of an
accounting or financial nature used herein shall be construed, and all computations of amounts and
ratios referred to herein shall be made, without giving effect to any election under FASB ASC Topic
825 “Financial Instruments” (or any other financial accounting standard having a similar result or
effect) to value any Indebtedness of the Borrower or any Subsidiary at “fair value”, as defined
therein. For purposes of determining the amount of any outstanding Indebtedness, no effect shall be

Ratio test or any Consolidated Fixed Charge Coverage Ratio test), (ii) the absence of a Default or an
Event of Default, or (iii) a determination as to whether the representations and warranties contained
in this Agreement or any other Loan Document, or which are contained in any document furnished
at any time under or in connection herewith or therewith, shall be true and correct in all material
respects (and in all respects if any such representation or warranty is already qualified by
materiality or reference to Material Adverse Effect), in each case in connection with the
consummation of a Limited Condition Acquisition, the determination of whether the relevant
condition is satisfied may be made, at the election of the Borrower, on the date of the execution of
the Limited Condition Acquisition Agreement with respect to such Limited Condition Acquisition

For the avoidance of
doubt, if any of such ratios or amounts for which compliance was determined or tested as of the
applicable LCA Test Date are thereafter exceeded or otherwise failed to have been complied with as
a result of fluctuations in such ratio or amount (including due to fluctuations in Consolidated
EBITDA), at or prior to the consummation of the relevant Limited Condition Acquisition, such
ratios or amounts will not be deemed to have been exceeded or failed to be complied with as a
result of such fluctuations solely for purposes of determining whether the relevant Limited
Condition Acquisition is permitted to be consummated. Except as set forth in clause (B) in the
proviso to the first sentence in this Section 1.03(e) in connection with the use of the proceeds of an
Incremental Term Facility to finance a Limited Condition Acquisition (and, in the case of such
clause (B), only if and to the extent the Incremental Term Lenders providing such Incremental Term
Facility so agree as provided in such clause (B)), it is understood and agreed that this Section

1.04  Rounding.
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Any financial ratios required to be maintained by the Loan Parties pursuant to this Agreement shall
be calculated by dividing the appropriate component by the other component, carrying the result to one
place more than the number of places by which such ratio is expressed herein and rounding the result up or
down to the nearest number (with a rounding-up if there is no nearest number).

1.05  Times of Day.

Unless otherwise specified, all references herein to times of day shall be references to Pacific time
(daylight or standard, as applicable).

1.06  Letter of Credit Amounts.

Unless otherwise specified herein, the amount of a Letter of Credit at any time shall be deemed to
be the stated amount of such Letter of Credit in effect at such time; provided, that, with respect to any Letter
of Credit that, by its terms or the terms of any Issuer Document related thereto, provides for one or more
automatic increases in the stated amount thereof, the amount of such Letter of Credit shall be deemed to be
the maximum stated amount of such Letter of Credit after giving effect to all such increases, whether or not
such maximum stated amount is in effect at such time.

1.07  UCC Terms.

Terms defined in the UCC in effect on the Closing Date and not otherwise defined herein shall,
unless the context otherwise indicates, have the meanings provided by those definitions. Subject to the
foregoing, the term “UCC” refers, as of any date of determination, to the UCC then in effect.

1.08 Interest Rates.

The Administrative Agent and its affiliates
or other related entities may engage in transactions or other activities that affect any reference rate referred
to herein, or any alternative, successor or replacement rate (including any Successor Rate) (or any
component of any of the foregoing) or any related spread or other adjustments thereto, in each case, in a
manner adverse to the Borrower. The Administrative Agent may select information sources or services in
its reasonable discretion to ascertain any reference rate referred to herein or any alternative, successor or
replacement rate (including any Successor Rate) (or any component of any of the foregoing), in each case
pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, and shall have no liability to the Borrower, any Lender or any other
Person for damages of any kind, including direct or indirect, special, punitive, incidental or consequential
damages, costs, losses or expenses (whether in tort, contract or otherwise and whether at law or in equity),
for any error or other action or omission related to or affecting the selection, determination, or calculation of
any rate (or component thereof) provided by any such information source or service.

Revolving Lender severally agrees to make loans (each such loan, a “Revolving Loan”) to the
Borrower, in Dollars, from time to time, on any Business Day during the Availability Period, in an
aggregate amount not to exceed at any time outstanding the amount of such Revolving Lender’s
Revolving Commitment; provided, that, th-after giving effect to any Revolving Borrowing, (A1) the
Total Revolving Outstandings shall not exceed the Revolving Facility, and (Bii) the Revolving
Exposure of any Revolvmg Lender shall not exceed such Revolvmg Lender’s Revolving
Commitment;—atid 5 a Within the
limits of each Revolving Lender s Revolvmg Commltment and subject to the other terms and
conditions hereof, the Borrower may borrow Revolving Loans, prepay Revolving Loans under
Section 2.05, and reborrow Revolving Loans under this Section 2.01(b). Revolving Loans may be
Base Rate Loans or Term SOFR Loans, as further provided herein; provided, that, any Revolving
Borrowing made on any of the three (3) Business Days following the Closing Date shall be made as
Base Rate Loans unless the Borrower delivers a Funding Indemnity Letter not less than three (3)
Business Days prior to the date of such Revolving Borrowing.

(c) Incremental Term Borrowings. Subject to Section 2.02(g), on the effective date of
any Incremental Term Facility Agreement for any Incremental Term Facility, each Incremental
Term Lender under such Incremental Term Facility severally agrees to make an Incremental Term

Each Incremental Term Borrowing under an
Incremental Term Facility shall consist of Incremental Term Loans made simultaneously by the
Incremental Term Lenders under such Incremental Term Facility in accordance with their respective
Incremental Term Commitments for such Incremental Term Facility. Incremental Term Borrowings
prepaid or repaid may not be reborrowed. Incremental Term Loans may be Base Rate Loans or
Term SOFR Loans, as further provided herein.

Borrowings, Conversions and Continuations of Loans.

(a) Notice of Borrowing. Each Borrowing, each conversion of Loans from one Type to
the other, and each continuation of Term SOFR Loans, in each case, shall be made upon the
Borrower’s irrevocable notice to the Administrative Agent, which may be given by telephone or a
Loan Notice; provided, that, any telephonic notice must be confirmed promptly by delivery to the
Administrative Agent of a Loan Notice.

Each Borrowing of, conversion to or continuation of Term
SOFR Loans shall be in a principal amount of $5,000,000 or a whole multiple of $1,000,000 in
excess thereof (or, in connection with any conversion or continuation of any Incremental Term
Loans, if less, the entire principal thereof then outstanding). Except as provided in Sections 2.03(f)
and 2.04(c), each Borrowing of or conversion to Base Rate Loans shall be in a principal amount of
$500,000 or a whole multiple of $100,000 in excess thereof (or, in connection with any conversion
or continuation of any Incremental Term Loans, if less, the entire principal thereof then
outstanding). Each Loan Notice and each telephonic notice shall specify (A) the applicable Facility
and whether the Borrower is requesting a Borrowing, a conversion of Loans from one Type to the
other, or a continuation of Loans, as the case may be, under such Facility, (B) the requested date of
such Borrowing, conversion, or continuation, as the case may be (which shall be a Business Day),

(viii) any other event or circumstance, whether or not similar to any of the
foregoing, that might, but for the provisions of this Section 2.03, constitute a legal or
equitable discharge of, or provide a right of setoff against, the Borrower’s obligations
hereunder.
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(h) Examination. The Borrower shall promptly examine a copy of each Letter of Credit
and each amendment thereto that is delivered to it and, in the event of any claim of noncompliance
with the Borrower’s instructions or other irregularity, the Borrower will promptly notify the
applicable L/C Issuer. The Borrower shall be conclusively deemed to have waived any such claim
against the applicable L/C Issuer and its correspondents unless such notice is given as aforesaid.

@) Liability. None of the Administrative Agent, any Lender, any L/C Issuer, or any of
their respective Related Parties shall have any liability or responsibility by reason of or in
connection with the issuance or transfer of any Letter of Credit by any L/C Issuer or any payment or
failure to make any payment thereunder (irrespective of any of the circumstances referred to in
Section 2.03(g)), or any error, omission, interruption, loss or delay in transmission or delivery of
any draft, notice or other communication under or relating to any Letter of Credit (including any
document required to make a drawing thereunder), any error in interpretation of technical terms,
any error in translation or any consequence arising from causes beyond the control of the applicable
L/C TIssuer; provided, that, the foregoing shall not be construed to excuse an L/C Issuer from
liability to the Borrower to the extent of any direct damages (as opposed to consequential damages,
claims in respect of which are hereby waived by the Borrower to the extent permitted by applicable
Law) suffered by the Borrower that are (x) caused by such L/C Issuer’s failure to exercise care
when determining whether drafts and other documents presented under a Letter of Credit comply
with the terms thereof, or (y) determined by a court of competent jurisdiction by final and
nonappealable judgment to have resulted from the gross negligence, willful misconduct or bad faith
of such L/C Issuer. The parties hereto expressly agree that, in the absence of gross negligence,
willful misconduct or bad faith on the part of an L/C Issuer (as finally determined by a court of
competent jurisdiction), such L/C Issuer shall be deemed to have exercised care in each such
determination, and that:

i) such L/C Issuer may replace a purportedly lost, stolen, or destroyed
original Letter of Credit or missing amendment thereto with a certified true copy marked as
such or waive a requirement for its presentation;

(i1) such L/C Issuer may accept documents that appear on their face to be in
substantial compliance with the terms of a Letter of Credit without responsibility for further
investigation, regardless of any notice or information to the contrary, and may make
payment upon presentation of documents that appear on their face to be in substantial
compliance with the terms of such Letter of Credit and without regard to any non-
documentary condition in such Letter of Credit;

(iii) such L/C Issuer shall have the right, in its sole discretion, to decline to
accept such documents and to make such payment if such documents are not in strict
compliance with the terms of such Letter of Credit; and

(iv)  this sentence shall establish the standard of care to be exercised by such
L/C Issuer when determining whether drafts and other documents presented under a Letter
of Credit comply with the terms thereof (and the parties hereto hereby waive, to the extent
permitted by applicable Law, any standard of care inconsistent with the foregoing).

Without limiting the foregoing, none of the Administrative Agent, any Lender, any L/C
Issuer, or any of their respective Related Parties shall have any liability or responsibility by reason
of (A) any presentation that includes forged or fraudulent documents or that is otherwise
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affected by the fraudulent, bad faith, or illegal conduct of the beneficiary or other Person, (B) such
L/C Issuer declining to take-up documents and make payment, (C) against documents that are
fraudulent, forged, or for other reasons by which that it is entitled not to honor, (D) following the
Borrower’s waiver of discrepancies with respect to such documents or request for honor of such
documents, or (E) such L/C Issuer retaining proceeds of a Letter of Credit based on an apparently
applicable attachment order, blocking regulation, or third-party claim notified to such L/C Issuer.

)] Applicability of ISP and UCP. Unless otherwise expressly agreed by the applicable
L/C Issuer and the Borrower when a Letter of Credit is issued by it (including any such agreement
applicable to an Existing Letter of Credit), (i) the rules of the ISP shall apply to each standby Letter
of Credit, and (ii) the rules of the UCP shall apply to each commercial Letter of Credit.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, no L/C Issuer shall be responsible to the Borrower for, and each
L/C Issuer’s rights and remedies against the Borrower shall not be impaired by, any action or
inaction of such L/C Issuer required or permitted under any law, order, or practice that is required or
permitted to be applied to any Letter of Credit or this Agreement, including the Law or any order of
a jurisdiction where such L/C Issuer or the beneficiary is located, the practice stated in the ISP or
the UCP, as applicable, or in the decisions, opinions, practice statements, or official commentary of
the ICC Banking Commission, the Bankers Association for Finance and Trade — International
Financial Services Association (BAFT-IFSA), or the Institute of International Banking Law &
Practice, whether or not any Letter of Credit chooses such law or practice.

k) Benefits. Each L/C Issuer shall act on behalf of the Lenders with respect to any
Letters of Credit issued by it and the documents associated therewith, and each L/C Issuer shall
have all of the benefits and immunities (i) provided to the Administrative Agent in Article IX with
respect to any acts taken or omissions suffered by such L/C Issuer in connection with Letters of
Credit issued by it or proposed to be issued by it and Issuer Documents pertaining to such Letters of
Credit as fully as if the term “Administrative Agent” as used in Article IX included such L/C Issuer
with respect to such acts or omissions, and (ii) as additionally provided herein with respect to such
L/C Issuer.

1)) Letter of Credit Fees. The Borrower shall pay to the Administrative Agent for the
account of each Revolving Lender in accordance with its Applicable Revolving Percentage a Letter
of Credit fee (the “Letter of Credit Fee”) (i) for each commercial Letter of Credit equal to the
Applicable Rate times the maximum stated amount of such Letter of Credit and (ii) for each
standby Letter of Credit equal to the Applicable Rate times the daily amount available to be drawn
under such Letter of Credit. For purposes of computing the daily amount available to be drawn
under any standby Letter of Credit, the amount of such Letter of Credit shall be determined in
accordance with Section 1.06.

(m) Fronting_Fee and Documentary and Processing_Charges Payable to L/C Issuers.
The Borrower shall pay directly to each L/C Issuer, for its own account, a fronting fee (i) with

separately agreed upon between the Borrower and such L/C Issuer times the maximum stated
amount of such Letter of Credit, and payable upon the issuance thereof, (ii) with respect to any
amendment of a commercial Letter of Credit increasing the amount of such Letter of Credit, at a
rate separately agreed between the Borrower and such L/C Issuer, computed on the amount of such
increase, and payable upon the effectiveness of such amendment, and (iii) with respect to each
standby Letter of Credit, at the rate per annum equal to the percentage separately agreed upon
between the Borrower and such L/C Issuer, computed on the daily amount available to be drawn
under such Letter of Credit on a quarterly basis in arrears. Such fronting fee shall be due and
payable no later than the tenth (10th) Business Day after the end of each March, June, September
and December in the most recently-ended quarterly period (or portion thereof, in the case of the first
payment), commencing with the first such date to occur after the issuance of such Letter of Credit,
on the Revolving Facility Maturity Date and thereafter on demand. For purposes of computing the
daily amount available to be drawn under any Letter of Credit, the amount of such Letter of Credit
shall be determined in accordance with Section 1.06. In addition, the Borrower shall pay directly to
each L/C Issuer, for its own account, the customary issuance, presentation, amendment and other
processing fees, and other standard costs and charges, of such L/C Issuer relating to letters of credit
as from time to time in effect. Such customary fees and standard costs and charges are due and
payable on demand and are nonrefundable.

(n) Disbursement Procedures. Each L/C Issuer shall, within the time allowed by
applicable Laws or the specific terms of the Letter of Credit following its receipt thereof, examine
all documents purporting to represent a demand for payment under such Letter of Credit. Each L/C
Issuer shall promptly after such examination notify the Administrative Agent and the Borrower in
writing of such demand for payment if such L/C Issuer has made or will make an L/C Disbursement
thereunder; provided, that, any failure to give or delay in giving such notice shall not relieve the
Borrower of its obligation to reimburse such L/C Issuer and the Revolving Lenders with respect to
any such L/C Disbursement.

(o) Interim Interest. If an L/C Issuer shall make any L/C Disbursement, then, unless the
Borrower shall reimburse such L/C Disbursement in full on the date such L/C Disbursement is
made, the unpaid amount thereof shall bear interest, for each day from and including the date such
L/C Disbursement is made to but excluding the date that the Borrower reimburses such L/C
Disbursement, at the rate per annum then applicable to Base Rate Loans; provided, that, if the
Borrower fails to reimburse such L/C Disbursement when due pursuant to Section 2.03(f), then
Section 2.08(b) shall apply. Interest accrued pursuant to this Section 2.03(0) shall be for account of
the applicable L/C Issuer, except that interest accrued on and after the date of payment by any
Revolving Lender pursuant to Section 2.03(f) to reimburse such L/C Issuer shall be for account of
such Revolving Lender to the extent of such payment.

(p) Replacement of an L/C Issuer. An L/C Issuer may be replaced at any time by
written agreement among the Borrower, the Administrative Agent, the replaced L/C Issuer and the
successor L/C Issuer. The Administrative Agent shall notify the Revolving Lenders of any such
replacement of an L/C Issuer. At the time any such replacement shall become effective, the
Borrower shall pay all unpaid fees accrued for the account of the replaced L/C Issuer. From and
after the effective date of any such replacement, (i) the successor L/C Issuer shall have all the rights
and obligations of an L/C Issuer under this Agreement with respect to Letters of Credit to be issued
by it thereafter, and (ii) references herein to the term “L/C Issuer” shall be deemed to include such
successor or any previous L/C Issuers, or such successor and all previous L/C Issuers, as the context
shall require. After the replacement of an L/C Issuer hereunder, the replaced L/C Issuer shall remain
a party hereto and shall continue to have all the rights and
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obligations of an L/C Issuer under this Agreement with respect to Letters of Credit issued by it prior
to such replacement, but shall not be required to issue additional Letters of Credit.

(@) Cash Collateralization.

@) If any Event of Default shall occur and be continuing, on the Business Day
that the Borrower receives notice from the Administrative Agent or the Required Revolving
Lenders (or, if the maturity of the Revolving Loans has been accelerated, Revolving
Lenders with L/C Obligations representing at least fifty percent (50%) of the total L/C
Obligations) demanding the deposit of Cash Collateral pursuant to this Section 2.03(q), the
Borrower shall immediately deposit into an account established and maintained on the
books and records of the Administrative Agent an amount in cash equal to the Minimum
Collateral Amount; provided, that, the obligation to deposit such Cash Collateral shall
become effective immediately, and such deposit shall become immediately due and
payable, without demand or other notice of any kind, upon the occurrence of any Event of
Default described in Section 8.01(f) or Section 8.01(g). Such deposit shall be held by the
Administrative Agent as collateral for the payment and performance of the obligations of
the Borrower under this Agreement. In addition, if any L/C Obligations remain outstanding
after the expiration date specified in Section 2.03(d), the Borrower shall immediately
deposit into an account established and maintained on the books and records of the
Administrative Agent an amount in cash equal to the Minimum Collateral Amount as
collateral for such L/C Obligations.

(i1) The Administrative Agent shall have exclusive dominion and control,
including the exclusive right of withdrawal, over any Cash Collateral deposited pursuant to
this Section 2.03(q). Other than any interest earned on the investment of such deposits,
which investments shall be made at the option and sole discretion of the Administrative
Agent and at the Borrower’s risk and expense, such deposits shall not bear interest. Interest
or profits, if any, on such investments shall accumulate in the accounts into which such
Cash Collateral is deposited. Cash Collateral deposited pursuant to this Section 2.03(q)
shall be applied by the Administrative Agent to reimburse the applicable L/C Issuers for
L/C Disbursements for which it has not been reimbursed, together with related fees, costs,
and customary processing charges, and, to the extent not so applied, shall be held for the
satisfaction of the reimbursement obligations of the Borrower for the L/C Obligations at
such time or, if the maturity of the Revolving Loans has been accelerated (but subject to the
consent of Revolving Lenders with L/C Obligations representing at least fifty percent
(50%) of the total L/C Obligations), be applied to satisfy other obligations of the Borrower
under this Agreement. If the Borrower is required to provide an amount of Cash Collateral
hereunder as a result of the occurrence of an Event of Default, such amount (to the extent
not applied as aforesaid) shall be returned to the Borrower within three (3) Business Days
after all Events of Default have been cured or waived.

(r) Letters of Credit Issued for Subsidiaries. Notwithstanding that a Letter of Credit
issued or outstanding hereunder is in support of any obligations of, or is for the account of, a
Subsidiary, the Borrower shall be obligated to reimburse the applicable L/C Issuer hereunder for
any and all drawings under such Letter of Credit. The Borrower hereby acknowledges that the
issuance of Letters of Credit for the account of a Subsidiary inures to the benefit of the Borrower,
and that the Borrower’s business derives substantial benefits from the business of such Subsidiary.

(s) Additional L/C Issuers. Any Lender may become an L/C Issuer upon receipt by the
Administrative Agent of a fully executed Notice of Additional L/C Issuer which shall be signed by
the Borrower, the Administrative Agent and such Lender. Each Lender that becomes an L/C Issuer
pursuant to this Section 2.03(s) shall provide its L/C Commitment in such Notice of Additional L/C
Issuer and upon the receipt by the Administrative Agent of the fully executed Notice of Additional
L/C Issuer, the defined term L/C Commitment shall be deemed amended to incorporate the L/C
Commitment of such new L/C Issuer.

(t) L/C Issuer Reports. Unless otherwise agreed by the Administrative Agent, each
L/C Issuer shall: (i) prior to the time that such L/C Issuer amends, renews, increases, or extends a
Letter of Credit, notify the Administrative Agent of the date of such amendment, renewal, increase,
or extension and the stated amount of the applicable Letter of Credit after giving effect to such
amendment, renewal, increase, or extension; (ii) on each Business Day on which such L/C Issuer
makes a payment pursuant to a Letter of Credit, notify the Administrative Agent of the date and
amount of such payment; (iii) on any Business Day on which the Borrower fails to reimburse a
payment made pursuant to a Letter of Credit required to be reimbursed to such L/C Issuer on such
day, notify the Administrative Agent of the date of such failure and the amount of such payment;
(iv) on any Business Day on which any Letter of Credit issued by such L/C Issuer expires or is
cancelled, notify the Administrative Agent of the date of such expiration or cancellation; and (v) for
so long as any Letter of Credit issued by such L/C issuer is outstanding, deliver to the
Administrative Agent, within five (5) Business Days after the beginning of each calendar month, a
report (in form and substance satisfactory to the Administrative Agent) with respect to each Letter
of Credit issued by such L/C Issuer.

Swingline Loans.

(a) The Swingline. Subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, the Swingline
Lender, in reliance upon the agreements of the other Lenders set forth in this Section 2.04, may in
its sole discretion make loans to the Borrower (each such loan, a “Swingline Loan”). Each such
Swingline Loan may be made, subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, to the Borrower,
in Dollars, from time to time on any Business Day during the Availability Period in an aggregate
amount not to exceed at any time outstanding the amount of the Swingline Sublimit; provided, that,
(i) after giving effect to any Swingline Loan, (A) the Total Revolving Outstandings shall not exceed
the Revolving Facility, (B) the Revolving Exposure of any Revolving Lender shall not exceed such
Lender’s Revolving Commitment, and (C) the aggregate amount of all Swingline Loans outstanding
shall not exceed the Swingline Commitment, (ii) the Borrower shall not use the proceeds of any
Swingline Loan to refinance any outstanding Swingline Loan, and (iii) the Swingline Lender shall
not be under any obligation to make any Swingline Loan if it shall determine (which determination
shall be conclusive and binding absent manifest error) that it has, or by such Credit Extension may
have, Fronting Exposure. Within the foregoing limits, and subject to the other terms and conditions
hereof, the Borrower may borrow Swingline Loans under this Section 2.04, prepay Swingline
Loans under Section 2.05, and reborrow Swingline Loans under this Section 2.04. Immediately
upon the making of a Swingline Loan, each Revolving Lender shall be deemed to, and hereby
irrevocably and unconditionally agrees to, purchase from the Swingline Lender a risk participation
in such Swingline Loan in an amount equal to the product of such Revolving Lender’s Applicable
Revolving Percentage times the amount of such Swingline Loan.

(b) Borrowing_Procedures. Each Swingline Borrowing shall be made upon the
Borrower’s irrevocable notice to the Swingline Lender and the Administrative Agent, which may be
given by telephone or a Swingline Loan Notice; provided, that, any telephonic notice must be
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confirmed promptly by delivery to the Swingline Lender and the Administrative Agent of a
Swingline Loan Notice. Each such Swingline Loan Notice must be received by the Swingline
Lender and the Administrative Agent not later than 10:00 a.m. on the requested borrowing date, and
shall specify (i) the amount to be borrowed, which shall be a minimum of $100,000, and (ii) the
requested date of the Swingline Borrowing (which shall be a Business Day). Promptly after receipt
by the Swingline Lender of any Swingline Loan Notice, the Swingline Lender will confirm with the
Administrative Agent (by telephone or in writing) that the Administrative Agent has also received
such Swingline Loan Notice and, if not, the Swingline Lender will notify the Administrative Agent
(by telephone or in writing) of the contents thereof. Unless the Swingline Lender has received
notice (by telephone or in writing) from the Administrative Agent (including at the request of any
Revolving Lender) prior to 11:00 a.m. on the date of the proposed Swingline Borrowing (A)
directing the Swingline Lender not to make such Swingline Loan as a result of the limitations set
forth in the proviso to the second sentence of Section 2.04(a), or (B) that one or more of the
applicable conditions specified in Article IV is not then satisfied, then, subject to the terms and
conditions hereof, the Swingline Lender may make the amount of its Swingline Loan available to
the Borrower at its office by crediting the account of the Borrower on the books of the Swingline
Lender in immediately available funds.

(c) Refinancing of Swingline Loans.

(1) The Swingline Lender at any time in its sole discretion may request, on
behalf of the Borrower (which hereby irrevocably authorizes the Swingline Lender to so
request on its behalf), that each Revolving Lender make a Revolving Loan that is a Base
Rate Loan in an amount equal to such Revolving Lender’s Applicable Revolving
Percentage of the amount of Swingline Loans then outstanding. Such request shall be made
in writing (which written request shall be deemed to be a Loan Notice for purposes hereof)
and in accordance with the requirements of Section 2.02, without regard to the minimum
and multiples specified therein for the principal amount of Base Rate Loans, but subject to
the unutilized portion of the Revolving Facility and the conditions set forth in Section 4.02.

The Swingline Lender shall furnish the Borrower with a copy of the applicable Loan
Notice promptly after delivering such notice to the Administrative Agent. Each Revolving
Lender shall make an amount equal to its Applicable Revolving Percentage of the amount
specified in such Loan Notice available to the Administrative Agent in immediately
available funds for the account of the Swingline Lender at the Administrative Agent’s
Office not later than 10:00 a.m. on the day specified in such Loan Notice, whereupon,
deemed to have made a Revolving Loan that is a Base Rate Loan to the Borrower in such
amount. The Administrative Agent shall remit the funds so received to the Swingline
Lender.

(i1) If for any reason any Swingline Loan cannot be refinanced by such a
Revolving Borrowing in accordance with Section 2.04(c)(i), (including the failure to satisfy
the conditions set forth in Section 4.02), the request for Base Rate Loans submitted by the
Swingline Lender as set forth herein shall be deemed to be a request by the Swingline
Lender that each of the Revolving Lenders fund its risk participation in the relevant
Swingline Loan and each Revolving Lender’s payment to the Administrative Agent for the
account of the Swingline Lender pursuant to Section 2.04(c)(i) shall be deemed payment in

respect of such participation.

(iii)  If any Revolving Lender fails to make available to the Administrative
Agent for the account of the Swingline Lender any amount required to be paid by such
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Lender pursuant to the foregoing provisions of this Section 2.04(c) by the time specified in
Section 2.04(c)(i), the Swingline Lender shall be entitled to recover from such Lender
(acting through the Administrative Agent), on demand, such amount with interest thereon
for the period from the date such payment is required to the date on which such payment is
immediately available to the Swingline Lender at a rate per annum equal to the greater of
the Federal Funds Rate and a rate determined by the Swingline Lender in accordance with
banking industry rules on interbank compensation, plus any administrative, processing or
similar fees customarily charged by the Swingline Lender in connection with the foregoing.
If such Lender pays such amount (with interest and fees as aforesaid), the amount so paid
shall constitute such Lender’s Revolving Loan included in the relevant Revolving
Borrowing or funded participation in the relevant Swingline Loan, as the case may be. A
certificate of the Swingline Lender submitted to any Lender (through the Administrative
Agent) with respect to any amounts owing under this clause (iii) shall be conclusive absent
manifest error.

(iv)  Each Revolving Lender’s obligation to make Revolving Loans or to
purchase and fund risk participations in Swingline Loans pursuant to this Section 2.04(c)
shall be absolute and unconditional and shall not be affected by any circumstance, including
(A) any setoff, counterclaim, recoupment, defense or other right which such Lender may
have against the Swingline Lender, the Borrower or any other Person for any reason
whatsoever, (B) the occurrence or continuance of a Default, or (C) any other occurrence,
event or condition, whether or not similar to any of the foregoing; provided, that, each
Revolving Lender’s obligation to make Revolving Loans pursuant to this Section 2.04(c) is
subject to the conditions set forth in Section 4.02 (other than delivery by the Borrower of a
Loan Notice). No such funding of risk participations shall relieve or otherwise impair the
obligation of the Borrower to repay Swingline Loans, together with interest as provided
herein.

(d) Repayment of Participations.

1) At any time after any Revolving Lender has purchased and funded a risk
participation in a Swingline Loan, if the Swingline Lender receives any payment on
account of such Swingline Loan, the Swingline Lender will distribute to such Revolving
Lender its Applicable Revolving Percentage thereof in the same funds as those received by
the Swingline Lender.

(i1) If any payment received by the Swingline Lender in respect of principal or
interest on any Swingline Loan is required to be returned by the Swingline Lender under
any of the circumstances described in Section 11.05 (including pursuant to any settlement
entered into by the Swingline Lender in its discretion), each Revolving Lender shall pay to
the Swingline Lender its Applicable Revolving Percentage thereof on demand of the
Administrative Agent, plus interest thereon from the date of such demand to the date such
amount is returned, at a rate per annum equal to the Federal Funds Rate. The
Administrative Agent will make such demand upon the request of the Swingline Lender.
The obligations of the Lenders under this clause (ii) shall survive the Facility Termination
Date and the termination of this Agreement.

(e) Interest for Account of Swingline Lender. The Swingline Lender shall be
responsible for invoicing the Borrower for interest on the Swingline Loans. Until each Revolving
Lender funds its Base Rate Loan or risk participation pursuant to this Section 2.04 to refinance such
Revolving Lender’s Applicable Revolving Percentage of any Swingline Loan, interest in

respect of such Applicable Revolving Percentage shall be solely for the account of the Swingline

® Payments Directly to Swingline Lender. The Borrower shall make all payments of

principal and interest in respect of the Swingline Loans directly to the Swingline Lender.

Prepayments.

(a) Optional.

1) The Borrower may, upon notice to the Administrative Agent pursuant to
delivery to the Administrative Agent of a Notice of Loan Prepayment, at any time or from
time to time voluntarily prepay Incremental Term Loans and/or Revolving Loans in whole
or in part without premium or penalty (subject to Section 3.05); provided, that, unless
otherwise agreed by the Administrative Agent: (A) such notice must be received by the
Administrative Agent not later than 10:00 a.m. (1) two (2) Business Days prior to any date
of prepayment of Term SOFR Loans, and (2) on the date of prepayment of Base Rate
Loans; (B) any prepayment of Term SOFR Loans shall be in a principal amount of
$5,000,000 or a whole multiple of $1,000,000 in excess thereof (or, if less, the entire
principal amount thereof then outstanding); and (C) any prepayment of Base Rate Loans
shall be in a principal amount of $500,000 or a whole multiple of $100,000 in excess
thereof (or, if less, the entire principal amount thereof then outstanding). Each such notice
shall specify the date and amount of such prepayment and the Type(s) of Loans to be
prepaid and, if Term SOFR Loans are to be prepaid, the Interest Period(s) of such Loans.

If, as a result of any restatement
of or other adjustment to the financial statements of the Borrower and its Subsidiaries or for any
other reason, the Borrower or the Lenders determine that (i) the Consolidated Leverage Ratio as
calculated by the Borrower as of any applicable date was inaccurate, and (ii) a proper calculation of
the Consolidated Leverage Ratio would have resulted in higher pricing and fees for such period, the
Borrower shall immediately and retroactively be obligated to pay to the Administrative Agent for
the account of the applicable Lenders or the applicable L/C Issuers, as the case may be, promptly on
demand by the Administrative Agent (or, after the occurrence of an actual or deemed entry of an
order for relief with respect to the Borrower under the Bankruptcy Code of the United States,
automatically and without further action by the Administrative Agent, any Lender or any L/C
Issuer), an amount equal to the excess of the amount of interest and fees that should have been paid

11.06(c). The accounts or records maintained by each Lender shall be conclusive absent manifest
error of the amount of the Credit Extensions made by the Lenders to the Borrower and the interest
and payments thereon. Any failure to so record or any error in doing so shall not, however, limit or
otherwise affect the obligation of the Borrower hereunder to pay any amount owing with respect to
the Obligations. In the event of any conflict between the accounts and records maintained by any
Lender and the Register, the Register shall control in the absence of manifest error. Upon the
request of any Lender made through the Administrative Agent, the Borrower shall execute and
deliver to such Lender (through the Administrative Agent) a promissory note in the form of Exhibit
I (each, a “Note™), which shall evidence such Lender’s Loans in addition to such accounts or
records. Each Lender may attach schedules to its Note and endorse thereon the date, Type (if
applicable), amount and maturity of its Loans and payments with respect thereto.

(b) Maintenance of Records. In addition to the accounts and records referred to in
Section 2.11(a), each Lender and the Administrative Agent shall maintain in accordance with its
usual practice accounts or records evidencing the purchases and sales by such Lender of
participations in Letters of Credit and Swingline Loans.

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Loans, prior to 9:00 a.m. on the date of such Borrowing) that such Lender will not make
available to the Administrative Agent such Lender’s share of such Borrowing, the
Administrative Agent may assume that such Lender has made such share available on such
date in accordance with Section 2.02 (or, in the case of a Borrowing of Base Rate Loans,
that such Lender has made such share available in accordance with and at the time required
by Section 2.02) and may, in reliance upon such assumption, make available to the
Borrower a corresponding amount. In such event, if a Lender has not in fact made its share
of the applicable Borrowing available to the Administrative Agent, then the applicable
Lender and the Borrower severally agree to pay to the Administrative Agent forthwith on
demand such corresponding amount in immediately available funds with interest thereon,
for each day from and including the date such amount is made available to the Borrower to
but excluding the date of payment to the Administrative Agent, at (A) in the case of a
payment to be made by such Lender, the greater of the Federal Funds Rate and a rate
determined by the Administrative Agent in accordance with banking industry rules on
interbank compensation, plus any administrative, processing or similar fees customarily
charged by the Administrative Agent in connection with the foregoing, and (B) in the case
of a payment to be made by the Borrower, the interest rate applicable to Base Rate Loans.
If the Borrower and such Lender shall pay such interest to the Administrative Agent for the
same or an overlapping period, the Administrative Agent shall promptly remit to the
Borrower the amount of such interest paid by the Borrower for such period. If such Lender
pays its share of the applicable Borrowing to the Administrative Agent, then the amount so
paid shall constitute such Lender’s Loan included in such Borrowing. Any payment by the
Borrower shall be without prejudice to any claim the Borrower may have against a Lender
that shall have failed to make such payment to the Administrative Agent.

(ii) Payments by Borrower;_ Presumptions by Administrative Agent. Unless
the Administrative Agent shall have received notice from the Borrower prior to the date on
which any payment is due to the Administrative Agent for the account of the Lenders or
any L/C Issuer hereunder that the Borrower will not make such payment, the
Administrative Agent may assume that the Borrower has made such payment on such date
in accordance herewith and may, in reliance upon such assumption, distribute to the
Lenders or the applicable L/C Issuer, as the case may be, the amount due. With respect to
any payment that the Administrative Agent makes for the account of the Lenders or any
L/C Issuer hereunder as to which the Administrative Agent determines (which
determination shall be conclusive absent manifest error) that any of the following applies
(such payment referred to as the “Rescindable Amount™): (A) the Borrower has not in fact
made such payment; (B) the Administrative Agent has made a payment in excess of the
amount so paid by the Borrower (whether or not then owed); or (C) the Administrative
Agent has for any reason otherwise erroneously made such payment; then each of the
Lenders or the applicable L/C Issuer, as the case may be, severally agrees to repay to the
Administrative Agent forthwith on demand the Rescindable Amount so distributed to such
Lender or such L/C Issuer, in immediately available funds with interest thereon, for each
day from and including the date such amount is distributed to it to but excluding the date of
payment to the Administrative Agent, at the greater of the Federal Funds Rate and a rate
determined by the Administrative Agent in accordance with banking industry rules on
interbank compensation.

A notice of the Administrative Agent to any Lender or the Borrower with respect to any amount
owing under this Section 2.12(b) shall be conclusive, absent manifest error.
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() Failure to Satisfy Conditions Precedent. If any Lender makes available to the
Administrative Agent funds for any Loan to be made by such Lender as provided in the foregoing
provisions of this Article II, and such funds are not made available to the Borrower by the
Administrative Agent because the conditions to the applicable Credit Extension set forth in Article
IV are not satisfied or waived in accordance with the terms hereof, the Administrative Agent shall
return such funds (in like funds as received from such Lender) to such Lender, without interest.

(d) Obligations of Lenders Several. The obligations of the Lenders hereunder to make
Incremental Term Loans and Revolving Loans, to fund participations in Letters of Credit and
Swingline Loans and to make payments pursuant to Section 11.04(c) are several and not joint. The
failure of any Lender to make any Loan, to fund any such participation or to make any payment
under Section 11.04(c) on any date required hereunder shall not relieve any other Lender of its
corresponding obligation to do so on such date, and no Lender shall be responsible for the failure of
any other Lender to so make its Loan, to purchase its participation or to make its payment under
Section 11.04(¢).

(e) Funding Source. Nothing herein shall be deemed to obligate any Lender to obtain
the funds for any Loan in any particular place or manner or to constitute a representation by any
Lender that it has obtained or will obtain the funds for any Loan in any particular place or manner.

® Pro Rata Treatment. Except to the extent otherwise provided herein: (i) each
Borrowing (other than Swingline Borrowings) shall be made from the Appropriate Lenders, each
payment of fees under Section 2.03(1), Section 2.03(m) and Section 2.09 shall be made for account
of the Appropriate Lenders, and each termination or reduction of the amount of the Commitments
shall be applied to the respective Commitments of the Lenders, pro rata according to the amounts of
their respective Commitments; (ii) each Borrowing shall be allocated pro rata among the Lenders
according to the amounts of their respective Commitments (in the case of the making of Revolving
Loans) or their respective Loans that are to be included in such Borrowing (in the case of
conversions and continuations of Loans); (iii) each payment or prepayment of principal of Loans by

its ratable share (according to the proportion of (i) the amount of such Obligations owing (but not due and
payable) to such Lender at such time, to (ii) the aggregate amount of the Obligations in respect of the
Facilities owing (but not due and payable) to all Lenders hereunder and
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under the other Loan Documents at such time) of payments on account of the Obligations in respect of the
Facilities owing (but not due and payable) to all Lenders hereunder and under the other Loan Documents at
such time obtained by all of the Lenders at such time, then, in each case under clauses (a) and (b) above, the
Lender receiving such greater proportion shall (A) notify the Administrative Agent of such fact, and (B)
purchase (for cash at face value) participations in the Loans and subparticipations in L/C Obligations and
Swingline Loans of the other Lenders, or make such other adjustments as shall be equitable, so that the
benefit of all such payments shall be shared by the Lenders ratably in accordance with the aggregate amount

If at any time the Administrative Agent determines that Cash
Collateral is subject to any right or claim of any Person other than the Administrative Agent or the
applicable L/C Issuers as herein provided, or that the total amount of such Cash Collateral is less
than the Minimum Collateral Amount, the Borrower will, promptly upon demand by the
Administrative Agent, pay or provide to the Administrative Agent additional Cash Collateral in an
amount sufficient to eliminate such deficiency (determined in the case of Cash Collateral provided
provided by the Defaulting Lender). All Cash Collateral (other than credit support not constituting
funds subject to deposit) shall be maintained in one or more blocked, non-interest bearing deposit
accounts at Bank of America. The Borrower shall pay on demand therefor from time to time all
customary account opening, activity and other administrative fees and charges in connection with
the maintenance and disbursement of Cash Collateral.

(d) Release. Cash Collateral (or the appropriate portion thereof) provided to reduce
Fronting Exposure or to secure other obligations shall be released promptly following (i) the
elimination of the applicable Fronting Exposure or other obligations giving rise thereto (including
by the termination of Defaulting Lender status of the applicable Revolving Lender (or, as

by the Administrative Agent and the applicable L/C Issuers that there exists excess Cash Collateral;
provided, that, (A) any such release shall be without prejudice to, and any disbursement or other
transfer of Cash Collateral shall be and remain subject to, any other Lien conferred under the Loan
Documents and the other applicable provisions of the Loan Documents, and (B) the Person
providing Cash Collateral and the applicable L/C Issuers may agree that Cash Collateral shall not be
released but instead held to support future anticipated Fronting Exposure or other obligations.

Defaulting Lenders.

(a) Adjustments.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this
Agreement, if any Lender becomes a Defaulting Lender, then, until such time as that Lender is no
longer a Defaulting Lender, to the extent permitted by applicable Law:

1) Waivers and Amendments. Such Defaulting Lender’s right to approve or
disapprove any amendment, waiver or consent with respect to this Agreement shall be
restricted as set forth in (A) the definitions of “Required Lenders” and “Required Revolving
Lenders,” and (B) Section 11.01.

(i1) Defaulting_Lender Waterfall. Any payment of principal, interest, fees or
other amounts received by the Administrative Agent for the account of such Defaulting
Lender (whether voluntary or mandatory, at maturity, pursuant to Article VIII or otherwise)
or received by the Administrative Agent from a Defaulting Lender pursuant to Section
11.08 shall be applied at such time or times as may be determined by the Administrative
Agent as follows: first, to the payment of any amounts owing by such Defaulting Lender to
the Administrative Agent hereunder; second, to the payment on a pro rata basis of any
amounts owing by such Defaulting Lender to any L/C Issuer or the Swingline Lender
hereunder; third, to Cash Collateralize the L/C Issuers’ Fronting Exposure with respect to
such Defaulting Lender in accordance with Section 2.14; fourth, as the Borrower may
request (so long as no Default exists), to the funding of any Loan in respect of which such
Defaulting Lender has failed to fund its portion thereof as required by this Agreement, as
determined by the Administrative Agent; fifth, if so determined by the Administrative
Agent and the Borrower, to be held in a deposit account and released pro rata in order to
(A) satisfy such Defaulting Lender’s potential future funding obligations with respect to
Loans under this Agreement, and (B) Cash Collateralize the L/C Issuers’ future Fronting
Exposure with respect to such Defaulting Lender with respect to future Letters of Credit
issued under this Agreement, in accordance with Section 2.14; sixth, to the payment of any
amounts owing to the Lenders, the L/C Issuers
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or the Swingline Lender as a result of any judgment of a court of competent jurisdiction
obtained by any Lender, any L/C Issuer or the Swingline Lender against such Defaulting
Lender as a result of such Defaulting Lender’s breach of its obligations under this
Agreement; seventh, so long as no Default exists, to the payment of any amounts owing to
the Borrower as a result of any judgment of a court of competent jurisdiction obtained by
the Borrower against such Defaulting Lender as a result of such Defaulting Lender’s breach
of its obligations under this Agreement; and eighth, to such Defaulting Lender or as
otherwise as may be required under the Loan Documents in connection with any Lien
conferred thereunder or directed by a court of competent jurisdiction; provided, that, if (1)
such payment is a payment of the principal amount of any Loans or Unreimbursed
Amounts in respect of which such Defaulting Lender has not fully funded its appropriate
share, and (2) such Loans were made or the related Letters of Credit were issued at a time
when the conditions set forth in Section 4.02 were satisfied or waived, such payment shall
be applied solely to pay the Loans of, and L/C Obligations owed to, all Non-Defaulting
Lenders on a pro rata basis prior to being applied to the payment of any Loans of, or L/C
Obligations owed to, such Defaulting Lender until such time as all Loans and funded and
unfunded participations in L/C Obligations and Swingline Loans are held by the Lenders
pro rata in accordance with the Commitments hereunder without giving effect to Section

by such Defaulting Lender, and each Lender irrevocably consents hereto.
(iii) Certain Fees.

(A) Fees. No Defaulting Lender shall be entitled to receive any portion
of the Commitment Fee payable under Section 2.09(a) for any period during which
that Lender is a Defaulting Lender (and the Borrower shall not be required to pay
any portion of the Commitment Fee that otherwise would have been required to
have been paid to that Defaulting Lender).

(B) Letter of Credit Fees. Each Defaulting Lender shall be entitled to
receive Letter of Credit Fees for any period during which that Lender is a
Defaulting Lender only to the extent allocable to its Applicable Revolving
Percentage of the stated amount of Letters of Credit for which it has provided Cash
Collateral pursuant to Section 2.14.

© Defaulting Lender Fees. With respect to any Letter of Credit Fee
not required to be paid to any Defaulting Lender pursuant to clause (B) above, the
Borrower shall (1) pay to each Non-Defaulting Lender that portion of any such fee
otherwise payable to such Defaulting Lender with respect to such Defaulting
Lender’s participation in L/C Obligations that has been reallocated to such Non-
Defaulting Lender pursuant to clause (iv) below, (2) pay to the applicable L/C
Issuer the amount of any such fee otherwise payable to such Defaulting Lender to
the extent allocable to such L/C Issuer’s Fronting Exposure to such Defaulting
Lender, and (3) not be required to pay the remaining amount of any such fee.

(iv)  Reallocation of Applicable Revolving_ Percentages to Reduce Fronting
Exposure. All or any part of such Defaulting Lender’s participation in L/C Obligations
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3.01

and Swingline Loans shall be reallocated among the Non-Defaulting Lenders in accordance
with their respective Applicable Revolving Percentages (calculated without regard to such
Defaulting Lender’s Revolving Commitment) but only to the extent that such reallocation
does not cause the aggregate Revolving Exposure of any Non-Defaulting Lender to exceed
such Non-Defaulting Lender’s Revolving Commitment. Subject to Section 11.20, no
reallocation hereunder shall constitute a waiver or release of any claim of any party
hereunder against a Defaulting Lender arising from that Lender having become a
Defaulting Lender, including any claim of a Non-Defaulting Lender as a result of such
Non-Defaulting Lender’s increased exposure following such reallocation.

) Cash Collateral, Repayment of Swingline Loans. If the reallocation

shall, without prejudice to any right or remedy available to it hereunder or under applicable
Law, (A) first, prepay Swingline Loans in an amount equal to the Swingline Lender’s
Fronting Exposure, and (B) second, Cash Collateralize the L/C Issuers’ Fronting Exposure
in accordance with the procedures set forth in Section 2.14.

(b) Defaulting Lender Cure. If the Borrower, the Administrative Agent, the Swingline
Lender and the L/C Issuers agree in writing that a Lender is no longer a Defaulting Lender, the
Administrative Agent will so notify the parties hereto, whereupon as of the effective date specified
in such notice and subject to any conditions set forth therein (which may include arrangements with
respect to any Cash Collateral), that Lender will, to the extent applicable, purchase at par that
portion of outstanding Loans of the other Lenders or take such other actions as the Administrative
Agent may determine to be necessary to cause the Loans and funded and unfunded participations in
Letters of Credit and Swingline Loans to be held on a pro rata basis by the Lenders in accordance
Lender will cease to be a Defaulting Lender; provided, that, no adjustments will be made
retroactively with respect to fees accrued or payments made by or on behalf of the Borrower while
that Lender was a Defaulting Lender; provided, further, that, except to the extent otherwise
expressly agreed by the affected parties, no change hereunder from Defaulting Lender to Lender
will constitute a waiver or release of any claim of any party hereunder arising from that Lender’s
having been a Defaulting Lender.

(c) New Swingline Loans/Letters of Credit. So long as any Revolving Lender is a
Defaulting Lender, (i) the Swingline Lender shall not be required to fund any Swingline Loans
unless it is satisfied that it will have no Fronting Exposure after giving effect to such Swingline
Loan, and (ii) the L/C Issuers shall not be required to issue, extend, increase, reinstate or renew any
Letter of Credit unless it is satisfied that it will have no Fronting Exposure after giving effect
thereto.

ARTICLE 111
TAXES, YIELD PROTECTION AND ILLEGALITY
Taxes.

(a) Defined Terms. For purposes of this Section 3.01, the term “applicable Law”
includes FATCA and the term “Lender” includes each L/C Issuer.

(b) Payments Free of Taxes; Obligation to Withhold; Payments on Account of Taxes.
Any and all payments by or on account of any obligation of any Loan Party under any
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Loan Document shall be made without deduction or withholding for any Taxes, except as required
by applicable Laws. If any applicable Laws (as determined in the good faith discretion of an
applicable Withholding Agent) require the deduction or withholding of any Tax from any such
payment by a Withholding Agent, then the applicable Withholding Agent shall be entitled to make
such deduction or withholding and shall timely pay the full amount deducted or withheld to the
relevant Governmental Authority in accordance with applicable Law and, if such Tax is an
Indemnified Tax, then the sum payable by the applicable Loan Party shall be increased as necessary
so that after any required withholding or the making of all required deductions (including
deductions and withholdings applicable to additional sums payable under this Section 3.01) the
applicable Recipient receives an amount equal to the sum it would have received had no such
withholding or deduction been made.

() Payment of Other Taxes by the Loan Parties. The Loan Parties shall timely pay to
the relevant Governmental Authority in accordance with applicable Law, or at the option of the
Administrative Agent timely reimburse it for the payment of, any Other Taxes.

(d) Tax Indemnifications.

@) Each of the Loan Parties shall, and does hereby, jointly and severally
indemnify each Recipient, and shall make payment in respect thereof within ten (10) days
after demand therefor, for the full amount of any Indemnified Taxes (including Indemnified
Taxes imposed or asserted on or attributable to amounts payable under this Section 3.01)
payable or paid by such Recipient or required to be withheld or deducted from a payment to
such Recipient, and any penalties, interest and reasonable expenses arising therefrom or
with respect thereto, whether or not such Indemnified Taxes were correctly or legally
imposed or asserted by the relevant Governmental Authority. A certificate as to the amount
of such payment or liability delivered to the Borrower by a Lender (with a copy to the
Administrative Agent), or by the Administrative Agent on its own behalf or on behalf of a
Lender, shall be conclusive absent manifest error.

(i1) Each Lender shall, and does hereby, severally indemnify and shall make
payment in respect thereof within ten (10) days after demand therefor, (A) the
Administrative Agent against any Indemnified Taxes attributable to such Lender (but only
to the extent that any Loan Party has not already indemnified the Administrative Agent for
such Indemnified Taxes and without limiting the obligation of the Loan Parties to do so),
(B) the Administrative Agent and—the—toan—Parties;—as—appteable;—against any Taxes
attributable to such Lender’s failure to comply with the provisions of Section 11.06(d)
relating to the maintenance of a Participant Register, and (C) the Administrative Agent and
the-LoanParties;as-apphieable;against any Excluded Taxes attributable to such Lender, in
each case, that are payable or paid by the Administrative Agent or—a—tean—Party—in
connection with any Loan Document, and any reasonable expenses arising therefrom or
with respect thereto, whether or not such Taxes were correctly or legally imposed or
asserted by the relevant Governmental Authority. A certificate as to the amount of such
payment or liability delivered to any Lender by the Administrative Agent shall be
conclusive absent manifest error. Each Lender hereby authorizes the Administrative Agent
to set off and apply any and all amounts at any time owing to such Lender under any Loan
Document or otherwise payable by the Administrative Agent to the Lender from any other
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(e) Evidence of Payments. As soon as practicable after any payment of Taxes by any
Loan Party to a Governmental Authority, as provided in this Section 3.01, the Borrower shall
deliver to the Administrative Agent the original or a certified copy of a receipt issued by such
Governmental Authority evidencing such payment, a copy of any return reporting such payment or
other evidence of such payment reasonably satisfactory to the Administrative Agent.

® Status of Lenders; Tax Documentation.

1) Any Lender that is entitled to an exemption from or reduction of
withholding Tax with respect to payments made under any Loan Document shall deliver to
the Borrower and the Administrative Agent, at the time or times reasonably requested by
the Borrower or the Administrative Agent, such properly completed and executed
documentation reasonably requested by the Borrower or the Administrative Agent as will
permit such payments to be made without withholding or at a reduced rate of withholding.

In addition, any Lender, if reasonably requested by the Borrower or the Administrative
Agent, shall deliver such other documentation prescribed by applicable Law or reasonably
requested by the Borrower or the Administrative Agent as will enable the Borrower or the
Administrative Agent to determine whether or not such Lender is subject to backup
withholding or information reporting requirements. Notwithstanding anything to the
contrary in the preceding two sentences, the completion, execution and submission of such

completion, execution or submission would subject such Lender to any material
unreimbursed cost or expense or would materially prejudice the legal or commercial
position of such Lender.

(i1) Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, in the event that the
Borrower is a U.S. Person,

(A) any Lender that is a U.S. Person shall deliver to the Borrower and
the Administrative Agent on or prior to the date on which such Lender becomes a
Lender under this Agreement (and from time to time thereafter upon the reasonable
request of the Borrower or the Administrative Agent), executed copies of IRS Form
W-9 certifying that such Lender is exempt from U.S. federal backup withholding
tax;

3B) any Foreign Lender shall, to the extent it is legally entitled to do
so, deliver to the Borrower and the Administrative Agent (in such number of copies
as shall be requested by the recipient) on or prior to the date on which such Foreign
Lender becomes a Lender under this Agreement (and from time to time thereafter
upon the reasonable request of the Borrower or the Administrative Agent),
whichever of the following is applicable:

1) in the case of a Foreign Lender claiming the benefits of an
income tax treaty to which the United States is a party (x) with respect to
payments of interest under any Loan Document, executed copies of IRS
Form W-8BEN-E (or W-8BEN, as applicable) establishing an exemption
from, or reduction of, U.S. federal withholding Tax pursuant to the
“Interest” article of such tax treaty, and (y) with respect to any other
applicable payments under any Loan Document, IRS Form W-8BEN-E (or
W-8BEN, as applicable) establishing an exemption from, or
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reduction of, U.S. federal withholding Tax pursuant to the “business
profits” or “other income™ article of such tax treaty;

) executed copies of IRS Form W-8ECI,

3) in the case of a Foreign Lender claiming the benefits of the
exemption for portfolio interest under Section 881(c) of the Code, (x) a
certificate substantially in the form of Exhibit J-1 to the effect that such
Foreign Lender is not a “bank” within the meaning of Section 881(c)(3)(A)
of the Code, a “10 percent sharcholder” of the Borrower within the
meaning of Section 881(c)(3)(B) of the Code, or a “controlled foreign
corporation” described in Section 881(c)(3)(C) of the Code (a “U.S. Tax
Compliance Certificate™), and (y) executed copies of IRS Form W-8BEN-E
(or W-8BEN, as applicable); or

upon the reasonable request of the Borrower or the Administrative Agent),
executed copies (or originals, as required) of any other form prescribed by
applicable Law as a basis for claiming exemption from or a reduction in U.S.
federal withholding Tax, duly completed, together with such supplementary
documentation as may be prescribed by applicable Law to permit the Borrower or
the Administrative Agent to determine the withholding or deduction required to be

(2) Treatment of Certain Refunds. Unless required by applicable Laws, at no time
shall the Administrative Agent have any obligation to file for or otherwise pursue on behalf of a
Lender, or have any obligation to pay to any Lender, any refund of Taxes withheld or deducted from
funds paid for the account of such Lender. If any Recipient determines, in its sole discretion
exercised in good faith, that it has received a refund of any Taxes as to which it has been
indemnified by any Loan Party or with respect to which any Loan Party has paid additional
amounts pursuant to this Section 3.01, it shall pay to such Loan Party an amount equal to such
refund (but only to the extent of indemnity payments made, or additional amounts paid, by such
Loan Party under this Section 3.01 with respect to the Taxes giving rise to such refund), net of all
out-of-pocket expenses (including Taxes) incurred by such Recipient, as the case may be, and
without interest (other than any interest paid by the relevant Governmental Authority with respect
to such refund); provided, that, each Loan Party, upon the request of the Recipient, agrees to repay
the amount paid over to such Loan Party (plus any penalties, interest or other charges imposed by
the relevant Governmental Authority) to the Recipient in the event the Recipient is required to
repay such refund to such Governmental Authority. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in
this Section 3.01(g), in no event will the applicable Recipient be required to pay any amount to such
Loan Party pursuant to this Section 3.01(g) the payment of which would place the Recipient in a
less favorable net after-Tax position than such Recipient would have been in if the Tax subject to
indemnification and giving rise to such refund had not been deducted, withheld or otherwise
imposed and the indemnification payments or additional amounts with respect to such Tax had
never been paid. This Section 3.01(g) shall not be construed to require any Recipient to make
available its tax returns (or any other information relating to its Taxes that it deems confidential) to
any Loan Party or any other Person.

(h) Survival. Each party’s obligations under this Section 3.01 shall survive the
resignation or replacement of the Administrative Agent or any assignment of rights by, or the
replacement of, a Lender, the termination of the Commitments and the repayment, satisfaction or
discharge of all other Obligations.

Nlegality.

If any Lender determines that any Law has made it unlawful, or that any Governmental Authority

has asserted that it is unlawful, for any Lender or its Lending Office to perform any of its obligations
hereunder or to make, maintain or fund or charge interest with respect to any Credit Extension, or to
determine or charge interest rates based upon SOFR or Term SOFR, then, on notice thereof by such Lender
to the Borrower through the Administrative Agent, (a) any obligation of such Lender to perform such
obligations, to issue, make, maintain, fund or charge interest with respect to any such Credit Extension or to
continue Term SOFR Loans or to convert Base Rate Loans to Term SOFR Loans shall be suspended, and
(b) if such notice asserts the illegality of such Lender making or maintaining Base Rate Loans the interest
rate on which is determined by reference to the Term SOFR component of the Base Rate, the interest rate on
which Base Rate Loans of such Lender shall, if necessary to avoid such
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illegality, be determined by the Administrative Agent without reference to the Term SOFR component of
the Base Rate, in each case until such Lender notifies the Administrative Agent and the Borrower that the
circumstances giving rise to such determination no longer exist. Upon receipt of such notice, (i) the
Borrower shall, upon demand from such Lender (with a copy to the Administrative Agent), prepay or, if
applicable, convert all Term SOFR Loans of such Lender to Base Rate Loans (the interest rate on which
Base Rate Loans of such Lender shall, if necessary to avoid such illegality, be determined by the
Administrative Agent without reference to the Term SOFR component of the Base Rate), either on the last
day of the Interest Period therefor, if such Lender may lawfully continue to maintain such Term SOFR
Loans to such day, or immediately, if such Lender may not lawfully continue to maintain such Term SOFR
Loans, and (ii) if such notice asserts the illegality of such Lender determining or charging interest rates
based upon SOFR or Term SOFR, the Administrative Agent shall during the period of such suspension
compute the Base Rate applicable to such Lender without reference to the Term SOFR component thereof
until the Administrative Agent is advised in writing by such Lender that it is no longer illegal for such
Lender to determine or charge interest rates based upon SOFR or Term SOFR. Upon any such prepayment
or conversion, the Borrower shall also pay accrued interest on the amount so prepaid or converted, together
with any additional amounts required pursuant to Section 3.05.

(a) If in connection with any request for a Term SOFR Loan or a conversion to or
continuation thereof, (i) the Administrative Agent determines (which determination shall be
conclusive absent manifest error) that (A) no Successor Rate has been determined in accordance

Agent or the Required Lenders determine that for any reason that Term SOFR for any requested
Interest Period with respect to a proposed Loan does not adequately and fairly reflect the cost to
such Lenders of funding such Loan, the Administrative Agent will promptly so notify the Borrower
and each Lender. Thereafter, (1) the obligation of the Lenders to make or maintain Term SOFR
Loans, or to convert Base Rate Loans to Term SOFR Loans, shall be suspended (to the extent of the
affected Term SOFR Loans or Interest Periods), and (2) in the event of a determination described in
the preceding sentence with respect to the Term SOFR component of the Base Rate, the utilization
of the Term SOFR component in determining the Base Rate shall be suspended, in each case until
the Administrative Agent (or, in the case of a determination by the Required Lenders described in

Payment Date, as applicable, for interest calculated and, solely with respect to clause (ii) above, no
later than the Scheduled Unavailability Date, Term SOFR will be replaced hereunder and under any
other Loan Document with Daily Simple SOFR, plus the SOFR Adjustment for any payment period
for interest calculated that can be determined by the Administrative Agent, in each case, without
any amendment to, or further action or consent of any other party to, this Agreement or any other
Loan Document (the “Successor Rate”). If the Successor Rate is Daily Simple SOFR, plus the
SOFR Adjustment, all interest payments will be payable on a monthly basis.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, (a) if the Administrative Agent determines
that Daily Simple SOFR is not available on or prior to the Term SOFR Replacement Date, or (b) if
the events or circumstances of the type described in Section 3.03(b)(i) or (ii) have occurred with
respect to the Successor Rate then in effect, then, in each case, the Administrative Agent and the
Borrower may amend this Agreement solely for the purpose of replacing Term SOFR or any then-
current Successor Rate in accordance with this Section 3.03(b) at the end of any Interest Period,
relevant Interest Payment Date or payment period for interest calculated, as applicable, with an
alternative benchmark rate giving due consideration to any evolving or then-existing convention for
similar Dollar-denominated credit facilities syndicated and agented in the United States for such
alternative benchmark and, in each case, including any mathematical or other adjustments to such
benchmark giving due consideration to any evolving or then-existing convention for similar Dollar-
denominated credit facilities syndicated and agented in the United States for such benchmark,
which adjustment or method for calculating such adjustment shall be published on an information
service as selected by the Administrative Agent from time to time in its reasonable discretion and
may be periodically updated. For the avoidance of doubt, any such proposed rate and adjustments,
shall constitute a “Successor Rate”.

maintaining any Letter of Credit (or of maintaining its obligation to participate in or to issue any
Letter of Credit), or to reduce the amount of any sum received or receivable by such Lender or such

Lender or such L/C Issuer, the Borrower will pay to such Lender or such L/C Issuer, as the case
may be, such additional amount or amounts as will compensate such Lender or such L/C Issuer, as
the case may be, for such additional costs incurred or reduction suffered.

often as may be desired, during normal business hours and without advance notice; provided, further, that,
notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, neither the Borrower nor any of its Subsidiaries shall be
required to disclose, permit the inspection, examination or making of copies of or taking abstracts from, or
discuss any document, information or other matter (a) that constitutes non-financial trade secrets or non-
financial proprietary information of the Borrower and its Subsidiaries (and/or any such information of any
of their respective customers and/or suppliers), (b) in respect of which disclosure to the Administrative
Agent or any Lender (or any of their respective representatives or agents) is prohibited by applicable Law,
(c) that is subject to attorney-client or similar privilege or constitutes attorney work product, or (d) in
respect of which the Borrower or such Subsidiary owes confidentiality obligations (to the extent not created
in contemplation of the Borrower’s or such Subsidiary’s obligations under this Section 6.10) to any third

party.

Any Loan Party or any Subsidiary institutes or
consents to the institution of any proceeding under any Debtor Relief Law, or makes an assignment
for the benefit of creditors; or applies for or consents to the appointment of any receiver, trustee,
custodian, conservator, liquidator, rehabilitator or similar officer for it or for all or any material part
of its property; or any receiver, trustee, custodian, conservator, liquidator, rehabilitator or similar
officer is appointed without the application or consent of such Person and the appointment
continues undischarged or unstayed for sixty (60) days; or any proceeding under any Debtor Relief
Law relating to any such Person or to all or any material part of its property is
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instituted without the consent of such Person and continues undismissed or unstayed for sixty (60)
days, or an order for relief is entered in any such proceeding; or

(2) Inability to Pay Debts; Attachment. (i) Any Loan Party or any Subsidiary becomes
unable or admits in writing its inability or fails generally to pay its debts as they become due, or (ii)

Any material provision of any Loan Document, at
any time after its execution and delivery and for any reason other than as expressly permitted
hereunder or thereunder or upon the occurrence of the Facility Termination Date, ceases to be in full
force and effect; or any Loan Party or any other Person contests in any manner the validity or
enforceability of any provision of any Loan Document; or any Loan Party denies that it has any or
further liability or obligation under any provision of any Loan Document, or purports to revoke,
terminate or rescind any provision of any Loan Document; or it is or becomes unlawful for a Loan
Party to perform any of its material obligations under the Loan Documents; or

(k) Collateral Documents. Any Collateral Document after delivery thereof pursuant to
the terms of the Loan Documents shall for any reason cease to create a valid and perfected first
priority Lien (subject to Permitted Liens) on any material portion of the Collateral purported to be
covered thereby, or any Loan Party shall assert the invalidity of such Liens; or

)] Change of Control. There occurs any Change of Control.

Without limiting the provisions of Article IX, if a Default shall have occurred under the Loan
Documents, then such Default will continue to exist until it either is cured (to the extent specifically
permitted) in accordance with the Loan Documents or is otherwise expressly waived by the Administrative
Agent (with the approval of requisite Appropriate Lenders (in their sole discretion) as determined in
accordance with Section 11.01); and once an Event of Default occurs under the Loan Documents, then such
Event of Default will continue to exist until it is expressly waived by the requisite
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Appropriate Lenders or by the Administrative Agent with the approval of the requisite Appropriate Lenders,
as required hereunder in Section 11.01.

8.02  Remedies upon Event of Default.

If any Event of Default occurs and is continuing, the Administrative Agent shall, at the request of,
or may, with the consent of, the Required Lenders, take any or all of the following actions:

(a) declare the Commitments of each Lender to make Loans and any obligation of each
L/C Issuer to make L/C Credit Extensions to be terminated, whereupon such Commitments and
obligation shall be terminated;

(b) declare the unpaid principal amount of all outstanding Loans, all interest accrued
and unpaid thereon, and all other amounts owing or payable hereunder or under any other Loan
Document to be immediately due and payable, without presentment, demand, protest or other notice
of any kind, all of which are hereby expressly waived by the Borrower;

(c) require that the Borrower Cash Collateralize the L/C Obligations (in an amount
equal to the Minimum Collateral Amount with respect thereto); and

(d) exercise on behalf of itself, the Lenders and the L/C Issuers all rights and remedies
available to it, the Lenders and the L/C Issuers under the Loan Documents or applicable Law or
equity;

provided, that, upon the occurrence of an actual or deemed entry of an order for relief with respect to the
Borrower under the Bankruptcy Code of the United States, the obligation of each Lender to make Loans and
any obligation of each L/C Issuer to make L/C Credit Extensions shall automatically terminate, the unpaid
principal amount of all outstanding Loans and all interest and other amounts as aforesaid shall automatically
become due and payable, and the obligation of the Borrower to Cash Collateralize the L/C Obligations as
aforesaid shall automatically become effective, in each case without further act of the Administrative Agent
or any Lender.

8.03  Application of Funds.

After the exercise of remedies provided for in Section 8.02 (or after the Loans have automatically
become immediately due and payable and the L/C Obligations have automatically been required to be Cash
Collateralized as set forth in the proviso to Section 8.02) or if at any time insufficient funds are received by
and available to the Administrative Agent to pay fully all Secured Obligations then due hereunder, any
amounts received on account of the Secured Obligations shall, subject to the provisions of Sections 2.14 and
2.15, be applied by the Administrative Agent in the following order:

First, to payment of that portion of the Secured Obligations constituting fees, indemnities,
expenses and other amounts (including fees, charges and disbursements of counsel to the
Administrative Agent and amounts payable under Article III) payable to the Administrative Agent
in its capacity as such;

Second, to payment of that portion of the Secured Obligations constituting fees, indemnities
and other amounts (other than principal, interest and Letter of Credit Fees) payable to the Lenders
and the L/C Issuers (including fees, charges and disbursements of counsel to the respective Lenders
and the L/C Issuers) arising under the Loan Documents and amounts payable
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under Article III, ratably among them in proportion to the respective amounts described in this
clause Second payable to them;

Third, to payment of that portion of the Secured Obligations constituting accrued and
unpaid Letter of Credit Fees and interest on the Loans, L/C Disbursements and other Secured
Obligations arising under the Loan Documents, ratably among the Lenders and the L/C Issuers in
proportion to the respective amounts described in this clause Third payable to them;

Fourth, to payment of that portion of the Secured Obligations constituting unpaid principal
of the Loans, L/C Disbursements-and, Secured Obligations then owing under the Secured Hedge
Agreements—and, the Secured Cash Management Agreements and the Secured Bilateral Letters of
Credit,_and to the Administrative Agent for the account of the L/C Issuers, to Cash Collateralize
that portion of L/C Obligations comprised of the aggregate undrawn amount of Letters of Credit to
the extent required by, and not otherwise Cash Collateralized by the Borrower pursuant to, Sections
2.03 and 2.14, in each case ratably among the Administrative Agent, the Lenders, the L/C Issuers,
the Secured Hedge Banks-and, the Secured Cash Management Banks and the Secured Bilateral
Letter of Credit L/C Issuers in proportion to the respective amounts described in this clause Fourth
held by them; and

Last, the balance, if any, after all of the Secured Obligations have been indefeasibly paid in
full, to the Borrower or as otherwise required by Law.

Subject to Sections 2.03(q) and 2.14, amounts used to Cash Collateralize the aggregate undrawn
amount of Letters of Credit pursuant to clause Fourth above shall be applied to satisfy drawings
under such Letters of Credit as they occur. If any amount remains on deposit as Cash Collateral
after all Letters of Credit have either been fully drawn or expired, such remaining amount shall be
applied to the other Secured Obligations, if any, in the order set forth above. Excluded Swap
Obligations with respect to any Guarantor shall not be paid with amounts received from such
Guarantor or its assets, but appropriate adjustments shall be made with respect to payments from
other Loan Parties to preserve the allocation to Secured Obligations otherwise set forth above in
this Section 8.03.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, Secured Obligations arising under Secured Cash Management
Agreements-and, Secured Hedge Agreements and Secured Bilateral Letters of Credit shall be excluded from
the application described above if the Administrative Agent has not received a Secured Party Designation
Notice, together with such supporting documentation as the Administrative Agent may request, from the
applicable Cash Management Bank-er, the applicable Hedge Bank_or the applicable Bilateral Letter of
Credit L/C Issuer, as the case may be. Each Secured Cash Management Bank-er, each Secured Hedge Bank
and each Secured Bilateral Letter of Credit I/C Issuer that is not a party to this Agreement and that has
given the notice contemplated by the preceding sentence shall, by such notice, be deemed to have
acknowledged and accepted the appointment of the Administrative Agent pursuant to the terms of Article
IX for itself and its Affiliates as if a “Lender” party hereto.

ARTICLE IX
ADMINISTRATIVE AGENT

9.01  Appointment and Authority.

(a) Appointment. Each of the Lenders and the L/C Issuers hereby irrevocably
appoints, designates and authorizes Bank of America to act on its behalf as the Administrative
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Agent hereunder and under the other Loan Documents and authorizes the Administrative Agent to
take such actions on its behalf and to exercise such powers as are delegated to the Administrative
Agent by the terms hereof or thereof, together with such actions and powers as are reasonably
incidental thereto. The provisions of this Article IX are solely for the benefit of the Administrative
Agent, the Lenders and the L/C Issuers, and neither the Borrower nor any other Loan Party shall
have rights as a third party beneficiary of any of such provisions. It is understood and agreed that
the use of the term “agent” herein or in any other Loan Documents (or any other similar term) with
reference to the Administrative Agent is not intended to connote any fiduciary or other implied (or
express) obligations arising under agency doctrine of any applicable Law. Instead such term is used
as a matter of market custom, and is intended to create or reflect only an administrative relationship
between contracting parties.

(b) Collateral Agent. The Administrative Agent shall also act as the “collateral agent”
under the Loan Documents, and each of the Lenders (including in its capacities as a potential
Secured Hedge Bank-and, a potential Secured Cash Management Bank_and a potential Secured
Bilateral Letter of Credit [/C Issuer) and the L/C Issuers hereby irrevocably appoints and
authorizes the Administrative Agent to act as the agent of such Lender and such L/C Issuer for
purposes of acquiring, holding and enforcing any and all Liens on Collateral granted by any of the
Loan Parties to secure any of the Secured Obligations, together with such powers and discretion as
are reasonably incidental thereto. In this connection, the Administrative Agent, as “collateral
agent” and any co-agents, sub-agents and attorneys-in-fact appointed by the Administrative Agent
pursuant to Section 9.05 for purposes of holding or enforcing any Lien on the Collateral (or any
portion thereof) granted under the Collateral Documents, or for exercising any rights and remedies
thereunder at the direction of the Administrative Agent, shall be entitled to the benefits of all
provisions of this Article IX and Article XI (including Section 11.04(c), as though such co-agents,
sub-agents and attorneys-in-fact were the “collateral agent” under the Loan Documents) as if set
forth in full herein with respect thereto.

9.02  Rights as a Lender.

The Person serving as the Administrative Agent hereunder shall have the same rights and powers in
its capacity as a Lender as any other Lender and may exercise the same as though it were not the
Administrative Agent and the term “Lender” or “Lenders” shall, unless otherwise expressly indicated or
unless the context otherwise requires, include the Person serving as the Administrative Agent hereunder in
its individual capacity. Such Person and its Affiliates may accept deposits from, lend money to, own
securities of, act as the financial advisor or in any other advisory capacity for and generally engage in any
kind of banking, trust, financial, advisory, underwriting or other business with any Loan Party or any
Subsidiary or other Affiliate thereof as if such Person were not the Administrative Agent hereunder and
without any duty to account therefor to the Lenders or to provide notice to or consent of the Lenders with
respect thereto.

9.03  Exculpatory Provisions.

(a) Neither the Administrative Agent nor any Arranger, as applicable, shall have any
duties or obligations except those expressly set forth herein and in the other Loan Documents, and
its duties hereunder shall be administrative in nature. Without limiting the generality of the
foregoing, none of the Administrative Agent, any Arranger, or any of their respective Related
Parties:

(1) shall be subject to any fiduciary or other implied duties, regardless of

whether a Default has occurred and is continuing;
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9.04

(i1) shall have any duty to take any discretionary action or exercise any
discretionary powers, except discretionary rights and powers expressly contemplated
hereby or by the other Loan Documents that the Administrative Agent is required to
exercise as directed in writing by the Required Lenders (or such other number or
percentage of the Lenders as shall be expressly provided for herein or in the other Loan
Documents); provided, that, the Administrative Agent shall not be required to take any
action that, in its opinion or the opinion of its counsel, may expose the Administrative
Agent to liability or that is contrary to any Loan Document or applicable Law, including for
the avoidance of doubt any action that may be in violation of the automatic stay under any
Debtor Relief Law or that may effect a forfeiture, modification or termination of property
of a Defaulting Lender in violation of any Debtor Relief Law; or

(iii)  shall have any duty or responsibility to disclose, and shall not be liable for
the failure to disclose, to any Lender or any L/C Issuer any credit or other information
concerning the business, prospects, operations, property, financial and other condition or
creditworthiness of any of the Loan Parties or any of their Affiliates that is communicated
to, or in the possession of, the Administrative Agent, such Arranger or any of their
respective Related Parties in any capacity, except for notices, reports and other documents
expressly required to be furnished to the Lenders by the Administrative Agent herein.

(b) Neither the Administrative Agent nor any of its Related Parties shall be liable for
any action taken or not taken by the Administrative Agent under or in connection with this
Agreement or any other Loan Document or the transactions contemplated hereby or thereby (i) with
the consent or at the request of the Required Lenders (or such other number or percentage of the
Lenders as shall be necessary), or as the Administrative Agent shall believe in good faith shall be
necessary, under the circumstances as provided in Sections 11.01 and 8.02), or (ii) in the absence of
its own gross negligence or willful misconduct as determined by a court of competent jurisdiction
by final and nonappealable judgment. The Administrative Agent shall be deemed not to have
knowledge of any Default unless and until notice describing such Default is given in writing to the
Administrative Agent by the Borrower, a Lender or an L/C Issuer.

(c) Neither the Administrative Agent nor any of its Related Parties have any duty or
obligation to any Lender or participant or any other Person to ascertain or inquire into (i) any
statement, warranty or representation made in or in connection with this Agreement or any other
Loan Document, (ii) the contents of any certificate, report or other document delivered hereunder or
thereunder or in connection herewith or therewith, (iii) the performance or observance of any of the
covenants, agreements or other terms or conditions set forth herein or therein or the occurrence of
any Default, (iv) the validity, enforceability, effectiveness or genuineness of this Agreement, any
other Loan Document or any other agreement, instrument or document, or the creation, perfection
or priority of any Lien purported to be created by the Collateral Documents, (v) the value or the
sufficiency of any Collateral, or (vi) the satisfaction of any condition set forth in Article IV or
elsewhere herein, other than to confirm receipt of items expressly required to be delivered to the
Administrative Agent.

Reliance by Administrative Agent.

The Administrative Agent shall be entitled to rely upon, and shall be fully protected in relying and

shall not incur any liability for relying upon, any notice, request, certificate, communication, consent,
statement, instrument, document or other writing (including any electronic message, Internet or intranet
website posting or other distribution) believed by it to be genuine and to have been signed, sent or
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otherwise authenticated by the proper Person. The Administrative Agent also may rely upon any statement
made to it orally or by telephone and believed by it to have been made by the proper Person, and shall be
fully protected in relying and shall not incur any liability for relying thereon. In determining compliance
with any condition hereunder to the making of a Loan, or the issuance, extension, renewal or increase of a
Letter of Credit, that by its terms must be fulfilled to the satisfaction of a Lender or an L/C Issuer, the
Administrative Agent may presume that such condition is satisfactory to such Lender or such L/C Issuer
unless the Administrative Agent shall have received notice to the contrary from such Lender or such L/C
Issuer prior to the making of such Loan or the issuance of such Letter of Credit. The Administrative Agent
may consult with legal counsel (who may be counsel for the Loan Parties), independent accountants and
other experts selected by it, and shall not be liable for any action taken or not taken by it in accordance with
the advice of any such counsel, accountants or experts. For purposes of determining compliance with the
conditions specified in Section 4-6+2 of the Third Amendment, each Lender that has signed this
Agreementthe Third Amendment shall be deemed to have consented to, approved or accepted or to be
satisfied with, each document or other matter required thereunder to be consented to or approved by or
acceptable or satisfactory to a Lender unless the Administrative Agent shall have received notice from such
Lender prior to the proposed €tesitigThird Amendment Effective Date specifying its objections.

9.05  Delegation of Duties.

The Administrative Agent may perform any and all of its duties and exercise its rights and powers
hereunder or under any other Loan Document by or through any one or more sub-agents appointed by the
Administrative Agent. The Administrative Agent and any such sub-agent may perform any and all of its
duties and exercise its rights and powers by or through their respective Related Parties. The exculpatory
provisions of this Article IX shall apply to any such sub-agent and to the Related Parties of the
Administrative Agent and any such sub-agent, and shall apply to their respective activities in connection
with the syndication of the Facilities as well as activities as Administrative Agent. The Administrative
Agent shall not be responsible for the negligence or misconduct of any sub-agents except to the extent that a
court of competent jurisdiction determines in a final and nonappealable judgment that the Administrative
Agent acted with gross negligence or willful misconduct in the selection of such sub-agents.

9.06  Resignation of Administrative Agent.

(a) Notice. The Administrative Agent may at any time give notice of its resignation to
the Lenders, the L/C Issuers and the Borrower. Upon receipt of any such notice of resignation, the
Required Lenders shall have the right, in consultation with the Borrower, and, at all times other than
during the existence of an Event of Default, with the Borrower’s consent (such consent not to be
unreasonably withheld), to appoint a successor, which shall be a bank with an office in the United
States, or an Affiliate of any such bank with an office in the United States. If no such successor
shall have been so appointed by the Required Lenders and shall have accepted such appointment
within thirty (30) days after the retiring Administrative Agent gives notice of its resignation (or
such earlier day as shall be agreed by the Required Lenders) (the “Resignation Effective Date”),
then the retiring Administrative Agent may (but shall not be obligated to) on behalf of the Lenders
and the L/C Issuers, appoint a successor Administrative Agent meeting the qualifications set forth
above; provided, that, in no event shall any successor Administrative Agent be a Defaulting Lender.

Whether or not a successor has been appointed, such resignation shall become effective in
accordance with such notice on the Resignation Effective Date.

(b) Defaulting Lender. If the Person serving as Administrative Agent is a Defaulting
Lender pursuant to clause (d) of the definition thereof, the Required Lenders may, to the extent
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permitted by applicable Law, by notice in writing to the Borrower and such Person remove such
Person as Administrative Agent and, in consultation with the Borrower, and, at all times other than
during the existence of an Event of Default, with the Borrower’s consent (such consent not to be
unreasonably withheld), appoint a successor. If no such successor shall have been so appointed by
the Required Lenders and shall have accepted such appointment within thirty (30) days (or such
earlier day as shall be agreed by the Required Lenders) (the “Removal Effective Date”), then such
removal shall nonetheless become effective in accordance with such notice on the Removal
Effective Date.

(c) Effect of Resignation or Removal. With effect from the Resignation Effective Date
or the Removal Effective Date (as applicable), (i) the retiring or removed Administrative Agent
shall be discharged from its duties and obligations hereunder and under the other Loan Documents
(except that in the case of any collateral security held by the Administrative Agent on behalf of the
Lenders or the L/C Issuers under any of the Loan Documents, the retiring or removed
Administrative Agent shall continue to hold such collateral security until such time as a successor
Administrative Agent is appointed), and (ii) except for any indemnity payments or other amounts
then owed to the retiring or removed Administrative Agent, all payments, communications and
determinations provided to be made by, to or through the Administrative Agent shall instead be
made by or to each Lender and each L/C Issuer directly, until such time, if any, as the Required
Lenders appoint a successor Administrative Agent as provided for above. Upon the acceptance of a
successor’s appointment as Administrative Agent hereunder, such successor shall succeed to and
become vested with all of the rights, powers, privileges and duties of the retiring or removed
Administrative Agent (other than as provided in Section 3.01(h) and other than any rights to
indemnity payments or other amounts owed to the retiring or removed Administrative Agent as of
the Resignation Effective Date or the Removal Effective Date (as applicable)), and the retiring or
removed Administrative Agent shall be discharged from all of its duties and obligations hereunder
or under the other Loan Documents (if not already discharged therefrom as provided above in this
Section 9.06(c)). The fees payable by the Borrower to a successor Administrative Agent shall be
the same as those payable to its predecessor unless otherwise agreed between the Borrower and
such successor. After the retiring or removed Administrative Agent’s resignation or removal
hereunder and under the other Loan Documents, the provisions of this Article IX and Section 11.04
shall continue in effect for the benefit of such retiring or removed Administrative Agent, its sub-
agents and their respective Related Parties in respect of any actions taken or omitted to be taken by
any of them (A) while the retiring or removed Administrative Agent was acting as Administrative
Agent,_and (B)_after such resignation or removal for as long as any of them continues to act in any
capacity hereunder or under the other Loan Documents, including (1) _acting_as collateral agent or
otherwise holding any collateral security on behalf of any of the Secured Parties, and (2)_in respect
of any actions taken in connection with transferring_the agency to any successor Administrative
Agent.

(d) L/C Issuer and Swingline Lender. Any resignation or removal by Bank of America
as Administrative Agent pursuant to this Section 9.06 shall also constitute its resignation as an L/C
Issuer and the Swingline Lender. If Bank of America resigns as an L/C Issuer, it shall retain all the
rights, powers, privileges and duties of an L/C Issuer hereunder with respect to all Letters of Credit
issued by it and outstanding as of the effective date of its resignation as an L/C Issuer and all L/C
Obligations with respect thereto, including the right to require the Revolving Lenders to make
Revolving Loans that are Base Rate Loans or fund risk participations in Unreimbursed Amounts
pursuant to Section 2.03(f). If Bank of America resigns as the Swingline Lender, it shall retain all
the rights of the Swingline Lender provided for hereunder with respect to Swingline Loans made by
it and outstanding as of the effective date of such resignation, including the right to require the
Revolving Lenders to make Revolving Loans that are Base Rate
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Loans or fund risk participations in outstanding Swingline Loans pursuant to Section 2.04(c). Upon
the appointment by the Borrower of a successor L/C Issuer or Swingline Lender hereunder (which
successor shall in all cases be a Lender other than a Defaulting Lender), (i) such successor shall
succeed to and become vested with all of the rights, powers, privileges and duties of the retiring L/C
Issuer or Swingline Lender, as applicable, (ii) the retiring L/C Issuer and Swingline Lender shall be
discharged from all of their respective duties and obligations hereunder or under the other Loan
Documents, and (iii) the successor L/C Issuer shall issue Letters of Credit in substitution for the
Letters of Credit, if any, outstanding at the time of such succession or make other arrangements
satisfactory to Bank of America to effectively assume the obligations of Bank of America with
respect to such Letters of Credit.

9.07  Non-Reliance on Administrative Agent, Arrangers and Other Lenders.

Each Lender and each L/C Issuer expressly acknowledges that none of the Administrative Agent
nor any Arranger has made any representation or warranty to it, and that no act by the Administrative Agent
or any Arranger hereafter taken, including any consent to, and acceptance of any assignment or review of
the affairs of any Loan Party or any Affiliate thereof, shall be deemed to constitute any representation or
warranty by the Administrative Agent or any Arranger to any Lender or any L/C Issuer as to any matter,
including whether the Administrative Agent or any Arranger have disclosed material information in their
(or their respective Related Parties’) possession. Each Lender and each L/C Issuer represents to the
Administrative Agent and each Arranger that it has, independently and without reliance upon the
Administrative Agent, such Arranger, any other Lender or any of their respective Related Parties, and based
on such documents and information as it has deemed appropriate, made its own credit analysis of, appraisal
of, and investigation into, the business, prospects, operations, property, financial and other condition and
creditworthiness of the Borrower and its Subsidiaries, and all applicable bank or other regulatory Laws
relating to the transactions contemplated hereby, and made its own decision to enter into this Agreement and
to extend credit to the Borrower hereunder. Each Lender and each L/C Issuer also acknowledges that it
will, independently and without reliance upon the Administrative Agent, any Arranger, any other Lender or
any of their respective Related Parties, and based on such documents and information as it shall from time
to time deem appropriate, continue to make its own credit analysis, appraisals and decisions in taking or not
taking action under or based upon this Agreement, any other Loan Document or any related agreement or
any document furnished hereunder or thereunder, and to make such investigations as it deems necessary to
inform itself as to the business, prospects, operations, property, financial and other condition and
creditworthiness of the Loan Parties. Each Lender and each L/C Issuer represents and warrants that (a) the
Loan Documents set forth the terms of a commercial lending facility, and (b) it is engaged in making,
acquiring or holding commercial loans in the ordinary course and is entering into this Agreement as a
Lender or an L/C Issuer for the purpose of making, acquiring or holding commercial loans and providing
other facilities set forth herein as may be applicable to such Lender or such L/C Issuer, and not for the
purpose of purchasing, acquiring or holding any other type of financial instrument, and each Lender and
each L/C Issuer agrees not to assert a claim in contravention of the foregoing. Each Lender and each L/C
Issuer represents and warrants that it is sophisticated with respect to decisions to make, acquire and/or hold
commercial loans and to provide other facilities set forth herein, as may be applicable to such Lender or
such L/C Issuer, and either it, or the Person exercising discretion in making its decision to make, acquire
and/or hold such commercial loans or to provide such other facilities, is experienced in making, acquiring or
holding such commercial loans or providing such other facilities.

9.08  No Other Duties, Etc.

Anything herein to the contrary notwithstanding, none of the titles listed on the cover page hereof
shall have any powers, duties or responsibilities under this Agreement or any of the other Loan
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Documents, except in its capacity, as applicable, as the Administrative Agent, an Arranger, a Lender or an
L/C Issuer hereunder.

9.09  Administrative Agent May File Proofs of Claim; Credit Bidding.

In case of the pendency of any proceeding under any Debtor Relief Law or any other judicial
proceeding relative to any Loan Party, the Administrative Agent (irrespective of whether the principal of
any Loan or L/C Obligation shall then be due and payable as herein expressed or by declaration or
otherwise and irrespective of whether the Administrative Agent shall have made any demand on the
Borrower) shall be entitled and empowered, by intervention in such proceeding or otherwise:

(a) to file and prove a claim for the whole amount of the principal and interest owing
and unpaid in respect of the Loans, L/C Obligations and all other Secured Obligations that are
owing and unpaid and to file such other documents as may be necessary or advisable in order to
have the claims of the Lenders, the L/C Issuers and the Administrative Agent (including any claim
for the reasonable compensation, expenses, disbursements and advances of the Lenders, the L/C
Issuers and the Administrative Agent and their respective agents and counsel and all other amounts
due the Lenders, the L/C Issuers and the Administrative Agent under Sections 2.03(1) and (m), 2.09,
2.10(b) and 11.04) allowed in such judicial proceeding; and

(b) to collect and receive any monies or other property payable or deliverable on any
such claims and to distribute the same;

and any custodian, receiver, assignee, trustee, liquidator, sequestrator or other similar official in any such
judicial proceeding is hereby authorized by each Lender and each L/C Issuer to make such payments to the
Administrative Agent and, in the event that the Administrative Agent shall consent to the making of such
payments directly to the Lenders and the L/C Issuers, to pay to the Administrative Agent any amount due
for the reasonable compensation, expenses, disbursements and advances of the Administrative Agent and its
agents and counsel, and any other amounts due the Administrative Agent under Sections 2.09, 2.10(b) and
11.04.

Nothing contained herein shall be deemed to authorize the Administrative Agent to authorize or
consent to or accept or adopt on behalf of any Lender or any L/C Issuer any plan of reorganization,
arrangement, adjustment or composition affecting the Secured Obligations or the rights of any Lender or
any L/C Issuer to authorize the Administrative Agent to vote in respect of the claim of any Lender or any
L/C Issuer or in any such proceeding.

The Secured Parties hereby irrevocably authorize the Administrative Agent, at the direction of the
Required Lenders, to credit bid all or any portion of the Secured Obligations (including accepting some or
all of the Collateral in satisfaction of some or all of the Secured Obligations pursuant to a deed in lieu of
foreclosure or otherwise) and in such manner purchase (either directly or through one or more acquisition
vehicles) all or any portion of the Collateral (i) at any sale thereof conducted under the provisions of the
Bankruptcy Code of the United States, including under Sections 363, 1123 or 1129 of the Bankruptcy Code
of the United States, or any similar Laws in any other jurisdictions to which a Loan Party is subject, or (ii)
at any other sale or foreclosure or acceptance of collateral in lieu of debt conducted by (or with the consent
or at the direction of) the Administrative Agent (whether by judicial action or otherwise) in accordance with
any applicable Law. In connection with any such credit bid and purchase, the Secured Obligations owed to
the Secured Parties shall be entitled to be, and shall be, credit bid on a ratable basis (with Secured
Obligations with respect to contingent or unliquidated claims receiving contingent interests in the acquired
assets on a ratable basis that would vest upon the liquidation of such claims in an amount proportional to the
liquidated portion of the contingent claim amount used in allocating the contingent
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interests) in the asset or assets so purchased (or in the Equity Interests or debt instruments of the acquisition
vehicle or vehicles that are used to consummate such purchase). In connection with any such bid (A) the
Administrative Agent shall be authorized to form one or more acquisition vehicles to make a bid, (B) the
Administrative Agent shall be authorized to adopt documents providing for the governance of the
acquisition vehicle or vehicles (provided, that, any actions by the Administrative Agent with respect to such
acquisition vehicle or vehicles, including any disposition of the assets or Equity Interests thereof shall be
governed, directly or indirectly, by the vote of the Required Lenders, irrespective of the termination of this
Agreement and without giving effect to the limitations on actions by the Required Lenders contained in
Section 11.01), and (C) to the extent that Secured Obligations that are assigned to an acquisition vehicle are
not used to acquire Collateral for any reason (as a result of another bid being higher or better, because the
amount of Secured Obligations assigned to the acquisition vehicle exceeds the amount of debt credit bid by
the acquisition vehicle or otherwise), such Secured Obligations shall automatically be reassigned to the
Lenders pro rata and the Equity Interests and/or debt instruments issued by any acquisition vehicle on
account of the Secured Obligations that had been assigned to the acquisition vehicle shall automatically be
cancelled, without the need for any Secured Party or any acquisition vehicle to take any further action.

9.10  Collateral and Guaranty Matters.

Each of the Lenders (including in its capacities as a potential Secured Cash Management Bank,_a
potential Secured Hedge Bank, and a potential HedgeBankSecured Bilateral Letter of Credit L/C Issuer)
and each of the L/C Issuers irrevocably authorize the Administrative Agent, at its option and in its
discretion:

(a) to release any Lien on any property granted to or held by the Administrative Agent
under any Loan Document (i) upon the Facility Termination Date, (ii) that is sold or otherwise
disposed of or to be sold or otherwise disposed of as part of or in connection with any sale or other
disposition permitted hereunder or under any other Loan Document_to a Person that is not a Loan
Party, or (iii) if approved, authorized or ratified in writing by the Required Lenders in accordance
with Section 11.01;

(b) to subordinate any Lien on any property granted to or held by the Administrative
Agent under any Loan Document to the holder of any Lien on such property that is permitted by
Section 7.01(¢c);

(c) to release any Guarantor from its obligations under the Guaranty if such Person
ceases to be a Subsidiary as a result of a transaction permitted under the Loan Documents; and

(d) to negotiate, execute, deliver and perform any intercreditor agreement and/or any
subordination agreement in respect of any Indebtedness permitted to be incurred pursuant to Section
7.02.

Upon request by the Administrative Agent at any time, the Required Lenders will confirm in
writing the Administrative Agent’s authority to release or subordinate its interest in particular types or items
of property, or to release any Guarantor from its obligations under the Guaranty pursuant to this Section
9.10, or to take any other action described above in this Section 9.10. In each case as specified in this
Section 9.10, the Administrative Agent will, at the Borrower’s expense, execute and deliver to the
applicable Loan Party such documents as such Loan Party may reasonably request to evidence the release of
such item of Collateral from the assignment and security interest granted under the Collateral Documents or
to subordinate its interest in such item, or to release such Guarantor from its obligations
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under the Guaranty, in each case in accordance with the terms of the Loan Documents and this Section 9.10.

The Administrative Agent shall not be responsible for or have a duty to ascertain or inquire into any
representation or warranty regarding the existence, value or collectability of the Collateral, the existence,
priority or perfection of the Administrative Agent’s Lien thereon, or any certificate prepared by any Loan
Party in connection therewith, nor shall the Administrative Agent be responsible or liable to the Lenders for
any failure to monitor or maintain any portion of the Collateral.

9.11 Secured Cash Management Agreements—and, Secured Hedge Agreements and Secured Bilateral
Letters of Credit.

Except as otherwise expressly set forth herein, no Secured Cash Management Bank-er,_Secured
Hedge Bank or Secured Bilateral Letter of Credit L/C Issuer that obtains the benefit of the provisions of
Section 8.03, the Guaranty or any Collateral by virtue of the provisions hereof or any Collateral Document
shall have any right to notice of any action or to consent to, direct or object to any action hereunder or under
any other Loan Document or otherwise in respect of the Collateral (including the release or impairment of
any Collateral) (or to notice of or to consent to any amendment, waiver or modification of the provisions
hereof or of the Guaranty or any Collateral Document) other than in its capacity as a Lender and, in such
case, only to the extent expressly provided in the Loan Documents. Notwithstanding any other provision of
this Article IX to the contrary, the Administrative Agent shall not be required to verify the payment of, or
that other satisfactory arrangements have been made with respect to, Secured Obligations arising under or
with respect to Secured Cash Management Agreements—and, Secured Hedge Agreements_and Secured
Bilateral Letters of Credit, except to the extent expressly provided herein and unless the Administrative
Agent has received a Secured Party Designation Notice of such Secured Obligations, together with such
supporting documentation as the Administrative Agent may request, from the applicable Cash Management
Bank-or, the applicable Hedge Bank _or the applicable Bilateral Letter of Credit L/C Issuer, as the case may
be; provided, that, notwithstanding the foregoing, the Administrative Agent shall not be required to verify
the payment of, or that other satisfactory arrangements have been made with respect to, Secured Obligations
arising under or with respect to Secured Cash Management Agreements-and, Secured Hedge Agreements
and Secured Bilateral Letters of Credit in the case of a Facility Termination Date.

9.12  Certain ERISA Matters.

(a) Each Lender (x) represents and warrants, as of the date such Person became a
Lender party hereto, to, and (y) covenants, from the date such Person became a Lender party hereto
to the date such Person ceases being a Lender party hereto, for the benefit of, the Administrative
Agent and not, for the avoidance of doubt, to or for the benefit of the Borrower or any other Loan
Party, that at least one of the following is and will be true:

(1) such Lender is not using “plan assets” (within the meaning of Section 3(42)
of ERISA or otherwise) of one or more Benefit Plans with respect to such Lender’s
entrance into, participation in, administration of and performance of the Loans, the Letters
of Credit, the Commitments, or this Agreement,

(i1) the transaction exemption set forth in one or more PTEs, such as PTE 84—
14 (a class exemption for certain transactions determined by independent qualified
professional asset managers), PTE 95-60 (a class exemption for certain transactions
involving insurance company general accounts), PTE 90-1 (a class exemption for certain
transactions involving insurance company pooled separate accounts), PTE 91-38 (a class
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exemption for certain transactions involving bank collective investment funds) or PTE 96—
23 (a class exemption for certain transactions determined by in-house asset managers), is
applicable with respect to such Lender’s entrance into, participation in, administration of
and performance of the Loans, the Letters of Credit, the Commitments and this Agreement,

(i)  (A) such Lender is an investment fund managed by a “Qualified
Professional Asset Manager” (within the meaning of Part VI of PTE 84-14), (B) such
Qualified Professional Asset Manager made the investment decision on behalf of such
Lender to enter into, participate in, administer and perform the Loans, the Letters of Credit,
the Commitments and this Agreement, (C) the entrance into, participation in, administration
of and performance of the Loans, the Letters of Credit, the Commitments and this
Agreement satisfies the requirements of sub-sections (b) through (g) of Part I of PTE 84—
14, and (D) to the best knowledge of such Lender, the requirements of subsection (a) of Part
I of PTE 84-14 are satisfied with respect to such Lender’s entrance into, participation in,
administration of and performance of the Loans, the Letters of Credit, the Commitments
and this Agreement, or

@iv) such other representation, warranty and covenant as may be agreed in
writing between the Administrative Agent, in its sole discretion, and such Lender.

(b) In addition, unless either (1) clause (i) in the immediately preceding clause (a) is
true with respect to a Lender or (2) a Lender has provided another representation, warranty and
covenant in accordance with clause (iv) in the immediately preceding clause (a), such Lender
further (x) represents and warrants, as of the date such Person became a Lender party hereto, to, and
(y) covenants, from the date such Person became a Lender party hereto to the date such Person
ceases being a Lender party hereto, for the benefit of, the Administrative Agent and not, for the
avoidance of doubt, to or for the benefit of the Borrower or any other Loan Party, that the
Administrative Agent is not a fiduciary with respect to the assets of such Lender involved in such
Lender’s entrance into, participation in, administration of and performance of the Loans, the Letters
of Credit, the Commitments and this Agreement (including in connection with the reservation or
exercise of any rights by the Administrative Agent under this Agreement, any other Loan Document
or any documents related hereto or thereto).

9.13  Recovery of Erroneous Payments.

Without limitation of any other provision in this Agreement, if at any time the Administrative Agent
makes a payment hereunder in error to any Lender Party, whether or not in respect of an Obligation due and
owing by the Borrower at such time, where such payment is a Rescindable Amount, then in any such event,
each Lender Party receiving a Rescindable Amount severally agrees to repay to the Administrative Agent
forthwith on demand the Rescindable Amount received by such Lender Party in immediately available
funds in the currency so received, with interest thereon, for each day from and including the date such
Rescindable Amount is received by it to but excluding the date of payment to the Administrative Agent, at
the greater of the Federal Funds Rate and a rate determined by the Administrative Agent in accordance with
banking industry rules on interbank compensation. Each Lender Party irrevocably waives any and all
defenses, including any “discharge for value” (under which a creditor might otherwise claim a right to retain
funds mistakenly paid by a third party in respect of a debt owed by another) or similar defense to its
obligation to return any Rescindable Amount. The Administrative Agent shall inform each Lender Party
promptly upon determining that any payment made to such Lender Party comprised, in whole or in part, a
Rescindable Amount.
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ARTICLE X
CONTINUING GUARANTY
10.01 Guaranty.

Each Guarantor hereby absolutely and unconditionally, jointly and severally guarantees, as primary
obligor and as a guaranty of payment and performance and not merely as a guaranty of collection,
prompt payment when due, whether at stated maturity, by required prepayment, upon acceleration,
demand or otherwise, and at all times thereafter, of any and all Secured Obligations (for each
Guarantor, subject to the proviso in this sentence, its “Guaranteed Obligations™); provided, that, (a)
the Guaranteed Obligations of a Guarantor shall exclude any Excluded Swap Obligations with
respect to such Guarantor, and (b) the liability of each Guarantor individually with respect to this
Guaranty shall be limited to an aggregate amount equal to the largest amount that would not render
its obligations hereunder subject to avoidance under Section 548 of the Bankruptcy Code of the
United States or any comparable provisions of any applicable state law. Without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, the Guaranteed Obligations shall include any such indebtedness,
obligations, and liabilities, or portion thereof, which may be or hereafter become unenforceable or
compromised or shall be an allowed or disallowed claim under any proceeding or case commenced
by or against any Loan Party under any Debtor Relief Laws. The Administrative Agent’s books
and records showing the amount of the Obligations shall be admissible in evidence in any action or
proceeding, and shall be binding upon each Guarantor, and conclusive for the purpose of
establishing the amount of the Secured Obligations. This Guaranty shall not be affected by the
illegality, genuineness, validity, regularity or enforceability of the Secured Obligations or any
instrument or agreement evidencing any Secured Obligations, or by the existence, validity,
enforceability, perfection, non-perfection or extent of any collateral therefor, or by any fact or
circumstance relating to the Secured Obligations which might otherwise constitute a defense to the
obligations of the Guarantors, or any of them, under this Guaranty, and each Guarantor hereby
irrevocably waives any defenses it may now have or hereafter acquire in any way relating to any or
all of the foregoing.

10.02 Rights of Lenders.

Each Guarantor consents and agrees that the Secured Parties may, at any time and from time to
time, without notice or demand, and without affecting the enforceability or continuing effectiveness hereof:
(a) amend, extend, renew, compromise, discharge, accelerate or otherwise change the time for payment or
the terms of the Secured Obligations or any part thereof; (b) take, hold, exchange, enforce, waive, release,
fail to perfect, sell, or otherwise dispose of any security for the payment of this Guaranty or any Secured
Obligations; (c) apply such security and direct the order or manner of sale thereof as the Administrative
Agent, the L/C Issuers and the Lenders in their sole discretion may determine; and (d) release or substitute
one or more of any endorsers or other guarantors of any of the Secured Obligations. Without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, each Guarantor consents to the taking of, or failure to take, any action which
might in any manner or to any extent vary the risks of such Guarantor under this Guaranty or which, but for
this provision, might operate as a discharge of such Guarantor.

10.03 Certain Waivers.

Each Guarantor waives, to the fullest extent permitted by law: (a) any defense arising by reason of
any disability or other defense of the Borrower or any other guarantor, or the cessation from any cause
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whatsoever (including any act or omission of any Secured Party) of the liability of the Borrower or any
other Loan Party; (b) any defense based on any claim that such Guarantor’s obligations exceed or are more
burdensome than those of the Borrower or any other Loan Party; (c) the benefit of any statute of limitations
affecting any Guarantor’s liability hereunder; (d) any right to proceed against the Borrower or any other
Loan Party, proceed against or exhaust any security for the Secured Obligations, or pursue any other remedy
in the power of any Secured Party whatsoever; (e) any benefit of and any right to participate in any security
now or hereafter held by any Secured Party; (f) any defense arising by reason of any change in the corporate
existence, structure or ownership of any Loan Party; and (g) any and all other defenses or benefits that may
be derived from or afforded by applicable Law limiting the liability of or exonerating guarantors or sureties.
Each Guarantor, to the fullest extent permitted by law, expressly waives all setoffs and counterclaims and
all presentments, demands for payment or performance, notices of nonpayment or nonperformance,
protests, notices of protest, notices of dishonor and all other notices or demands of any kind or nature
whatsoever with respect to the Secured Obligations, and all notices of acceptance of this Guaranty or of the
existence, creation or incurrence of new or additional Secured Obligations.

10.04 Obligations Independent.

The obligations of each Guarantor hereunder are those of primary obligor, and not merely as surety,
and are independent of the Secured Obligations and the obligations of any other guarantor, and a separate
action may be brought against each Guarantor to enforce this Guaranty whether or not the Borrower or any
other person or entity is joined as a party.

10.05 Subrogation.

No Guarantor shall exercise any right of subrogation, contribution, indemnity, reimbursement or
similar rights with respect to any payments it makes under this Guaranty until all of the Secured Obligations
and any amounts payable under this Guaranty have been indefeasibly paid and performed in full (other than
contingent indemnification obligations for which no claim has been asserted) and the Commitments and the
Facilities are terminated. If any amounts are paid to a Guarantor in violation of the foregoing limitation,
then such amounts shall be held in trust for the benefit of the Secured Parties and shall forthwith be paid to
the Secured Parties to reduce the amount of the Secured Obligations, whether matured or unmatured.

10.06 Termination; Reinstatement.

This Guaranty is a continuing and irrevocable guaranty of all Secured Obligations now or hereafter
existing and shall remain in full force and effect until the Facility Termination Date. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, this Guaranty shall continue in full force and effect or be revived, as the case may be, if any
payment by or on behalf of the Borrower or a Guarantor is made, or any of the Secured Parties exercises its
right of setoff, in respect of the Secured Obligations and such payment or the proceeds of such setoff or any
part thereof is subsequently invalidated, declared to be fraudulent or preferential, set aside or required
(including pursuant to any settlement entered into by any of the Secured Parties in their discretion) to be
repaid to a trustee, receiver or any other party, in connection with any proceeding under any Debtor Relief
Laws or otherwise, all as if such payment had not been made or such setoff had not occurred and whether or
not the Secured Parties are in possession of or have released this Guaranty and regardless of any prior
revocation, rescission, termination or reduction. The obligations of each Guarantor under this Section 10.06
shall survive termination of this Guaranty.

10.07 Stay of Acceleration.
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If acceleration of the time for payment of any of the Secured Obligations is stayed, in connection
with any case commenced by or against a Guarantor or the Borrower under any Debtor Relief Laws, or
otherwise, all such amounts shall nonetheless be payable by each Guarantor, jointly and severally,
immediately upon demand by the Secured Parties.

10.08 Condition of Borrower.

Each Guarantor acknowledges and agrees that it has the sole responsibility for, and has adequate
means of, obtaining from the Borrower and any other guarantor such information concerning the financial
condition, business and operations of the Borrower and any such other guarantor as such Guarantor
requires, and that none of the Secured Parties has any duty, and such Guarantor is not relying on the Secured
Parties at any time, to disclose to it any information relating to the business, operations or financial
condition of the Borrower or any other guarantor (each Guarantor waiving any duty on the part of the
Secured Parties to disclose such information and any defense relating to the failure to provide the same).

10.09 Appointment of Borrower.

Each of the Loan Parties hereby appoints the Borrower to act as its agent for all purposes of this
Agreement, the other Loan Documents and all other documents and electronic platforms entered into in
connection herewith and agrees that (a) the Borrower may execute such documents and provide such
authorizations on behalf of such Loan Parties as the Borrower deems appropriate in its sole discretion and
each Loan Party shall be obligated by all of the terms of any such document and/or authorization executed
on its behalf, (b) any notice or communication delivered by the Administrative Agent, an L/C Issuer or a
Lender to the Borrower shall be deemed delivered to each Loan Party, and (c) the Administrative Agent, the
L/C Issuers or the Lenders may accept, and be permitted to rely on, any document, authorization, instrument
or agreement executed by the Borrower on behalf of each of the Loan Parties.

10.10 Right of Contribution.

The Guarantors agree among themselves that, in connection with payments made hereunder, each
Guarantor shall have contribution rights against the other Guarantors as permitted under applicable Law.

10.11  Keepwell.

Each Loan Party that is a Qualified ECP Guarantor at the time the Guaranty or the grant of a Lien
under the Loan Documents, in each case, by any Specified Loan Party becomes effective with respect to any
Swap Obligation, hereby jointly and severally, absolutely, unconditionally and irrevocably undertakes to
provide such funds or other support to each Specified Loan Party with respect to such Swap Obligation as
may be needed by such Specified Loan Party from time to time to honor all of its obligations under the
Loan Documents in respect of such Swap Obligation (but, in each case, only up to the maximum amount of
such liability that can be hereby incurred without rendering such Qualified ECP Guarantor’s obligations and
undertakings under this Article X voidable under applicable law relating to fraudulent conveyance or
fraudulent transfer, and not for any greater amount). The obligations and undertakings of each Qualified
ECP Guarantor under this Section 10.11 shall remain in full force and effect until the Secured Obligations
have been indefeasibly paid and performed in full (other than contingent indemnification obligations for
which no claim has been asserted). Each Loan Party intends this Section 10.11 to constitute, and this
Section 10.11 shall be deemed to constitute, a guarantee of the obligations of, and a “keepwell, support, or
other agreement” for the benefit of, each Specified Loan Party for all purposes of the Commodity Exchange
Act.
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ARTICLE XI

MISCELLANEOUS

11.01 Amendments, Etc.

No amendment or waiver of any provision of this Agreement or any other Loan Document, and no
consent to any departure by the Borrower or any other Loan Party therefrom, shall be effective unless in
writing signed by the Required Lenders (or by the Administrative Agent with the consent of the Required
Lenders) and the Borrower or the applicable Loan Party, as the case may be, and acknowledged by the
Administrative Agent, and each such waiver or consent shall be effective only in the specific instance and
for the specific purpose for which given; provided, that, no such amendment, waiver or consent shall:

(a) extend or increase any Commitment of any Lender (or reinstate any Commitment
terminated pursuant to Section 8.02) without the written consent of such Lender (it being
understood and agreed that a waiver of any condition precedent in Section 4.02 or of any Default is
not considered an extension of or increase in any Commitment of any Lender);

(b) postpone any date fixed by this Agreement or any other Loan Document for any
payment (excluding mandatory prepayments) of principal, interest, fees or other amounts due to any
Lender hereunder or under such other Loan Document without the written consent of such Lender
entitled to such payment;

(c) reduce the principal of, or the rate of interest specified herein on, any Loan or L/C
Disbursement, or (subject to clause (iv) of the final proviso to this Section 11.01) any fees or other
amounts payable to any Lender hereunder or under any other Loan Document without the written
consent of such Lender entitled to such amount; provided, that, only the consent of the Required
Lenders shall be necessary to amend (i) the definition of “Default Rate” or to waive any obligation
of the Borrower to pay interest or Letter of Credit Fees at the Default Rate, er—(ii) any financial
covenant hereunder (or any defined term used therein), even if the effect of such amendment would
be to reduce the rate of interest on any Loan or Letter of Credit or to reduce any fee payable
hereunder,_or (iii)_the Consolidated Leverage Ratio (or any defined term used therein), even if the
effect of such amendment would be to reduce the rate of interest on any Loan or Letter of Credit or

to reduce any fee payable hereunder;

(d) change Section 2.12(f), Section 2.13, Section 8.03 or any other provision hereof
relating to the pro rata sharing of payments among the Lenders in a manner that would alter the pro
rata sharing of payments required thereby without the written consent of each Lender that is directly
and adversely affected thereby;

(e) change (i) any provision of this Section 11.01, or the definition of “Required
Lenders,” or any other provision of any Loan Document specifying the number or percentage of
Lenders required to amend, waive or otherwise modify any rights hereunder or thereunder or make
any determination or grant any consent hereunder or without the written consent of each Lender, or
(i1) the definition of “Required Revolving Lenders” without the written consent of each Revolving
Lender;

® release all or substantially all of the Collateral in any transaction or series of related
transactions without the written consent of each Lender;

(2) release all or substantially all of the value of the Guaranty without the written
consent of each Lender, except to the extent the release of any Subsidiary from the Guaranty is
permitted pursuant to Section 9.10 (in which case such release may be made by the Administrative
Agent acting alone);

(h) (i) subordinate, or enter into any amendment, waiver or consent having the effect of
subordinating, the Obligations to any other Indebtedness or other obligation, (ii) subordinate, or
enter into any amendment, waiver or consent having the effect of subordinating, the Liens securing
the Secured Obligations to Liens securing any other Indebtedness or other obligation, in each case,
without the written consent of each Lender; or

@) release the Borrower or permit the Borrower to assign or transfer any of its rights or
obligations under this Agreement or the other Loan Documents without the written consent of each
Lender;

provided, further, that, notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary: (i) no amendment, waiver or
consent shall, unless in writing and signed by the applicable L/C Issuer in addition to the Lenders required
above, affect the rights or duties of such L/C Issuer under this Agreement or any Issuer Document relating
to any Letter of Credit issued or to be issued by it; (ii)) no amendment, waiver or consent shall, unless in
writing and signed by the Swingline Lender in addition to the Lenders required above, affect the rights or
duties of the Swingline Lender under this Agreement; (iii) no amendment, waiver or consent shall, unless in
writing and signed by the Administrative Agent in addition to the Lenders required above, affect the rights
or duties of the Administrative Agent under this Agreement or any other Loan Document; (iv) the Fee
Letter may be amended, or rights or privileges thereunder waived, in a writing executed only by the parties
thereto; (v) no Defaulting Lender shall have any right to approve or disapprove any amendment, waiver or
consent hereunder (and any amendment, waiver or consent which by its terms requires the consent of all
Lenders or each affected Lender, or all Lenders or each affected Lender under a Facility, may be effected
with the consent of the applicable Lenders other than Defaulting Lenders), except that (A) any Commitment
of any Defaulting Lender may not be increased or extended without the consent of such Lender, and (B) any
waiver, amendment or modification requiring the consent of all Lenders or each affected Lender, or all
Lenders or each affected Lender under a Facility, that by its terms affects any Defaulting Lender
disproportionately adversely relative to other affected Lenders shall require the consent of such Defaulting
Lender; (vi) each Lender is entitled to vote as such Lender sees fit on any bankruptcy reorganization plan
that affects the Loans, and each Lender acknowledges that the provisions of Section 1126(c) of the
Bankruptcy Code of the United States supersedes the unanimous consent provisions set forth herein; (vii)
the Required Lenders shall determine whether or not to allow a Loan Party to use cash collateral in the
context of a bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding and such determination shall be binding on all of the
Lenders; (viii) in order to implement any Incremental Facility in accordance with Section 2.02(g), this
Agreement and any other Loan Document may be amended as set forth in Section 2.02(g); (ix) this
Agreement may be amended (or amended and restated) with the written consent of the Required Lenders,
the Administrative Agent, the Borrower, the other Loan Parties and the relevant lenders providing such
additional credit facilities to add one or more additional credit facilities to this Agreement, to permit the
extensions of credit from time to time outstanding hereunder and the accrued interest and fees in respect
thereof to share ratably in the benefits of this Agreement and the other Loan Documents with the
Incremental Term Loans and the Revolving Loans and the accrued interest and fees in respect thereof and to
include appropriately the Lenders holding such credit facilities in any determination of the Required
Lenders; (x) if following the Closing Date, the Administrative Agent and the Borrower shall have jointly
identified an inconsistency, obvious error or omission, in each case, of a technical or immaterial nature, in
any provision of the Loan Documents, then the Administrative Agent and the Loan Parties shall be
permitted to amend such provision and such amendment shall become effective without any further action
or consent of any other
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party to any Loan Documents if the same is not objected to in writing by the Required Lenders within five
(5) Business Days following receipt of notice thereof; (xi) this Agreement may be amended (or amended
and restated) without the consent of any Lender (but with the consent of the Borrower and the
Administrative Agent) if, upon giving effect to such amendment (or such amendment and restatement), such
Lender shall no longer be a party to this Agreement (as so amended (or amended and restated)), the
Commitments of such Lender shall have terminated, such Lender shall have no other commitment or other
obligations hereunder and such Lender shall have been paid in full all principal, interest and other amounts
owing to it or accrued for its account under this Agreement and the other Loan Documents; (xii) this
Agreement or any other Loan Document may be amended as set forth in Section 3.03, including in order to
implement any Successor Rate_and any Conforming Changes in connection therewith; (xiii) the L/C
Commitment of any L/C Issuer may be modified from time to time by agreement between such L/C Issuer
and the Borrower and notified to the Administrative Agent; and (xiv) the Administrative Agent will have
the right to make Conforming Changes from time to time and any amendments implementing such
Conforming Changes will become effective without any further action or consent of any other party to this
Agreement or any other Loan Document, so long as, with respect to any such amendment effected, the
Administrative Agent shall post each such amendment implementing such Conforming Changes to the
Borrower and the Lenders reasonably promptly after such amendment becomes effective.

Notices and other communications sent by hand or overnight courier service, or mailed by
certified or registered mail, shall be deemed to have been given when received; notices and other
communications sent by fax transmission shall be deemed to have been given when sent (except
that, if not given during normal business hours for the recipient, shall be deemed to have been given
at the opening of business on the next Business Day for the recipient). Notices and other
communications delivered through electronic communications to the extent provided in Section
11.02(b) shall be effective as provided in Section 11.02(Db).

(b) Electronic Communications. Notices and other communications to the
Administrative Agent, the Lenders, the Swingline Lender and the L/C Issuers hereunder may be
delivered or furnished by electronic communication (including e-mail, FPML messaging and
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Internet or intranet websites) pursuant to an electronic communications agreement (or such other
procedures approved by the Administrative Agent in its sole discretion); provided, that, the
foregoing shall not apply to notices to any Lender, the Swingline Lender or any L/C Issuer pursuant
to Article II if such Lender, the Swingline Lender or such L/C Issuer, as applicable, has notified the
Administrative Agent that it is incapable of receiving notices under Article II by electronic
communication. The Administrative Agent, the Swingline Lender, any L/C Issuer or the Borrower
may each, in its discretion, agree to accept notices and other communications to it hereunder by
electronic communications pursuant to procedures approved by it, provided that approval of such
procedures may be limited to particular notices or communications.

Unless the Administrative Agent otherwise prescribes, (i) notices and other
communications sent to an e-mail address shall be deemed received upon the sender’s receipt of an
acknowledgment from the intended recipient (such as by the “return receipt requested” function, as
available, return e-mail or other written acknowledgement), and (ii) notices and other
communications posted to an Internet or intranet website shall be deemed received by the intended

AVAILABLE.” THE AGENT PARTIES (AS DEFINED BELOW) DO NOT WARRANT THE
ACCURACY OR COMPLETENESS OF THE BORROWER MATERIALS OR THE
ADEQUACY OF THE PLATFORM, AND EXPRESSLY DISCLAIM LIABILITY FOR ERRORS
IN OR OMISSIONS FROM THE BORROWER MATERIALS. NO WARRANTY OF ANY
KIND, EXPRESS, IMPLIED OR STATUTORY, INCLUDING ANY WARRANTY OF
MERCHANTABILITY, FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, NON-INFRINGEMENT OF
THIRD PARTY RIGHTS OR FREEDOM FROM VIRUSES OR OTHER CODE DEFECTS, IS
MADE BY ANY AGENT PARTY IN CONNECTION WITH THE BORROWER MATERIALS
OR THE PLATFORM. In no event shall the Administrative Agent or any of its Related Parties
(collectively, the “Agent Parties”) have any liability to the Borrower, any Lender, any L/C Issuer or
any other Person for losses, claims, damages, liabilities or expenses of any kind (whether in tort,
contract or otherwise) arising out of the Borrower’s, any other Loan Party’s or the Administrative
Agent’s transmission of Borrower Materials or notices through the Platform, any other electronic
platform or electronic messaging service, or through the Internet, except to the extent such losses,
claims, damages, liabilities or expenses are determined by a court of competent jurisdiction by final
and nonappealable judgment to have resulted from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of
such Agent Party.

(d) Change of Address, Etc. Each of the Borrower, the Administrative Agent, each
L/C Issuer and the Swingline Lender may change its address, fax number or telephone number or e-
mail address for notices and other communications hereunder by notice to the other parties hereto.
Each Lender may change its address, fax number or telephone number or e-mail address for notices
and other communications hereunder by notice to the Borrower, the Administrative Agent, the L/C
Issuers and the Swingline Lender. In addition, each Lender agrees to notify the Administrative
Agent from time to time to ensure that the Administrative Agent has on record (i) an effective
address, contact name, telephone number, fax number and e-mail address to which notices and other
communications may be sent, and (ii) accurate wire instructions for such
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Lender. Furthermore, each Public Lender agrees to cause at least one (1) individual at or on behalf
of such Public Lender to at all times have selected the “Private Side Information” or similar
designation on the content declaration screen of the Platform in order to enable such Public Lender
or its delegate, in accordance with such Public Lender’s compliance procedures and applicable Law,
including United States federal and state securities Laws, to make reference to Borrower Materials
that are not made available through the “Public Side Information” portion of the Platform and that
may contain material non-public information with respect to the Borrower or its securities for
purposes of United States federal or state securities laws.

(e) Reliance by Administrative Agent, L/C Issuers and Lenders. The Administrative

All telephonic notices to and other
telephonic communications with the Administrative Agent may be recorded by the Administrative
Agent, and each of the parties hereto hereby consents to such recording.

11.03 No Waiver; Cumulative Remedies; Enforcement.

No failure by any Lender, any L/C Issuer or the Administrative Agent to exercise, and no delay by
any such Person in exercising, any right, remedy, power or privilege hereunder or under any other Loan
Document shall operate as a waiver thereof; nor shall any single or partial exercise of any right, remedy,
power or privilege hereunder or under any other Loan Document preclude any other or further exercise
thereof or the exercise of any other right, remedy, power or privilege. The rights, remedies, powers and
privileges herein provided, and provided under each other Loan Document, are cumulative and not
exclusive of any rights, remedies, powers and privileges provided by law.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein or in any other Loan Document, the
authority to enforce rights and remedies hereunder and under the other Loan Documents against the Loan
Parties or any of them shall be vested exclusively in, and all actions and proceedings at law in connection
with such enforcement shall be instituted and maintained exclusively by, the Administrative Agent in
accordance with Section 8.02 for the benefit of all the Lenders and the L/C Issuers; provided, that, the
foregoing shall not prohibit (a) the Administrative Agent from exercising on its own behalf the rights and
remedies that inure to its benefit (solely in its capacity as Administrative Agent) hereunder and under the
other Loan Documents, (b) any L/C Issuer or the Swingline Lender from exercising the rights and remedies
that inure to its benefit (solely in its capacity as an L/C Issuer or the Swingline Lender, as the case may be)
hereunder and under the other Loan Documents, (c) any Lender from exercising setoff rights in accordance
with Section 11.08 (subject to the terms of Section 2.13), or (d) any Lender from filing proofs of claim or
appearing and filing pleadings on its own behalf during the pendency of a proceeding relative to any Loan
Party under any Debtor Relief Law; provided, further, that, if at any time there is no Person acting as
Administrative Agent hereunder and under the other Loan Documents, then (i) the Required Lenders shall
have the rights otherwise ascribed to the Administrative Agent pursuant to Section 8.02, and (ii) in addition

Lender may, with the consent of the Required Lenders, enforce any rights and remedies available to it and
as authorized by the Required Lenders.
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11.04 Expenses; Indemnity; Damage Waiver.

(a) Costs and Expenses. The Loan Parties shall pay (i) all reasonable and documented
out-of-pocket expenses incurred by the Administrative Agent and its Affiliates (limited, in the case
of legal counsel, to the reasonable and documented fees, charges and disbursements of one primary
counsel to the Administrative Agent and, if reasonably necessary, one local counsel for the
Administrative Agent in each relevant jurisdiction and one specialty counsel for the Administrative
Agent in each relevant specialty (and, solely in the case of an actual or potential conflict of interest
of any of the foregoing counsel, one additional primary, local or specialty counsel, as the case may
be, to the affected persons similarly situated and taken as a whole)) in connection with the
syndication of the credit facilities provided for herein, the preparation, negotiation, execution,
delivery and administration of this Agreement and the other Loan Documents or any amendments,
modifications or waivers of the provisions hereof or thereof (whether or not the transactions
contemplated hereby or thereby shall be consummated), (ii) all reasonable and documented out-of-
pocket expenses incurred by any L/C Issuer in connection with the issuance, amendment, renewal,
reinstatement or extension of any Letter of Credit or any demand for payment thereunder, and (iii)
all documented out-of-pocket expenses incurred by the Administrative Agent, any Lender or any
L/C Issuer (including the fees, charges and disbursements of counsel for the Administrative Agent,
any Lender, or any L/C Issuer), in connection with the enforcement or protection of its rights (A) in
connection with this Agreement and the other Loan Documents, including its rights under this
Section 11.04, or (B) in connection with Loans made or Letters of Credit issued hereunder,
including all such out-of-pocket expenses incurred during any workout, restructuring or
negotiations in respect of such Loans or Letters of Credit.

(b) Indemnification by the Loan Parties. The Loan Parties shall indemnify the
Administrative Agent (and any sub-agent thereof), each Arranger, each Lender and each L/C Issuer,
and each Related Party of any of the foregoing Persons (each such Person being called an
“Indemnitee”) against, and hold each Indemnitee harmless from, any and all losses, claims,
damages, liabilities and related expenses (including the reasonable fees, charges and disbursements
of any counsel for any Indemnitee (provided, that, with respect to the reasonable fees, charges and
disbursements of counsel, such indemnification shall be limited to the reasonable and documented
out-of-pocket fees, disbursements and other charges of one primary counsel for all Indemnitees,
taken as a whole, and, if reasonably necessary, a single local counsel for all Indemnitees, taken as a
whole, in each relevant jurisdiction and a single specialty counsel for all Indemnitees, taken as a
whole, with respect to each relevant specialty, and in the case of an actual or perceived conflict of
interest, one additional primary, local or specialty counsel, as the case may be to the affected
Indemnitees similarly situated and taken as a whole)) incurred by any Indemnitee or asserted
against any Indemnitee by any Person (including the Borrower or any other Loan Party) arising out
of, in connection with, or as a result of (i) the execution or delivery of this Agreement, any other
Loan Document or any agreement or instrument contemplated hereby or thereby (including any
Indemnitee’s reliance on any Communication executing using an Electronic Signature or in the
form of an Electronic Record), the performance by the parties hereto of their respective obligations
hereunder or thereunder or the consummation of the transactions contemplated hereby or thereby,
or, in the case of the Administrative Agent (and any sub-agent thereof) and its Related Parties only,
the administration of this Agreement and the other Loan Documents (including in respect of any
matters addressed in Section 3.01), (ii) any Loan or Letter of Credit or the use or proposed use of
the proceeds therefrom (including any refusal by an L/C Issuer to honor a demand for payment
under a Letter of Credit if the documents presented in connection with such demand do not strictly
comply with the terms of such Letter of Credit), (iii) any actual or alleged presence or Release of
Hazardous Materials on or from any property owned,
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leased or operated by a Loan Party or any of its Subsidiaries, or any Environmental Liability related
in any way to a Loan Party or any of its Subsidiaries, or (iv) any actual or prospective claim,
litigation, investigation or proceeding relating to any of the foregoing, whether based on contract,
tort or any other theory, whether brought by a third party or by the Borrower or any other Loan
Party, and regardless of whether any Indemnitee is a party thereto, IN ALL CASES, WHETHER
OR NOT CAUSED BY OR ARISING, IN WHOLE OR IN PART, OUT OF THE
COMPARATIVE, CONTRIBUTORY OR SOLE NEGLIGENCE OF THE INDEMNITEE;
provided, that, such indemnity shall not, as to any Indemnitee, be available to the extent that such
losses, claims, damages, liabilities or related expenses are determined by a court of competent
jurisdiction by final and nonappealable judgment to have resulted from the gross negligence or
willful misconduct of such Indemnitee. Without limiting the provisions of Section 3.01(d), this
Section 11.04(b) shall not apply with respect to Taxes other than any Taxes that represent losses,
claims, damages, etc. arising from any non-Tax claim.

(c) Reimbursement by Lenders. To the extent that the Loan Parties for any reason fail
to indefeasibly pay any amount required under Section 11.04(a) or Section 11.04(b) to be paid by it
to the Administrative Agent (or any sub-agent thereof), any L/C Issuer, the Swingline Lender or any
Related Party of any of the foregoing, each Lender severally agrees to pay to the Administrative
Agent (or any such sub-agent), such L/C Issuer, the Swingline Lender or such Related Party, as the
case may be, such Lender’s pro rata share (determined as of the time that the applicable
unreimbursed expense or indemnity payment is sought based on each Lender’s share of the Total
Credit Exposure at such time) of such unpaid amount (including any such unpaid amount in respect
of a claim asserted by such Lender), such payment to be made severally among them based on such
Lender’s Applicable Percentage (determined as of the time that the applicable unreimbursed
expense or indemnity payment is sought); provided, that, the unreimbursed expense or indemnified
loss, claim, damage, liability or related expense, as the case may be, was incurred by or asserted
against the Administrative Agent (or any such sub-agent), such L/C Issuer or the Swingline Lender
in its capacity as such, or against any Related Party of any of the foregoing acting for the
Administrative Agent (or any such sub-agent), such L/C Issuer or the Swingline Lender in
connection with such capacity. The obligations of the Lenders under this Section 11.04(c) are
subject to the provisions of Section 2.12(d).

(d) Waiver of Consequential Damages, Etc. To the fullest extent permitted by
applicable Law, no Loan Party shall assert, and each Loan Party hereby waives, and acknowledges
that no other Person shall have, any claim against any Indemnitee, on any theory of liability, for
special, indirect, consequential or punitive damages (as opposed to direct or actual damages) arising
out of, in connection with, or as a result of, this Agreement, any other Loan Document or any
agreement or instrument contemplated hereby, the transactions contemplated hereby or thereby, any
Loan or Letter of Credit or the use of the proceeds thereof. No Indemnitee referred to in Section
11.04(b) shall be liable for any damages arising from the use by unintended recipients of any
information or other materials distributed to such unintended recipients by such Indemnitee through
telecommunications, electronic or other information transmission systems in connection with this
Agreement or the other Loan Documents or the transactions contemplated hereby or thereby, other
than for direct or actual damages resulting from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of such
Indemnitee as determined by a final and nonappealable judgment of a court of competent
jurisdiction.

(e) Payments. All amounts due under this Section 11.04 shall be payable not later than
ten (10) Business Days after demand therefor.
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® Survival. The agreements in this Section 11.04 and the indemnity provisions of
Section 11.02(e) shall survive the resignation of the Administrative Agent, any L/C Issuer and the
Swingline Lender, the replacement of any Lender, and the Facility Termination Date.

11.05 Payments Set Aside.

To the extent that any payment by or on behalf of the Borrower is made to the Administrative
Agent, any L/C Issuer or any Lender, or the Administrative Agent, any L/C Issuer or any Lender exercises
its right of setoff, and such payment or the proceeds of such setoff or any part thereof is subsequently
invalidated, declared to be fraudulent or preferential, set aside or required (including pursuant to any
settlement entered into by the Administrative Agent, such L/C Issuer or such Lender in its discretion) to be
repaid to a trustee, receiver or any other party, in connection with any proceeding under any Debtor Relief
Law or otherwise, then (a) to the extent of such recovery, the obligation or part thereof originally intended
to be satisfied shall be revived and continued in full force and effect as if such payment had not been made
or such setoff had not occurred, and (b) each Lender and each L/C Issuer severally agrees to pay to the
Administrative Agent upon demand its applicable share (without duplication) of any amount so recovered
from or repaid by the Administrative Agent, plus interest thereon from the date of such demand to the date
such payment is made at a rate per annum equal to the Federal Funds Rate from time to time in effect. The
obligations of the Lenders and the L/C Issuers under clause (b) of the preceding sentence shall survive the
payment in full of the Obligations and the termination of this Agreement.

11.06 Successors and Assigns.

(a) Successors and Assigns Generally. The provisions of this Agreement and the other
Loan Documents shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and thereto and
their respective successors and assigns permitted hereby, except neither the Borrower nor any other
Loan Party may assign or otherwise transfer any of its rights or obligations hereunder without the
prior written consent of the Administrative Agent and each Lender and no Lender may assign or
otherwise transfer any of its rights or obligations hereunder except (i) to an assignee in accordance
with the provisions of Section 11.06(b), (ii) by way of participation in accordance with the
provisions of Section 11.06(d), or (iii) by way of pledge or assignment of a security interest subject
to the restrictions of Section 11.06(¢e) (and any other attempted assignment or transfer by any party
hereto shall be null and void). Nothing in this Agreement, expressed or implied, shall be construed
to confer upon any Person (other than the parties hereto, their respective successors and assigns
permitted hereby, Participants to the extent provided in Section 11.06(d) and, to the extent expressly
contemplated hereby, the Related Parties of each of the Administrative Agent, the L/C Issuers and
the Lenders) any legal or equitable right, remedy or claim under or by reason of this Agreement.

(b) Assignments by Lenders. Any Lender may at any time assign to one or more
assignees all or a portion of its rights and obligations under this Agreement and the other Loan
Documents (including all or a portion of its Commitment(s) and the Loans (including for purposes
of this Section 11.06(b), participations in L/C Obligations and in Swingline Loans) at the time
owing to it); provided, that, any such assignment shall be subject to the following conditions:

(1) Minimum Amounts.

(A) In the case of an assignment of the entire remaining amount of the
assigning Lender’s Commitment under any Facility and/or the Loans at the
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time owing to it (in each case with respect to any Facility) or contemporaneous
assignments to related Approved Funds (determined after giving effect to such
the aggregate or in the case of an assignment to a Lender, an Affiliate of a Lender
or an Approved Fund, no minimum amount need be assigned.

B) In any case not described in Section 11.06(b)(i)(A), the aggregate
amount of the Commitment (which for this purpose includes Loans outstanding
thereunder) or, if the Commitment is not then in effect, the principal outstanding
balance of the Loans of the assigning Lender subject to each such assignment,
determined as of the date the Assignment and Assumption with respect to such
assignment is delivered to the Administrative Agent or, if “Trade Date” is specified
in the Assignment and Assumption, as of the Trade Date, shall not be less than
$5,000,000, in the case of any assignment in respect of the Revolving Facility, or
$1,000,000, in the case of any assignment in respect of any Incremental Term
Facility, unless each of the Administrative Agent and, so long as no Event of
Default has occurred and is continuing, the Borrower otherwise consents (each
such consent not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed).

(i1) Proportionate Amounts. Each partial assignment shall be made as an
assignment of a proportionate part of all the assigning Lender’s rights and obligations under
this Agreement and the other Loan Documents with respect to the Loans and/or the
Swingline Lender’s rights and obligations in respect of Swingline Loans, or (B) prohibit
any Lender from assigning all or a portion of its rights and obligations among separate
Facilities on a non-pro rata basis.

(iii) Required Consents. No consent shall be required for any assignment

(A) the consent of the Borrower (such consent not to be unreasonably
withheld or delayed) shall be required unless (1) an Event of Default has occurred
and is continuing at the time of such assignment, or (2) such assignment is to a
Lender, an Affiliate of a Lender or an Approved Fund; provided, that, the Borrower
shall be deemed to have consented to any such assignment unless it shall object
thereto by written notice to the Administrative Agent within five (5) Business Days
after having received written notice thereof;

(B) the consent of the Administrative Agent (such consent not to be
unreasonably withheld or delayed) shall be required for assignments in respect of
(1) any Revolving Commitment if such assignment is to a Person that is not a
Lender with a Revolving Commitment, an Affiliate of such Lender or an Approved
Fund with respect to such Lender, or (2) any Incremental Term Loan to a Person
that is not a Lender, an Affiliate of a Lender or an Approved Fund; and

©) the consent of each L/C Issuer and the Swingline Lender shall be
required for any assignment in respect of the Revolving Facility.

@iv) Assignment and Assumption. The parties to each assignment shall execute
and deliver to the Administrative Agent an Assignment and Assumption, together
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with a processing and recordation fee in the amount of $3,500; provided, that, the
Administrative Agent may, in its sole discretion, elect to waive such processing and
recordation fee in the case of any assignment. The assignee, if it is not a Lender, shall
deliver to the Administrative Agent an Administrative Questionnaire.

W) No Assignment to Certain Persons. No such assignment shall be made (A)
to the Borrower or any of the Borrower’s Affiliates or Subsidiaries, (B) to any Defaulting
Lender or any of its Subsidiaries, or any Person who, upon becoming a Lender hereunder,
would constitute any of the foregoing Persons described in this clause (B), or (C) to a
natural Person (or a holding company, investment vehicle or trust for, or owned and
operated by or for the primary benefit of one or more natural Persons).

(vi) Certain Additional Payments. In connection with any assignment of rights
and obligations of any Defaulting Lender hereunder, no such assignment shall be effective
unless and until, in addition to the other conditions thereto set forth herein, the parties to the
assignment shall make such additional payments to the Administrative Agent in an
aggregate amount sufficient, upon distribution thereof as appropriate (which may be
outright payment, purchases by the assignee of participations or subparticipations, or other
compensating actions, including funding, with the consent of the Borrower and the
Administrative Agent, the applicable pro rata share of Loans previously requested but not
funded by the Defaulting Lender, to each of which the applicable assignee and assignor
hereby irrevocably consent), to (A) pay and satisfy in full all payment liabilities then owed
by such Defaulting Lender to the Administrative Agent, any L/C Issuer or any Lender
hereunder (and interest accrued thereon), and (B) acquire (and fund as appropriate) its full
pro rata share of all Loans and participations in Letters of Credit and Swingline Loans in
accordance with its Applicable Percentage. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event
that any assignment of rights and obligations of any Defaulting Lender hereunder shall
become effective under applicable Law without compliance with the provisions of this

Lender for all purposes of this Agreement until such compliance occurs.

Subject to acceptance and recording thereof by the Administrative Agent pursuant to Section
11.06(c), from and after the effective date specified in each Assignment and Assumption, the
assignee thereunder shall be a party to this Agreement and, to the extent of the interest assigned by
such Assignment and Assumption, have the rights and obligations of a Lender under this
Agreement, and the assigning Lender thereunder shall, to the extent of the interest assigned by such
Assignment and Assumption, be released from its obligations under this Agreement (and, in the
case of an Assignment and Assumption covering all of the assigning Lender’s rights and obligations
under this Agreement, such Lender shall cease to be a party hereto but shall continue to be entitled
to the benefits of Sections 3.01, 3.04, 3.05 and 11.04 with respect to facts and circumstances
occurring prior to the effective date of such assignment); provided, that, except to the extent
otherwise expressly agreed by the affected parties, no assignment by a Defaulting Lender will
constitute a waiver or release of any claim of any party hereunder arising from that Lender’s having
been a Defaulting Lender. Upon request, the Borrower (at its expense) shall execute and deliver a
Note to the assignee Lender. Any assignment or transfer by a Lender of rights or obligations under
this Agreement that does not comply with this Section 11.06(b) shall be treated for purposes of this
Agreement as a sale by such Lender of a participation in such rights and obligations in accordance
with Section 11.06(d).
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() Register. The Administrative Agent, acting solely for this purpose as a non-
fiduciary agent of the Borrower (and such agency being solely for tax purposes), shall maintain at
the Administrative Agent’s Office a copy of each Assignment and Assumption delivered to it (or
the equivalent thereof in electronic form) and a register for the recordation of the names and
addresses of the Lenders, and the Commitments of, and principal amounts (and stated interest) of
the Loans and L/C Obligations owing to, each Lender pursuant to the terms hereof from time to
time (the “Register”). The entries in the Register shall be conclusive, absent manifest error, and the
Borrower, the Administrative Agent and the Lenders shall treat each Person whose name is
recorded in the Register pursuant to the terms hereof as a Lender hereunder for all purposes of this
Agreement. The Register shall be available for inspection by the Borrower and any Lender (with
respect to such Lender’s interest only), at any reasonable time and from time to time upon
reasonable prior notice.

(d) Participations. Any Lender may at any time, without the consent of, or notice to,
the Borrower or the Administrative Agent, sell participations to any Person (other than a natural
Person, or a holding company, investment vehicle or trust for, or owned and operated for the
primary benefit of one or more natural Persons, a Defaulting Lender or the Borrower or any of the
Borrower’s Affiliates or Subsidiaries) (each, a “Participant™) in all or a portion of such Lender’s
rights and/or obligations under this Agreement (including all or a portion of its Commitment and/or
the Loans (including such Lender’s participations in L/C Obligations and/or Swingline Loans)
owing to it); provided, that, (i) such Lender’s obligations under this Agreement shall remain
unchanged, (ii) such Lender shall remain solely responsible to the other parties hereto for the
performance of such obligations, and (iii) the Borrower, the Administrative Agent, the Lenders and
the L/C Issuers shall continue to deal solely and directly with such Lender in connection with such
Lender’s rights and obligations under this Agreement. For the avoidance of doubt, each Lender
shall be responsible for the indemnity under Section 11.04(c) without regard to the existence of any
participations.

Any agreement or instrument pursuant to which a Lender sells such a participation shall
provide that such Lender shall retain the sole right to enforce this Agreement and to approve any
amendment, modification or waiver of any provision of this Agreement; provided, that, such
agreement or instrument may provide that such Lender will not, without the consent of the
Participant, agree to any amendment, waiver or other modification described in the first proviso to
Section 11.01 that affects such Participant. The Borrower agrees that each Participant shall be
entitled to the benefits of Sections 3.01, 3.04 and 3.05 (subject to the requirements and limitations
therein, including the requirements under Section 3.01(f) (it being understood that the
documentation required under Section 3.01(f) shall be delivered to the Lender who sells the
participation)) to the same extent as if it were a Lender and had acquired its interest by assignment
pursuant to Section 11.06(b); provided, that, such Participant (A) agrees to be subject to the
provisions of Sections 3.06 and 11.13 as if it were an assignee under Section 11.06(b), and (B) shall
not be entitled to receive any greater payment under Sections 3.01 or 3.04, with respect to any
participation, than the Lender from whom it acquired the applicable participation would have been
entitled to receive, except to the extent such entitlement to receive a greater payment results from a
Change in Law that occurs after the Participant acquired the applicable participation. Each Lender
that sells a participation agrees, at the Borrower’s request and expense, to use reasonable efforts to
cooperate with the Borrower to effectuate the provisions of Section 3.06 with respect to any
Participant. To the extent permitted by law, each Participant also shall be entitled to the benefits of
Section 11.08 as though it were a Lender; provided, that, such Participant agrees to be subject to
Section 2.13 as though it were a Lender. Each Lender that sells a participation shall, acting solely
for this purpose as a non-fiduciary agent of the Borrower, maintain a register on which it enters the
name and address of each Participant and the principal
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amounts (and stated interest) of each Participant’s interest in the Loans or other obligations under
the Loan Documents (the “Participant Register”); provided, that, no Lender shall have any
obligation to disclose all or any portion of the Participant Register (including the identity of any
Participant or any information relating to a Participant’s interest in any commitments, loans, letters
of credit or its other obligations under any Loan Document) to any Person except to the extent that
such disclosure is necessary to establish that such commitment, loan, letter of credit or other
obligation is in registered form under Section 5f.103-1(c) of the United States Treasury
Regulations. The entries in the Participant Register shall be conclusive absent manifest error, and
such Lender shall treat each Person whose name is recorded in the Participant Register as the owner
of such participation for all purposes of this Agreement notwithstanding any notice to the contrary.
For the avoidance of doubt, the Administrative Agent (in its capacity as Administrative Agent)
shall have no responsibility for maintaining a Participant Register.

(e) Certain Pledges. Any Lender may at any time pledge or assign a security interest in
all or any portion of its rights under this Agreement (including under its Note or Notes, if any) to
secure obligations of such Lender, including any pledge or assignment to secure obligations to a
Federal Reserve Bank; provided, that, no such pledge or assignment shall release such Lender from
any of its obligations hereunder or substitute any such pledgee or assignee for such Lender as a
party hereto.

® Resignation as L/C Issuer or Swingline Lender after Assignment. Notwithstanding
anything to the contrary contained herein, if at any time any Lender assigns all of its Revolving
Commitment and Revolving Loans pursuant to Section 11.06(b), such Lender may, (i) upon thirty
(30) days’ notice to the Administrative Agent, the Borrower and the Lenders, resign as an L/C
Issuer, and/or (ii) upon thirty (30) days’ notice to the Borrower, resign as the Swingline Lender. In
the event of any such resignation as an L/C Issuer or the Swingline Lender, the Borrower shall be
entitled to appoint from among the Lenders a successor L/C Issuer or Swingline Lender hereunder;
provided, that, no failure by the Borrower to appoint any such successor shall affect the resignation
of such Lender as an L/C Issuer or the Swingline Lender, as the case may be. If a Lender resigns as
an L/C Issuer pursuant to this Section 11.06(f), it shall retain all the rights, powers, privileges and
duties of an L/C Issuer hereunder with respect to all Letters of Credit issued by it outstanding as of
the effective date of its resignation as an L/C Issuer and all L/C Obligations with respect thereto
(including the right to require the Lenders to make Revolving Loans that are Base Rate Loans or
fund risk participations in Unreimbursed Amounts pursuant to Section 2.03(f)). If Bank of America
resigns as the Swingline Lender, it shall retain all the rights of the Swingline Lender provided for
hereunder with respect to Swingline Loans made by it and outstanding as of the effective date of
such resignation, including the right to require the Lenders to make Revolving Loans that are Base
Rate Loans or fund risk participations in outstanding Swingline Loans pursuant to Section 2.04(c).
Upon the appointment of a successor L/C Issuer and/or Swingline Lender, (A) such successor shall
succeed to and become vested with all of the rights, powers, privileges and duties of the retiring L/C
Issuer or Swingline Lender, as the case may be, and (B) the successor L/C Issuer shall issue letters
of credit in substitution for the Letters of Credit, if any, outstanding at the time of such succession
or make other arrangements satisfactory to the retiring L/C Issuer to effectively assume the
obligations of such retiring L/C Issuer with respect to such Letters of Credit.

11.07 Treatment of Certain Information; Confidentiality.

(a) Treatment of Certain Information. Each of the Administrative Agent, the Lenders
and the L/C Issuers agrees to maintain the confidentiality of the Information (as defined below),
except that Information may be disclosed (i) to its Affiliates, its auditors and its Related
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Parties (it being understood that the Persons to whom such disclosure is made will be informed of
the confidential nature of such Information and instructed to keep such Information confidential),
(i1) to the extent required or requested by any regulatory authority purporting to have jurisdiction
over such Person or its Related Parties (including any self-regulatory authority, such as the National
Association of Insurance Commissioners), (iii) to the extent required by applicable Laws or
regulations or by any subpoena or similar legal process, in which case the Administrative Agent,
such Lender, or such L/C Issuer, as applicable, shall notify the Borrower promptly prior to such
disclosure to the extent practicable and not prohibited by Law, (iv) to any other party hereto, (v) in
connection with the exercise of any remedies hereunder or under any other Loan Document or any
action or proceeding relating to this Agreement or any other Loan Document or the enforcement of
rights hereunder or thereunder, (vi) subject to an agreement containing provisions substantially the
same as those of this Section 11.07, to (A) any assignee of or Participant in, or any prospective
assignee of or Participant in, any of its rights and obligations under this Agreement or any Eligible
Assignee invited to be a Lender pursuant to Section 2.02(g), or (B) any actual or prospective party
(or its Related Parties) to any swap, derivative or other transaction under which payments are to be
made by reference to the Borrower and its obligations, this Agreement or payments hereunder, (vii)
on a confidential basis to (A) any rating agency in connection with rating the Borrower or its
Subsidiaries or the credit facilities provided hereunder, (B) the provider of any Platform or other
electronic delivery service used by the Administrative Agent, any L/C Issuer and/or the Swingline
Lender to deliver Borrower Materials or notices to the Lenders, or (C) the CUSIP Service Bureau or
any similar agency in connection with the application, issuance, publishing and monitoring of
CUSIP numbers or other market identifiers with respect to the credit facilities provided hereunder,
(viii) with the consent of the Borrower, (ix) to the extent such Information (A) becomes publicly
available other than as a result of a breach of this Section 11.07, or (B) becomes available to the
Administrative Agent, any Lender, any L/C Issuer or any of their respective Affiliates on a
nonconfidential basis from a source other than the Borrower, or (x) to the extent such Information is
independently discovered or developed by a party hereto without utilizing any Information received
from the Borrower or violating the terms of this Section 11.07. For purposes of this Section 11.07,
“Information” means all information received from the Borrower or any Subsidiary relating to the
Borrower or any Subsidiary or any of their respective businesses, other than any such information
that is available to the Administrative Agent, any Lender or any L/C Issuer on a nonconfidential
basis prior to disclosure by the Borrower or any Subsidiary; provided, that, in the case of
information received from the Borrower or any Subsidiary after the Closing Date, such information
is clearly identified at the time of delivery as confidential. Any Person required to maintain the
confidentiality of Information as provided in this Section 11.07 shall be considered to have
complied with its obligation to do so if such Person has exercised the same degree of care to
maintain the confidentiality of such Information as such Person would accord to its own
confidential information. In addition, the Administrative Agent and the Lenders may disclose the
existence of this Agreement and information about this Agreement to market data collectors, similar
service providers to the lending industry and service providers to the Administrative Agent and the
Lenders in connection with the administration of this Agreement, the other Loan Documents and
the Commitments.

(b) Non-Public Information. Each of the Administrative Agent, the Lenders and the
L/C Issuers acknowledges that (i) the Information may include material non-public information
concerning a Loan Party or a Subsidiary, as the case may be, (ii) it has developed compliance
procedures regarding the use of material non-public information, and (iii) it will handle such
material non-public information in accordance with applicable Law, including United States federal
and state securities Laws.
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(c) Press Releases. The Loan Parties and their Affiliates agree that they will not in the
future issue any press releases or other public disclosure using the name of the Administrative
Agent or any Lender or their respective Affiliates or referring to this Agreement or any of the Loan
Documents without the prior written consent of the Administrative Agent, unless (and only to the
extent that) the Loan Parties or such Affiliate is required to do so under law and then, in any event
the Loan Parties or such Affiliate will consult with such Person before issuing such press release or
other public disclosure.

(d) Customary Advertising_Material. =~ Without the prior written consent of the
Borrower, neither the Administrative Agent nor any Lender shall publish any advertising material
relating to the transactions contemplated hereby, including by using the name, product photographs,
logo or trademark of the Loan Parties, to the extent such advertising material contains information
that is not otherwise publicly available at the time such material is published (it being understood
and agreed that neither the Administrative Agent nor any Lender shall be required to obtain the
Borrower’s prior written consent to publish customary advertising material relating to the
transactions contemplated hereby if such material contains information which is otherwise publicly
available at the time such material is published).

11.08 Right of Setoff.

If an Event of Default shall have occurred and be continuing, each Lender, each L/C Issuer and each
of their respective Affiliates is hereby authorized at any time and from time to time, to the fullest extent
permitted by applicable Law, to set off and apply any and all deposits (general or special, time or demand,
provisional or final, in whatever currency) at any time held and other obligations (in whatever currency) at
any time owing by such Lender, such L/C Issuer or any such Affiliate to or for the credit or the account of
the Borrower or any other Loan Party against any and all of the obligations of the Borrower or such Loan
Party now or hereafter existing under this Agreement or any other Loan Document to such Lender or such
L/C TIssuer or their respective Affiliates, irrespective of whether or not such Lender, such L/C Issuer or
Affiliate shall have made any demand under this Agreement or any other Loan Document and although such
obligations of the Borrower or such Loan Party may be contingent or unmatured, secured or unsecured, or
are owed to a branch, office or Affiliate of such Lender or such L/C Issuer different from the branch, office
or Affiliate holding such deposit or obligated on such indebtedness; provided, that, in the event that any
Defaulting Lender shall exercise any such right of setoff, (a) all amounts so set off shall be paid over
immediately to the Administrative Agent for further application in accordance with the provisions of
Section 2.15, and pending such payment, shall be segregated by such Defaulting Lender from its other funds
and deemed held in trust for the benefit of the Administrative Agent, the L/C Issuers and the Lenders, and
(b) the Defaulting Lender shall provide promptly to the Administrative Agent a statement describing in
reasonable detail the Secured Obligations owing to such Defaulting Lender as to which it exercised such
right of setoff. The rights of each Lender, each L/C Issuer and their respective Affiliates under this Section
11.08 are in addition to other rights and remedies (including other rights of setoff) that such Lender, such
L/C Issuer or their respective Affiliates may have. Each Lender and each L/C Issuer agrees to notify the
Borrower and the Administrative Agent promptly after any such setoff and application; provided, that, the
failure to give such notice shall not affect the validity of such setoff and application.

11.09 Interest Rate Limitation.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in any Loan Document, the interest paid or
agreed to be paid under the Loan Documents shall not exceed the maximum rate of non-usurious interest
permitted by applicable Law (the “Maximum Rate”). If the Administrative Agent or any Lender shall
receive interest in an amount that exceeds the Maximum Rate, the excess interest shall be applied to the
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principal of the Loans or, if it exceeds such unpaid principal, refunded to the Borrower. In determining
whether the interest contracted for, charged, or received by the Administrative Agent or a Lender exceeds
the Maximum Rate, such Person may, to the extent permitted by applicable Law, (a) characterize any
payment that is not principal as an expense, fee, or premium rather than interest, (b) exclude voluntary
prepayments and the effects thereof, and (c) amortize, prorate, allocate, and spread in equal or unequal parts
the total amount of interest throughout the contemplated term of the Obligations hereunder.

11.10 Integration; Effectiveness.

This Agreement, the other Loan Documents, and any separate letter agreements with respect to fees
payable to the Administrative Agent or any L/C Issuer, constitute the entire contract among the parties
relating to the subject matter hereof and supersede any and all previous agreements and understandings, oral
or written, relating to the subject matter hereof. Except as provided in Section 4:64+2 of the Third
Amendment, this Agreement shall become effective when it shall have been executed by the Administrative
Agent and when the Administrative Agent shall have received counterparts hereof that, when taken
together, bear the signatures of each of the other parties hereto, and thereafter shall be binding upon and
inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and their respective successors and permitted assigns.

11.11 Survival of Representations and Warranties.

All representations and warranties made hereunder and in any other Loan Document or other
document delivered pursuant hereto or thereto or in connection herewith or therewith shall survive the
execution and delivery hereof and thereof. Such representations and warranties have been or will be relied
upon by the Administrative Agent and each Lender, regardless of any investigation made by the
Administrative Agent or any Lender or on their behalf and notwithstanding that the Administrative Agent or
any Lender may have had notice or knowledge of any Default at the time of any Credit Extension, and shall
continue in full force and effect as long as any Loan or any other Obligation hereunder (other than
contingent indemnification obligations for which no claim has been asserted) shall remain unpaid or
unsatisfied or any Letter of Credit shall remain outstanding.

11.12  Severability.

If any provision of this Agreement or the other Loan Documents is held to be illegal, invalid or
unenforceable, (a) the legality, validity and enforceability of the remaining provisions of this Agreement
and the other Loan Documents shall not be affected or impaired thereby, and (b) the parties shall endeavor
in good faith negotiations to replace the illegal, invalid or unenforceable provisions with valid provisions
the economic effect of which comes as close as possible to that of the illegal, invalid or unenforceable
provisions. The invalidity of a provision in a particular jurisdiction shall not invalidate or render
unenforceable such provision in any other jurisdiction. Without limiting the foregoing provisions of this
Section 11.12, if and to the extent that the enforceability of any provisions in this Agreement relating to
Defaulting Lenders shall be limited by Debtor Relief Laws, as determined in good faith by the
Administrative Agent, the applicable L/C Issuer or the Swingline Lender, as applicable, then such
provisions shall be deemed to be in effect only to the extent not so limited.

11.13 Replacement of L.enders.

If the Borrower is entitled to replace a Lender pursuant to the provisions of Section 3.06, or if any
Lender is a Defaulting Lender or a Non-Consenting Lender, then, in each case, the Borrower may, at its sole
expense and effort, upon notice to such Lender and the Administrative Agent, require such Lender to assign
and delegate, without recourse (in accordance with and subject to the restrictions contained in, and consents
required by, Section 11.06), all of its interests, rights (other than its existing rights to payments
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pursuant to Sections 3.01 and 3.04) and obligations under this Agreement and the related Loan Documents
to an Eligible Assignee that shall assume such obligations (which assignee may be another Lender, if a
Lender accepts such assignment); provided, that:

(a) the Borrower shall have paid to the Administrative Agent the assignment fee (if
any) specified in Section 11.06(b);

(b) such Lender shall have received payment of an amount equal to one hundred
percent (100%) of the outstanding principal of its Loans, accrued interest thereon, accrued fees and
all other amounts payable to it hereunder and under the other Loan Documents (including any
amounts under Section 3.05) from the assignee (to the extent of such outstanding principal and
accrued interest and fees) or the Borrower (in the case of all other amounts);

(c) in the case of any such assignment resulting from a claim for compensation under
Section 3.04 or payments required to be made pursuant to Section 3.01, such assignment will result
in a reduction in such compensation or payments thereafter;

(d) such assignment does not conflict with applicable Laws; and

(e) in the case of an assignment resulting from a Lender becoming a Non-Consenting
Lender, the applicable assignee shall have consented to the applicable amendment, waiver or
consent.

A Lender shall not be required to make any such assignment or delegation if, prior thereto, as a
result of a waiver by such Lender or otherwise, the circumstances entitling the Borrower to require such
assignment and delegation cease to apply.

Each party hereto agrees that (a) an assignment required pursuant to this Section 11.13 may be
effected pursuant to an Assignment and Assumption executed by the Borrower, the Administrative Agent
and the assignee, and (b) the Lender required to make such assignment need not be a party thereto in order
for such assignment to be effective and shall be deemed to have consented to an be bound by the terms
thereof; provided, that, following the effectiveness of any such assignment, the other parties to such
assignment agree to execute and deliver such documents necessary to evidence such assignment as
reasonably requested by the applicable Lender; provided, further, that, any such documents shall be without
recourse to or warranty by the parties thereto.

Notwithstanding anything in this Section 11.13 to the contrary, (a) no Lender that acts as an L/C
Issuer may be replaced hereunder at any time it has any Letter of Credit outstanding unless arrangements
satisfactory to such Lender (including the furnishing of a backstop letter of credit in form and substance,
and issued by an issuer, reasonably satisfactory to such L/C Issuer or the depositing of Cash Collateral into
a Cash Collateral account in amounts and pursuant to arrangements reasonably satisfactory to such L/C
Issuer) have been made with respect to such outstanding Letter of Credit, and (b) the Lender that acts as the
Administrative Agent may not be replaced hereunder except in accordance with the terms of Section 9.06.

11.14 Governing Law; Jurisdiction; Etc.

(a) GOVERNING LAW. THIS AGREEMENT AND THE OTHER LOAN
DOCUMENTS (EXCEPT, AS TO ANY OTHER LOAN DOCUMENT, AS EXPRESSLY SET
FORTH THEREIN) AND ANY CLAIMS, CONTROVERSY, DISPUTE OR CAUSE OF ACTION
(WHETHER IN CONTRACT OR TORT OR OTHERWISE) BASED UPON,
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ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THIS AGREEMENT OR ANY OTHER LOAN
DOCUMENT (EXCEPT, AS TO ANY OTHER LOAN DOCUMENT, AS EXPRESSLY SET
FORTH THEREIN) AND THE TRANSACTIONS CONTEMPLATED HEREBY AND
THEREBY SHALL BE GOVERNED BY, AND CONSTRUED IN ACCORDANCE WITH, THE
LAW OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK.

(b) SUBMISSION TO JURISDICTION. THE BORROWER AND EACH OTHER
LOAN PARTY IRREVOCABLY AND UNCONDITIONALLY AGREES THAT IT WILL NOT
COMMENCE ANY ACTION, LITIGATION OR PROCEEDING OF ANY KIND OR
DESCRIPTION, WHETHER IN LAW OR EQUITY, WHETHER IN CONTRACT OR IN TORT
OR OTHERWISE, AGAINST THE ADMINISTRATIVE AGENT, ANY LENDER, ANY L/C
ISSUER, OR ANY RELATED PARTY OF THE FOREGOING IN ANY WAY RELATING TO
THIS AGREEMENT OR ANY OTHER LOAN DOCUMENT OR THE TRANSACTIONS
RELATING HERETO OR THERETO, IN ANY FORUM OTHER THAN THE COURTS OF THE
STATE OF NEW YORK SITTING IN NEW YORK COUNTY AND OF THE UNITED STATES
DISTRICT COURT OF THE SOUTHERN DISTRICT OF NEW YORK, AND ANY APPELLATE
COURT FROM ANY THEREOF, AND EACH OF THE PARTIES HERETO IRREVOCABLY
AND UNCONDITIONALLY SUBMITS TO THE JURISDICTION OF SUCH COURTS AND
AGREES THAT ALL CLAIMS IN RESPECT OF ANY SUCH ACTION, LITIGATION OR
PROCEEDING MAY BE HEARD AND DETERMINED IN SUCH NEW YORK STATE COURT
OR, TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW, IN SUCH FEDERAL
COURT. EACH OF THE PARTIES HERETO AGREES THAT A FINAL JUDGMENT IN ANY
SUCH ACTION, LITIGATION OR PROCEEDING SHALL BE CONCLUSIVE AND MAY BE
ENFORCED IN OTHER JURISDICTIONS BY SUIT ON THE JUDGMENT OR IN ANY
OTHER MANNER PROVIDED BY LAW. NOTHING IN THIS AGREEMENT OR IN ANY
OTHER LOAN DOCUMENT SHALL AFFECT ANY RIGHT THAT THE ADMINISTRATIVE
AGENT, ANY LENDER OR ANY L/C ISSUER MAY OTHERWISE HAVE TO BRING ANY
ACTION OR PROCEEDING RELATING TO THIS AGREEMENT OR ANY OTHER LOAN
DOCUMENT AGAINST THE BORROWER OR ANY OTHER LOAN PARTY OR ITS
PROPERTIES IN THE COURTS OF ANY JURISDICTION.

() WAIVER OF VENUE. THE BORROWER AND EACH OTHER LOAN PARTY
IRREVOCABLY AND UNCONDITIONALLY WAIVES, TO THE FULLEST EXTENT
PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW, ANY OBJECTION THAT IT MAY NOW OR
HEREAFTER HAVE TO THE LAYING OF VENUE OF ANY ACTION OR PROCEEDING
ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THIS AGREEMENT OR ANY OTHER LOAN
DOCUMENT IN ANY COURT REFERRED TO IN SECTION 11.14(b). THE BORROWER
AND EACH OTHER LOAN PARTY IRREVOCABLY AND UNCONDITIONALLY WAIVES,
TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW, THE DEFENSE OF AN
INCONVENIENT FORUM TO THE MAINTENANCE OF SUCH ACTION OR PROCEEDING
IN ANY SUCH COURT.

(d) SERVICE OF PROCESS. EACH PARTY HERETO IRREVOCABLY
CONSENTS TO SERVICE OF PROCESS IN THE MANNER PROVIDED FOR NOTICES IN
SECTION 11.02. NOTHING IN THIS AGREEMENT WILL AFFECT THE RIGHT OF ANY
PARTY HERETO TO SERVE PROCESS IN ANY OTHER MANNER PERMITTED BY
APPLICABLE LAW.

11.15 Waiver of Jury Trial.
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EACH PARTY HERETO HEREBY IRREVOCABLY WAIVES, TO THE FULLEST EXTENT
PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW, ANY RIGHT IT MAY HAVE TO A TRIAL BY JURY IN ANY
LEGAL PROCEEDING DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THIS
AGREEMENT OR ANY OTHER LOAN DOCUMENT OR THE TRANSACTIONS CONTEMPLATED
HEREBY OR THEREBY (WHETHER BASED ON CONTRACT, TORT OR ANY OTHER THEORY).

EACH PARTY HERETO (a) CERTIFIES THAT NO REPRESENTATIVE, AGENT OR ATTORNEY OF
ANY OTHER PERSON HAS REPRESENTED, EXPRESSLY OR OTHERWISE, THAT SUCH OTHER
PERSON WOULD NOT, IN THE EVENT OF LITIGATION, SEEK TO ENFORCE THE FOREGOING
WAIVER, AND (b) ACKNOWLEDGES THAT IT AND THE OTHER PARTIES HERETO HAVE BEEN
INDUCED TO ENTER INTO THIS AGREEMENT AND THE OTHER LOAN DOCUMENTS BY,
AMONG OTHER THINGS, THE MUTUAL WAIVERS AND CERTIFICATIONS IN THIS SECTION
11.15.

11.16 Subordination.

Each Loan Party (a “Subordinating Loan Party”) hereby subordinates the payment of all obligations
and indebtedness of any other Loan Party owing to it, whether now existing or hereafter arising, including
but not limited to any obligation of any such other Loan Party to the Subordinating Loan Party as subrogee
of the Secured Parties or resulting from such Subordinating Loan Party’s performance under the Guaranty,
to the indefeasible payment in full in cash of all Obligations. If the Secured Parties so request, any such
obligation or indebtedness of any such other Loan Party to the Subordinating Loan Party shall be enforced
and performance received by the Subordinating Loan Party as trustee for the Secured Parties and the
proceeds thereof shall be paid over to the Secured Parties on account of the Secured Obligations, but
without reducing or affecting in any manner the liability of the Subordinating Loan Party under this
Agreement. Without limitation of the foregoing, so long as no Default has occurred and is continuing, the
Loan Parties may make and receive payments with respect to Intercompany Debt; provided, that, in the
event that any Loan Party receives any payment of any Intercompany Debt at a time when such payment is
prohibited by this Section 11.16, such payment shall be held by such Loan Party, in trust for the benefit of,
and shall be paid forthwith over and delivered, upon written request, to the Administrative Agent.

11.17 No Advisory or Fiduciary Responsibility.

In connection with all aspects of each transaction contemplated hereby (including in connection
with any amendment, waiver or other modification hereof or of any other Loan Document), the Borrower
and each other Loan Party acknowledges and agrees, and acknowledges its Affiliates’ understanding, that:
(a)(i) the arranging and other services regarding this Agreement provided by the Administrative Agent, each
Arranger, each Lender, and their respective Affiliates are arm’s-length commercial transactions between the
Borrower, each other Loan Party and their respective Affiliates, on the one hand, and the Administrative
Agent, each Arranger, each Lender, and their respective Affiliates, on the other hand, (ii) each of the
Borrower and the other Loan Parties has consulted its own legal, accounting, regulatory and tax advisors to
the extent it has deemed appropriate, and (iii) the Borrower and each other Loan Party is capable of
evaluating, and understands and accepts, the terms, risks and conditions of the transactions contemplated
hereby and by the other Loan Documents; (b)(i) the Administrative Agent, each Arranger, each Lender, and
each of their respective Affiliates is and has been acting solely as a principal and, except as expressly agreed
in writing by the relevant parties, has not been, is not, and will not be acting as an advisor, agent or
fiduciary, for Borrower, any other Loan Party or any of their respective Affiliates, or any other Person, and
(i1) none of the Administrative Agent, any Arranger, any Lender, or any of their respective Affiliates has
any obligation to the Borrower, any other Loan Party or any of their respective Affiliates with respect to the
transactions contemplated hereby except those obligations expressly set forth herein and in the other Loan
Documents; and (c) the Administrative Agent, each Arranger, and each
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Lender may be engaged in a broad range of transactions that involve interests that differ from those of the
Borrower, the other Loan Parties and their respective Affiliates, and none of the Administrative Agent, any
Arranger, any Lender, or any of their respective Affiliates has any obligation to disclose any of such
interests to the Borrower, any other Loan Party or any of their respective Affiliates. To the fullest extent
permitted by law, each of the Borrower and each other Loan Party hereby waives and releases any claims
that it may have against the Administrative Agent, any Arranger, any Lender, or any of their respective
Affiliates with respect to any breach or alleged breach of agency or fiduciary duty in connection with any
aspect of any transactions contemplated hereby.

11.18 Electronic Execution.

This Agreement, any other Loan Document, and any other document, amendment, approval,
consent, information, notice, certificate, request, statement, disclosure or authorization related to this
Agreement or any other Loan Document (each, a “Communication”), including Communications required
to be in writing, may be in the form of an Electronic Record and may be executed using Electronic
Signatures. Each Loan Party, the Administrative Agent, and each Lender Party agrees that any Electronic
Signature on or associated with any Communication shall be valid and binding on such Person to the same
extent as a manual, original signature, and that any Communication entered into by Electronic Signature,
will constitute the legal, valid and binding obligation of such Person enforceable against such Person in
accordance with the terms thereof to the same extent as if a manually executed original signature was
delivered. Any Communication may be executed in as many counterparts as necessary or convenient,
including both paper and electronic counterparts, but all such counterparts are one and the same
Communication. For the avoidance of doubt, the authorization under this Section 11.18 may include use or
acceptance of a manually signed paper Communication which has been converted into electronic form (such
as scanned into .pdf), or an electronically signed Communication converted into another format, for
transmission, delivery and/or retention. The Administrative Agent and each of the Lender Parties may, at its
option, create one or more copies of any Communication in the form of an imaged Electronic Record (each,
an “Electronic Copy”), which shall be deemed created in the ordinary course of such Person’s business, and
destroy the original paper document. All Communications in the form of an Electronic Record, including
an Electronic Copy, shall be considered an original for all purposes, and shall have the same legal effect,
validity and enforceability as a paper record. Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary,
none of the Administrative Agent, the Swingline Lender or any L/C Issuer is under any obligation to accept
an Electronic Signature in any form or in any format unless expressly agreed to by such Person pursuant to
procedures approved by it; provided, that, without limiting the foregoing, (a) to the extent the
Administrative Agent, the Swingline Lender or such L/C Issuer has agreed to accept such Electronic
Signature, the Administrative Agent and each of the Lender Parties shall be entitled to rely on any such
Electronic Signature purportedly given by or on behalf of any Loan Party and/or any Lender Party without
further verification and regardless of the appearance or form of such Electronic Signature, and (b) upon the
request of the Administrative Agent or any Lender Party, any Communication executed using an Electronic
Signature shall be promptly followed by a manually executed counterpart.

None of the Administrative Agent, the Swingline Lender or any L/C Issuer shall be responsible for
or have any duty to ascertain or inquire into the sufficiency, validity, enforceability, effectiveness or
genuineness of any Loan Document or any other agreement, instrument or document (including, for the
avoidance of doubt, in connection with the Administrative Agent’s, the Swingline Lender’s or such L/C
Issuer’s reliance on any Electronic Signature transmitted by telecopy, emailed .pdf or any other electronic
means). The Administrative Agent, the Swingline Lender and each L/C Issuer shall be entitled to rely on,
and shall incur no liability under or in respect of this Agreement or any other Loan Document by acting
upon, any Communication or any statement made to it orally or by telephone and believed by it to be
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genuine and signed or sent or otherwise authenticated (whether or not such Person in fact meets the
requirements set forth in the Loan Documents for being the maker thereof).

Each Loan Party and each Lender Party hereby waives (a) any argument, defense or right to contest
the legal effect, validity or enforceability of this Agreement or any other Loan Document based solely on
the lack of paper original copies of this Agreement or such other Loan Document, and (b) any claim against
the Administrative Agent and each Lender Party for any liabilities arising solely from the Administrative
Agent’s and/or such Lender Party’s reliance on or use of Electronic Signatures, including any liabilities
arising as a result of the failure of the Loan Parties to use any available security measures in connection
with the execution, delivery or transmission of any Electronic Signature.

11.19 USA PATRIOT Act Notice.

Each Lender that is subject to the PATRIOT Act, each L/C Issuer and the Administrative Agent (for
itself and not on behalf of any Lender) hereby notifies the Borrower and the other Loan Parties that pursuant
to the requirements of the USA PATRIOT Act (Title III of Pub. L. 107-56 (signed into law October 26,
2001)) (the “PATRIOT Act”), it is required to obtain, verify and record information that identifies the
Borrower and each other Loan Party, which information includes the name and address of each such Person
and other information that will allow such Lender, such L/C Issuer or the Administrative Agent, as
applicable, to identify each such Person in accordance with the PATRIOT Act. The Loan Parties agree to,
promptly following a request by the Administrative Agent, any L/C Issuer or any Lender, provide all such
other documentation and information that the Administrative Agent, such L/C Issuer or such Lender
requests in order to comply with its ongoing obligations under applicable “know your customer” and anti-
money laundering rules and regulations, including the PATRIOT Act and the Beneficial Ownership
Regulation.

11.20  Acknowledgement and Consent to Bail-In of Affected Financial Institutions.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in any Loan Document or in any other agreement,
arrangement or understanding among any such parties, each party hereto acknowledges that any liability of
any Affected Financial Institution arising under any Loan Document, to the extent such liability is
unsecured, may be subject to the Write-Down and Conversion Powers of the applicable Resolution
Authority and agrees and consents to, and acknowledges and agrees to be bound by: (a) the application of
any Write-Down and Conversion Powers by the applicable Resolution Authority to any such liabilities
arising hereunder which may be payable to it by any party hereto that is an Affected Financial Institution;
and (b) the effects of any Bail-In Action on any such liability, including, if applicable, (i) a reduction in full
or in part or cancellation of any such liability, (ii) a conversion of all, or a portion of, such liability into
shares or other instruments of ownership in such Affected Financial Institution, its parent undertaking, or a
bridge institution that may be issued to it or otherwise conferred on it, and that such shares or other
instruments of ownership will be accepted by it in lieu of any rights with respect to any such liability under
this Agreement or any other Loan Document, or (iii) the variation of the terms of such liability in
connection with the exercise of the Write-Down and Conversion Powers of the applicable Resolution
Authority.

11.21  Acknowledgement Regarding Any Supported QFCs.

States or a state of the United States. Without limitation of the foregoing, it is understood and agreed that
rights and remedies of the parties with respect to a Defaulting Lender shall in no event affect the rights of
any Covered Party with respect to a Supported QFC or any QFC Credit Support.

AGREEMENT AMONG THE PARTIES AND MAY NOT BE CONTRADICTED BY EVIDENCE
OF PRIOR, CONTEMPORANEOUS, OR SUBSEQUENT ORAL AGREEMENTS OF THE
PARTIES. THERE ARE NO UNWRITTEN ORAL AGREEMENTS AMONG THE PARTIES.

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3. CONTINGENCY. Landlord and Tenant acknowledge and agree that the Base Rent
schedule provided in Section 2 above is conditioned upon the execution by Tenant, not later than December
31, 2024, of amendments the parties are currently negotiating regarding space leased by Tenant at 994
Innovators Way and 996 Innovators Way (the “Other Amendments”). The Other Amendments are attached
hereto as Exhibit A. If Tenant fails to execute the Other Amendments by December 31, 2024, then Tenant’s
lease of space at 994 Innovators Way and 996 Innovators Way shall remain unmodified, but the following
Base Rent schedule shall be substituted for the one in Section 2, above:

(a) For the period from June 1, 2025 to and including May 31, 2026, the Base Rent for the
Premises shall be $85,336.00 per month, together with such other assessments, additions
and pass-throughs as are set forth in the Lease, as amended;

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L INTRODUCTION

The purpose of the AeroVironment, Inc. Executive Severance Plan (as amended, the
“Plan”) is to provide severance protection to eligible employees of AeroVironment, Inc. (the
“Company”) and its participating affiliates. The Plan provides for severance payments and other
benefits (collectively “Plan Benefits”) to eligible employees who have a Qualifying Termination
(defined below) and who meet all of the other conditions of the Plan.

This document constitutes the plan document under the Employee Retirement Income
Security Act of 1974, as amended (“ERISA”), for the Plan as amended and restated effective
December 3, 2024 (the “Effective Date™). 1t describes the eligibility criteria and Plan Benefits
available to eligible employees.

You must read each provision of this document as a part of the whole summary. A single
statement, read out of context, may be misleading. The Plan provides benefits to a select group of
management or highly compensated employees of the Company and therefore fits within the “top
hat” plan exception to many of the requirements of ERISA.

1L ELIGIBILITY
A. Eligibility Criteria

You are an eligible employee for purposes of the Plan only if you are the Chief Executive
Officer of the Company (the “CEQO”) or if the Company designates you as a “Key Employee”
under the Plan. Upon designation as a Key Employee, the Company shall also designate you as
either a Tier 1 Key Employee or a Tier 2 Key Employee. The CEO shall be a Tier 1 Key
Employee. The Company may designate Key Employees and assign a Key Employee to a tier in
such circumstances as the Company determines make the provision of Plan Benefits appropriate.
The determination of Key Employees will be made consistent with the requirement that the Plan be
a top hat plan for purposes of ERISA. The list of Key Employees under the Plan as of the Effective
Date is attached as Exhibit A hereto, which exhibit shall be updated from time to time to reflect
the designation of additional Key Employees. You will not be an eligible employee if you are not
the CEO or designated as a Key Employee by the Company.

If you are the CEO, you are entitled to participate in the Plan for as long as you are the
CEO and the Plan is maintained by the Company. If the Company designates you as a Key
Employee, you are entitled to participate in the Plan for as long as the Plan is maintained by the
Company, unless you agree to a material adverse change in your authority, duties, or
responsibilities (including reporting responsibilities) from your authority, duties, and
responsibilities as in effect when you were first designated a Key Employee.

B. Requirements for Receiving Plan Benefits

If you are a Key Employee, you will be eligible to receive Plan Benefits only if each of the
following applies to you:

° you have a Qualifying Termination;
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° you timely sign and do not revoke a waiver and release of claims against the
Company and its affiliates and other related parties that becomes effective and
irrevocable within the time frame set forth in Section III below (a “Full Release™);

° you continue to comply with the terms of the Full Release and the Company’s
standard form of confidential information and inventions assignment agreement
and/or other agreements regarding non-competition, non-solicitation, non-
disparagement, confidentiality, assignment of inventions or other similar covenants
between such Eligible Employee and the Company (the “Restrictive Covenants™),
including all post-termination obligations contained therein. In addition to all other
rights and remedies available to the Company under law or in equity, the Company
shall be entitled to withhold all Plan Benefits payable under this Plan in the event of
your breach of the Full Release or the Restrictive Covenants; and

° you meet all other requirements of the Plan.
C. Glossary of Certain Important Plan Terms
Under the Plan, the following terms have the following meanings:

“Base Salary Amount” means the greater of your annual base salary (a) at the rate in effect
on your Termination Date or (b) if your termination occurs within 18 months following a Change
in Control, at the highest rate in effect at any time during the 180-day period prior to a Change in
Control. Base Salary Amount includes all amounts of your base salary that are deferred under any
qualified or non-qualified employee benefit plan of the Company or any other agreement or
arrangement.

“Beneficial Owner” has the meaning as used in Rule 13d-3 promulgated under the
Exchange Act. The terms “Beneficially Owned” and “Beneficial Ownership” each has a
correlative meaning.

“Board” means the Board of Directors of the Company.

“Bonus Amount’ means the annual target bonus established under any annual bonus or
incentive plan maintained by the Company in respect of the fiscal year in which your termination
occurs (or your annual target bonus in respect of the most recently completed fiscal year if your
termination occurs prior to the establishment of an annual target bonus for the fiscal year in which
your termination occurs). Bonus Amount includes only the short-term cash incentive portion of the
annual bonus and does not include equity awards or other long-term incentive compensation
awarded to you.

“Cause” will be defined as that term is defined in your offer letter or other applicable
employment agreement. If there is no such definition, “Cause” means, as determined by the
Company in its sole discretion:

(a) being convicted for committing an act of fraud, embezzlement, theft, or other act
constituting a felony (other than traffic related offenses or as a result of vicarious liability);
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(b) willfully engaging in illegal conduct or gross misconduct that would (i) adversely
affect the business or the reputation of the Company or any of its affiliates with their respective
current or prospective customers, suppliers, lenders, or other third parties with whom such entity
does or might do business or (ii) expose the Company or any of its affiliates to a risk of civil or
criminal legal damages, liabilities, or penalties; however, no act or failure to act on your part will
be considered “willful” unless done or omitted to be done by you not in good faith and without
reasonable belief that your action or omission was in the best interest of the Company; or

(© failing to perform your duties in a reasonably satisfactory manner that, to the extent
capable of cure, has remained uncured for a period of 30 days following receipt of a Notice of
Termination from the Company, or upon its recurrence.

A termination for Cause includes a termination following which the Company determines
that circumstances existing prior to your termination or during the payment of Plan Benefits would
have entitled the Company or an affiliate to have terminated you for Cause. All rights you may
have under the Plan will be suspended automatically during the pendency of any investigation by
the Company or during any negotiations between the Company and you concerning any actual or
alleged act or omission by you of the type described in the applicable definition of Cause.

“Change in Control” of the Company means, and will be deemed to have occurred upon,
any of the following events:

(a) The acquisition by any Person of Beneficial Ownership of 30% or more of the
outstanding voting power; provided, however, that the following acquisitions will not constitute a
Change in Control for purposes of this subparagraph (a): (i) any acquisition directly from the
Company; (ii) any acquisition by the Company or any of its Subsidiaries; (iii) any acquisition by
any employee benefit plan (or related trust) sponsored or maintained by the Company or any of its
Subsidiaries; or (iv) any acquisition by any Person pursuant to a transaction which complies with
clauses (i), (ii), and (iii) of subparagraph (c) below; or

(b) Individuals who at the beginning of any two-year period constitute the Board (the
“Incumbent Board”) cease for any reason to constitute at least a majority of the Board; provided,
however, that any individual who becomes a director of the Company during such two-year period
and whose election or whose nomination for election by the Company’s stockholders, to the Board
was either (i) approved by a vote of at least a majority of the directors then comprising the
Incumbent Board or (ii) recommended by a nominating committee comprised entirely of directors
who are then Incumbent Board members will be considered as though such individual were a
member of the Incumbent Board, but excluding, for this purpose, any such individual whose initial
assumption of office occurs as a result of either an actual or threatened election contest (as such
terms are used in Rule 14a-11 of Regulation 14A promulgated under the Exchange Act), other
actual or threatened solicitation of proxies or consents, or an actual or threatened tender offer; or

(©) Consummation of a reorganization, merger, or consolidation or sale or other
disposition of all or substantially all of the assets of the Company (a “Business Combination™), in
each case unless following such Business Combination, (i) all or substantially all of the Persons
who were the Beneficial Owners, respectively, of the outstanding shares and outstanding voting
securities immediately prior to such Business Combination own, directly or indirectly, more than

50% of the combined voting power of the then outstanding voting securities entitled to vote
generally in the election of directors of the Company, as the case may be, of the entity resulting
from the Business Combination (including, without limitation, an entity which as a result of such
transaction owns the Company or all or substantially all of the Company’s assets either directly or
through one or more subsidiaries) in substantially the same proportions as their ownership,
immediately prior to such Business Combination, of the outstanding voting securities (provided,
however, that for purposes of this clause (i) any shares of common stock or voting securities of
such resulting entity received by such Beneficial Owners in such Business Combination other than
as the result of such Beneficial Owners’ ownership of outstanding shares or outstanding voting
securities immediately prior to such Business Combination will not be considered to be owned by
such Beneficial Owners for the purposes of calculating their percentage of ownership of the
outstanding common stock and voting power of the resulting entity); (ii) no Person (excluding any
entity resulting from such Business Combination or any employee benefit plan (or related trust) of
the Company or such entity resulting from the Business Combination) beneficially owns, directly
or indirectly, 30% or more of the combined voting power of the then outstanding voting securities
of such entity resulting from the Business Combination unless such Person owned 30% or more of
the outstanding shares or outstanding voting securities immediately prior to the Business
Combination; and (iii) at least a majority of the members of the board of directors of the entity
resulting from such Business Combination were members of the Board at the time of the execution
of the initial agreement or the action of the Board providing for such Business Combination; or

(d) Approval by the Company’s stockholders of a complete liquidation or dissolution of
the Company.

For purposes of clause (c), any Person who acquires outstanding voting securities of the
entity resulting from the Business Combination by virtue of ownership, prior to such Business
Combination, of outstanding voting securities of both the Company and the entity or entities with
which the Company is combined shall be treated as two Persons after the Business Combination,
who shall be treated as owning outstanding voting securities of the entity resulting from the
Business Combination by virtue of ownership, prior to such Business Combination of,
respectively, outstanding voting securities of the Company, and of the entity or entities with which
the Company is combined.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, if a Change in Control constitutes a payment event with
respect to any amount hereunder that provides for the deferral of compensation that is subject to
Section 409A, to the extent required to avoid the imposition of additional taxes under Section
409A, the transaction or event shall only constitute a Change in Control for purposes of the
payment timing of such amount if such transaction also constitutes a “change in control event,” as
defined in Treasury Regulation Section 1.409A-3(i)(5).

The Board shall have full and final authority, which shall be exercised in its discretion, to
determine conclusively whether a Change in Control of the Company has occurred pursuant to the
above definition, and the date of the occurrence of such Change in Control and any incidental
matters relating thereto.
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“Continuation Period” means (a) if you are a Tier 1 Key Employee, a period of 12 months
following the Termination Date, and (b) if you are a Tier 2 Key Employee, a period of 12 months
following the Termination Date.

“Continuation Period Benefits” means the Company’s provision (at its expense) to you
and your dependents and beneficiaries of the same or equivalent life insurance, disability, medical,
dental, and hospitalization benefits provided to other similarly situated executives who continue in
the employ of the Company during the Continuation Period, subject to the terms and conditions
and limitations of the Company (or affiliate) plan under which such benefits are provided. If the
Company cannot provide the foregoing benefits in a manner that is compliant with applicable law
or the terms of the applicable plan, instead of providing the benefits as set forth above, the
Company shall instead pay you the monthly premium amount for such benefits (determined by
reference to the premiums in effect immediately prior to the Termination Date) as a taxable
monthly payment for the Continuation Period (or any remaining portion thereof). The Company
may reduce its provision of any benefits if you become eligible to obtain such benefits pursuant to
a subsequent employer’s benefit plans, as long as the coverage and benefits of the combined
benefit plans are no less favorable to you than the coverage and benefits required to be provided
hereunder.

“Disability” will be defined as that term is defined in your offer letter or other applicable
employment agreement. If there is no such definition, “Disability” means an incapacity that has
resulted in your qualification to receive long-term disability benefits under the Company’s long
term disability plan or, if you are not covered by the Company’s long term disability plan,
incapacity that results in a determination by the Social Security Administration that you are
entitled to a Social Security disability benefit.

“Equity Award” means each outstanding and unvested equity award held by a Key
Employee granted pursuant to an equity plan, including, without limitation, each restricted stock,
stock option, restricted stock unit, performance stock unit or other equity award.

“Exchange Act” means the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended.

“Good Reason” will be defined as that term is defined in your offer letter or other
applicable employment agreement. If there is no such definition, “Good Reason” means the
occurrence of any of the following events without your written consent:

(a) (i) Any material adverse change in your authority, duties, or responsibilities
(including reporting responsibilities) from your authority, duties, and responsibilities as in effect at
any time within three months preceding the date of the Change in Control or at any time thereafter,
or (ii)) (A) if you are an executive officer of the Company a significant portion of whose
responsibilities relate to the Company’s status as a public company, your failure to continue to
serve as an executive officer of a public company and/or (B) your ceasing to serve as an executive
officer of the ultimate parent entity of the Company (or its successor), in each case except in
connection with the termination of your employment for Disability, for Cause, as a result of your
death, or by you other than for Good Reason; or

(b) A material reduction in your base salary or target annual bonus opportunity; or
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(©) The imposition of a requirement that you be based at any place outside a 60-mile
radius from your principal place of employment immediately prior to the Change in Control except
for reasonably required travel on Company business that is not materially greater in frequency or
duration than prior to the Change in Control; or

(d) Any material breach by the Company of the Plan with respect to you or of any
employment agreement with you.

In order to terminate for Good Reason, you must (a) reasonably determine in good faith
that a Good Reason condition has occurred; (b) notify the Company in writing of the occurrence of
the condition within 90 days; (c) cooperate in good faith with the Company’s efforts, for a period
of not less than 30 days following such written notice, to remedy the condition (after which time
the condition still exists); and (d) terminate employment within 60 days after that remedy period.

“Notice of Termination” means a written notice from you or the Company of the
termination of your employment, which indicates the specific termination provision in the Plan
relied upon and which sets forth in reasonable detail the facts and circumstances claimed to
provide a basis for termination of your employment under the provision so indicated.

“Person” has the meaning as defined in Section 3(a)(9) of the Exchange Act and used in
Section 13(d) or 14(d) of the Exchange Act, and will include any “group” as such term is used in
such sections.

“Prior Period Bonus” means, with respect to any Key Employee, the Key Employee’s
earned but unpaid annual bonus, if any, for the Company’s fiscal year ending immediately prior to
the fiscal year in which the Termination Date occurs. For clarity, if the Termination Date occurs on
or after the date on which the Company pays annual bonuses for the fiscal year ending
immediately prior to the fiscal year in which the Termination Date occurs, then there shall be no
Prior Period Bonus.

“Pro Rata Bonus” means an amount equal to the Bonus Amount multiplied by a fraction,
the numerator of which is the number of days elapsed in the then-current fiscal year through and
including the Termination Date and the denominator of which is 365.

“Subsidiary” means any corporation with respect to which another specified corporation
has the power under ordinary circumstances to vote or direct the voting of sufficient securities to
elect a majority of the directors.

“Termination Date” means (a) in the case of your death, your date of death, (b) in the case
of the termination of your employment by you for Good Reason, the date of your termination after
the Company’s cure period, and (c) in all other cases, the date specified in the Notice of
Termination, provided that if your employment is terminated by the Company for Cause based on a
failure to perform your duties in a way that is capable of cure or due to Disability, the date
specified in the Notice of Termination will be at least 30 days after the date the Notice of
Termination is given to you. Anything in this Plan to the contrary notwithstanding, a transfer of
employment from the Company to an affiliate or vice versa shall not be considered a termination
of employment for purposes of this Plan.
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“Tier 1 Key Employee” means the CEO.

“Tier 2 Key Employee” means any Key Employee designated by the Administrator to be a
Tier 2 Key Employee.

III. PLAN BENEFITS FOR QUALIFYING TERMINATIONS

If you are a Key Employee for purposes of the Plan and you incur one of the following
“Qualifying Terminations,” you must satisfy the following additional requirement before
becoming eligible to receive the Plan Benefits specified below: you must provide the Company
with a Full Release in a form satisfactory to the Company and similar to the agreement set forth in
Exhibit B (with such changes as may be reasonably required to such form to help ensure its
enforceability in light of any changes in applicable law) pursuant to which you fully and
completely release the Company from all claims that you may have against the Company (other
than any claims that may arise or have arisen under the Plan or that cannot be released under
applicable law). The Full Release must become effective in accordance with its terms prior to the
date that is 30 days (or such longer period to the extent required by applicable law, but in no event
more than 60 days) following the Termination Date (including the expiration of any revocation
period thereunder without your revocation of the Full Release).

A. Termination due to death or Disability

A termination of your employment due to your death or Disability while you are eligible
for benefits under the Plan constitutes a “Qualifying Termination.” Upon a Qualifying Termination
due to death or Disability, you will become eligible for the following payments and benefits:

(a) If you are a Tier 1 Key Employee, you will be entitled to receive: (1) a Pro Rata
Bonus, (2) your Prior Period Bonus, (3) 1.5 times the sum of your Base Salary Amount and your
Bonus Amount, and (4) Continuation Period Benefits; or

(b) If you are a Tier 2 Key Employee, you will be entitled to receive: (1) a Pro Rata
Bonus, (2) your Prior Period Bonus, (3) 1.0 times the sum of your Base Salary Amount and your
Bonus Amount, and (4) Continuation Period Benefits.

Your Pro Rata Bonus, Base Salary Amount and Bonus Amount will be paid in a single
lump sum cash payment 30 days after the Termination Date. Your Prior Period Bonus will be paid
when annual bonuses are paid to the Company’s employees generally, but in all events within 75
days following the last day of the fiscal year to which such Prior Period Bonus relates.

B. Termination by the Company without Cause — no Change in Control

A termination of your employment by the Company without Cause while you are eligible
for benefits under the Plan, where a Change in Control has not occurred within 18 months before
or 3 months after your termination, constitutes a “Qualifying Termination.” If you are so
terminated by the Company, you will become eligible for the following payment and benefits:

(a) If you are a Tier 1 Key Employee, you will be entitled to receive: (1) a Pro Rata
Bonus, (2) your Prior Period Bonus, (3) 1.5 times the sum of your Base Salary Amount and your
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Bonus Amount, and (4) Continuation Period Benefits; or

(b) If you are a Tier 2 Key Employee, you will be entitled to receive: (1) a Pro Rata
Bonus, (2) your Prior Period Bonus, (3) 1.0 times the sum of your Base Salary Amount and your
Bonus Amount, and (4) Continuation Period Benefits.

Your Pro Rata Bonus, Base Salary Amount and Bonus Amount will be paid in a single
lump sum cash payment 30 days after the Termination Date. Your Prior Period Bonus will be paid
when annual bonuses are paid to the Company’s employees generally, but in all events within 75
days following the last day of the fiscal year to which such Prior Period Bonus relates.

C. Termination by the Company without Cause or by you for Good Reason —
Change in Control within 3 months after Termination

A termination of your employment by the Company without Cause or by you for Good
Reason within three months before a Change in Control, while you are eligible for benefits under
the Plan, constitutes a “Qualifying Termination.” If your employment is terminated by the
Company without Cause or by you for Good Reason within three months before a Change in
Control, you will become eligible for the following payments and benefits:

(a) If you are a Tier 1 Key Employee, you will be entitled to receive: (1) a Pro Rata
Bonus, (2) your Prior Period Bonus, (3) 2.5 times the sum of your Base Salary Amount and your
Bonus Amount, (4) immediate vesting of your outstanding time-vesting Equity Awards,
(5) Continuation Period Benefits, and (6) unless you have already accepted an offer of
employment, outplacement services suitable to your position until the end of the Continuation
Period (or, if earlier, when you accept an offer of employment); or

(b) If you are a Tier 2 Key Employee, you will be entitled to receive: (1) a Pro Rata
Bonus, (2) your Prior Period Bonus, (3) 1.5 times the sum of your Base Salary Amount and your
Bonus Amount, (4) immediate vesting of your outstanding time-vesting Equity Awards,
(5) Continuation Period Benefits, and (6) unless you have already accepted an offer of
employment, outplacement services suitable to your position until the end of the Continuation
Period (or, if earlier, when you accept an offer of employment).

If you have already received (or are due) any Plan Benefits under Section II1.B above (for
a termination by the Company without Cause absent a Change in Control), the Plan Benefits for
which you are eligible under this Section III.C will be reduced accordingly and you will only be
eligible for any Plan Benefits over and above paid Plan Benefits.

Your Pro Rata Bonus, Base Salary Amount, and Bonus Amount (after reducing the
amounts by any amounts paid under Section II1.B) will be paid in a single lump sum cash payment
30 days after the Change in Control. Your Prior Period Bonus will be paid when annual bonuses
are paid to the Company’s employees generally, but in all events within 75 days following the last
day of the fiscal year to which such Prior Period Bonus relates. The vesting of any Equity Awards
pursuant to this Section III.C will occur effective upon the Change in Control (or, if later, the
effective date of the Release).
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D. Termination by the Company without Cause or by you for Good Reason within
18 months after a Change in Control

A termination of your employment by the Company without Cause or by you for Good
Reason within 18 months after a Change in Control, while you are eligible for benefits under the
Plan, constitutes a “Qualifying Termination.” If you are terminated by the Company without Cause
or you terminate your employment with the Company for Good Reason within 18 months after a
Change in Control, you will become eligible for the following payments and benefits:

(a) If you are a Tier 1 Key Employee, you will be entitled to receive: (1) a Pro Rata
Bonus, (2) your Prior Period Bonus, (3) 2.5 times the sum of your Base Salary Amount and your
Bonus Amount, (4) immediate vesting of your outstanding time-vesting Equity Awards, (5) vesting
of any performance-based Equity Awards as provided in the applicable Equity Award agreement,
(6) Continuation Period Benefits, and (7) outplacement services suitable to your position until the
end of the Continuation Period (or, if earlier, when you accept an offer of employment); or

(b) If you are a Tier 2 Key Employee, you will be entitled to receive: (1) a Pro Rata
Bonus, (2) your Prior Period Bonus, (3) 1.5 times the sum of your Base Salary Amount and your
Bonus Amount, (4) immediate vesting of your outstanding time-vesting Equity Awards, (5) vesting
of any performance-based Equity Awards as provided in the applicable Equity Award agreement,
(6) Continuation Period Benefits, and (7) outplacement services suitable to your position until the
end of the Continuation Period (or, if earlier, when you accept an offer of employment).

Your Pro Rata Bonus, Base Salary Amount, and Bonus Amount will be paid in a single
lump sum cash payment 30 days after the Termination Date. Your Prior Period Bonus will be paid
when annual bonuses are paid to the Company’s employees generally, but in all events within 75
days following the last day of the fiscal year to which such Prior Period Bonus relates.

In no event will a termination for Cause or a voluntary termination by you without Good Reason
constitute a Qualifying Termination.

V. OTHER CONSIDERATIONS
A. Other Plans

Participation in the Plan does not enhance or reduce the amounts, if any, payable to you
under any other benefit plan maintained by the Company or its affiliates. Notwithstanding the
foregoing sentence, the Plan Benefits provided are intended to be and are exclusive and in lieu of
any other severance and change in control benefits or payments to which a Key Employee may
otherwise be entitled, either at law, tort, or contract, in equity, or under the Plan, in the event of any
Qualifying Termination. In furtherance of the foregoing, a Key Employee shall not be entitled to
any Plan Benefit under this Plan which duplicates a payment or benefit received or receivable by
the Key Employee under any individual agreement with the Company, or any other plan, program
or arrangement of the Company or any severance or pay in lieu of notice required by applicable
law or regulation, including, without limitation, the Worker Adjustment and Retraining
Notification Act (“WARN”) or any similar state or local statute, rule or regulation. If a Key
Employee has a right to payments or benefits upon a Qualifying Termination that duplicate any
Plan Benefit under this Plan, the Plan Benefits shall be reduced, dollar for dollar, by the amount of
the duplicate payment(s) and benefit(s). Such reductions may be applied on a retroactive basis,
with severance benefits previously paid being recharacterized as payments pursuant to a statutory
obligation of the Company.

Except to the extent provided above, the Plan will not affect the terms of any outstanding
Equity Awards, which will be determined in accordance with the terms and conditions of the
Company equity compensation plan(s) under which they were granted and any applicable award
agreements. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event the Equity Award agreement(s) or the
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equity compensation plan(s) pursuant to which your Equity Awards were granted provide for more
favorable treatment of Equity Awards upon a Change in Control or a Qualifying Termination,
nothing in this Plan is intended to limit your right to such more favorable treatment as provided in
such Equity Award agreement(s) or equity compensation plan(s).

B. Reemployment and Repayment

You do not have any right to reemployment or any preferential rights for rehire as a result
of participation in the Plan.

C. Tax Information

Your Plan Benefits are taxable to you as ordinary income. This document is not intended to
provide a complete description of the tax consequences of the Plan. You are urged to consult with
your personal tax advisor before making any decisions. The Company will withhold from any
severance such federal and state tax withholdings and other deductions reasonably determined to
be required by law, such as those made in order to comply with any court or administratively
ordered garnishments from certain Plan Benefits.

D. Section 280G

Notwithstanding anything contained in the Plan to the contrary, if it is determined that any
payment by the Company or any other person or entity to you or for your benefit under the Plan or
otherwise, in connection with, or arising out of, your service with the Company or its affiliate or a
change in ownership or effective control of the Company or a substantial portion of its assets (a
“Payment”) is a “parachute payment” within the meaning of Section 280G of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code’), on account of the aggregate value of the Payments due to
you being equal to or greater than three times the “base amount,” as defined in Code Section 280G
(the “Parachute Threshold”), so that you would be subject to the excise tax imposed by Code
Section 4999, and the net after-tax benefit that you would receive by reducing the Payments to the
Parachute Threshold is greater than the net after-tax benefit you would receive if the full amount of
the Payments were paid to you, then the Payments payable to you will be reduced (but not below
zero) so that the Payments due to you do not exceed the amount of the Parachute Threshold. The
foregoing reductions shall be made in a manner that results in the maximum economic benefit to
you on an after-tax basis and, to the extent economically equivalent payments or benefits are
subject to reduction, in a pro rata manner; provided, further, that, notwithstanding the foregoing,
any such reduction shall be undertaken in a manner that complies with and does not result in the
imposition of additional taxes on you under Code Section 409A.

All determinations regarding the application of this Section V.D shall be made by a
nationally recognized accounting firm or consulting group with experience in performing
calculations regarding the applicability of Sections 4999 and 280G of the Code selected by the
Company (the “Independent Advisors”). For purposes of determinations, no portion of the
Payments shall be taken into account which, in the opinion of the Independent Advisors, (i) does
not constitute a “parachute payment” within the meaning of Section 280G(b)(2) of the Code
(including by reason of Code Section 280G(b)(4)(A)) or (ii) constitutes reasonable compensation
for services actually rendered, within the meaning of Code Section 280G(b)(4)(B), in excess of
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the “base amount” (as defined in Code Section 280G(b)(3)) allocable to such reasonable
compensation. The costs of obtaining such determination and all related fees and expenses
(including related fees and expenses incurred in any later audit) shall be borne by the Company.

E. Section 409A

The Plan is not intended to be a deferred compensation plan for purposes of Section 409A
of the Code. The Plan will in all respects be interpreted, operated, and administered in accordance
with this intent. Payments provided under the Plan will only be made in a manner that complies
with or is exempt from Code Section 4094, including exemptions under the “short-term deferral”
rule in Treasury Regulation § 1.409A-1(b)(4), and the “two-year, two-time” rule described in
Treasury Regulation § 1.409A-1(b)(9). To the extent that any provision in this Agreement is
ambiguous as to its compliance with or exemption from Code Section 409A, the provision shall be
read in such a manner that no payments payable under this Plan shall be subject to an “additional
tax” as defined in Section 409A(a)(1)(B) of the Code. For purposes of Code Section 409A, each
installment payment under the Plan shall be treated as a separate payment. For purposes of the
Plan, to the extent required to ensure the payments and benefits hereunder comply with, or are
exempt from, Code Section 409A, all references to your “termination of employment” shall mean
your “separation from service” (as defined in Code Section 409A). Notwithstanding any other term
or condition of the Plan, if you are a “specified employee” (as determined by the Company in
accordance with Treasury Regulation § 1.409A-1(i)) as of your date of termination), then all
payments and benefits that are subject to the requirements of Code Section 409A (determined after
taking into account the “short-term deferral” rule in Treasury Regulation § 1.409A-1(b)(4), the
“two-year, two-time” rule described in Treasury Regulation § 1.409A-1(b)(9), and any other
available exception from such requirements) that would otherwise be payable and benefits that
would otherwise be provided under the Plan during the six-month period immediately after your
“separation from service” (as defined in Code Section 409A) will instead be paid on the first
payroll date after the six-month anniversary of your separation from service (or your death, if
earlier). To the extent required by Section 409A of the Code, any reimbursement or in-kind benefit
provided under this Plan shall be provided in accordance with the following: (i) the amount of
expenses eligible for reimbursement, or in-kind benefits provided during each calendar year cannot
affect the expenses eligible for reimbursement, or in-kind benefits to be provided, in any other
calendar year; (ii) any payments in lieu of the benefits shall be paid no later than the end of your
taxable year next following your taxable year in which the benefit or expense was due to be paid;
and (iii) any right to reimbursements or in-kind benefits under this Plan shall not be subject to
liquidation or exchange for another benefit. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Company has no
obligation to take any action to prevent the assessment of any additional tax or penalty on you
under Code Section 409A and the Company has any liability to you for such tax or penalty.

F. Employment Issues

The Plan does not constitute inducement or consideration for the employment of any
employee, nor is it a contract between any employee and the Company or any of its affiliates. The
Plan does not give any employee the right to continued employment. The Company and its
affiliates have the right to hire and terminate any employee at any time, as if the Plan had never
been established. The Plan does not provide eligible employees with any right not expressly
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granted by its provisions, and does not provide any benefit without the execution of the Full
Release.

G. Assignment; Non-transferability; Successors. No right of a Key Employee to any
payment or benefit under this Plan shall be subject to assignment, anticipation, alienation, sale,
transfer, assignment, pledge, encumbrance, attachment, or garnishment by creditors of the Key
Employee or of any beneficiary of the Key Employee. Any successor to the Company (whether
direct or indirect and whether by purchase, lease, merger, consolidation, liquidation or otherwise)
or to all or substantially all of the Company’s business and/or assets shall assume the obligations
under this Plan and agree expressly to perform any of the Company’s obligations under this Plan.

For all purposes under this Plan, the term “Company” shall include any successor to the
Company’s and/or Company’s business and/or assets which becomes bound by the terms of the
Plan by operation of law. All of a Key Employee’s rights hereunder shall inure to the benefit of,
and be enforceable by, his or her personal or legal representatives, executors, administrators,
successors, heirs, distributees, devisees and legatees.

H. Governing Law. This Plan is a welfare plan subject to ERISA and it shall be
interpreted, administered, and enforced in accordance with that law. To the extent that state law is
applicable, the validity, construction and effect of this Plan and any rules and regulations relating
to this Plan shall be determined in accordance with the laws of the State of Delaware, without
giving effect to principles of conflicts of laws. If any provision hereof shall be held by a court or
arbitrator of competent jurisdiction to be invalid and unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall
continue to be fully effective.

I. No Duty to Mitigate. No Key Employee shall be required to mitigate, by seeking
employment or otherwise, the amount of any payment that the Company becomes obligated to
make under this Plan, and, except as expressly provided in this Plan, amounts or other benefits to be
paid or provided to a Key Employee pursuant to this Plan shall not be reduced by reason of the Key
Employee’s obtaining other employment or receiving similar payments or benefits from another
employer.

J. Complete Statement of Plan. This Plan document (which incorporates the
applicable Appendix(ces) by reference) contains a complete statement of the Plan’s terms and
supersedes all prior statements with respect to the Plan’s terms. No other evidence, whether written
or oral, shall be taken into account in interpreting the provisions of the Plan. In the event of a
conflict between a provision in this Plan document and any booklet, brochure, presentation, or
other communication (whether written or oral), the provision of this Plan document shall control.

K. No Third-Party Beneficiaries. This Plan shall not give any rights or remedies to
any Person other than Key Employees hereunder (or their estates or beneficiaries, in the event of
an eligible employee’s death) and the Company.

L. Notices. Any notice required or permitted by this Plan shall be in writing and shall
be delivered as follows with notice deemed given as indicated: (i) by personal delivery when
delivered personally; (ii) by overnight courier upon written verification of receipt; (iii) by telecopy
or facsimile transmission upon acknowledgment of receipt of electronic transmission; or (iv) by
certified or registered mail, return receipt requested, upon verification of receipt. Notice shall be
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sent to a Key Employee at the most recent address on the Company’s personnel records and to the
Company at its principal place of business, or such other address as either party may specify in

writing.

APPENDIX A
This Appendix A includes important information and constitutes part of the Plan.
Inquiries and Claims
To file a claim relating to the Plan, follow the procedures described here.

Inquiries and questions about the Plan may be addressed to the Plan Administrator at the
address provided below under the “Plan Administration” section. If you disagree with your
benefits under the Plan, you must file a claim within 60 days of your Termination Date. Any legal
action for benefits under the Plan must be brought within one year following a final decision on a
claim brought in accordance with the Plan’s claims procedures under the “Claim Review Process
for Plan Benefits” section below and must be brought in accordance with the “Final Dispute
Resolution” section below.

Situations That Can Affect Your Plan Benefits
Some situations could cause a loss or delay of your Plan Benefits.

The Plan is designed to provide Plan Benefits to eligible employees. Some situations could
affect Plan Benefits. These situations include the following:

° Eligibility for the Plan is limited to those eligible employees designated by the Company.
You may be in a position such that you are not designated as eligible for the Plan. If you are
not designated as an eligible employee, you will not be eligible for Plan Benefits.

° Eligibility for Plan Benefits is subject to strict deadlines. If you do not meet the deadlines,
you will not be eligible for Plan Benefits.

° Eligibility for Plan Benefits is conditioned on your signing and not revoking a Full Release
and separating from employment on a specified date in the manner determined by the
Company. If you do not comply with these requirements, you will not be eligible for Plan
Benefits.

° If you voluntarily separate from employment other than for Good Reason, you generally
will not be eligible to receive Plan Benefits.

° If you are designated as an eligible employee under the Plan but are terminated for Cause,
you will not be eligible to receive Plan Benefits.

° If you are designated as an eligible employee under the Plan but are removed from service
and subsequently terminated for Cause, you will not be eligible to receive Plan Benefits.

° If you are selected for and accept a regular full-time position with the Company or its
affiliates following your Qualifying Termination but prior to receiving all Plan Benefits,
you will not be eligible to receive further Plan Benefits.
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Other Important Information about the Plan

Your Plan Benefits are paid from the general assets of the Company or its participating
affiliates. The Plan is not funded and no contributions are made to the Plan. Benefits under
the Plan are paid from the general assets of the Company and its participating affiliates.

If you die before any Plan Benefits under the Plan are paid, such payment(s) may be paid to
your estate upon execution of an effective waiver and release by your estate’s
representative.

Any overpayments from the Plan may be recouped from future payments or by other means
permitted by law.

Nothing in the Plan is a commitment of continued employment. Your employment is at-
will. The Company’s and its affiliates’ right to terminate or change the terms of your
employment remains the same as if the Plan had not been adopted.

Plan Benefits are paid only if the Plan Administrator determines that you are entitled to
Plan Benefits.

As a participant in the Plan, you have certain rights under ERISA. Information about your
rights and other important information can be found in the “Plan Administration” section.

If you disagree with your Plan Benefits, you must file a claim and provide any required
information with the claim before Plan Benefits can be paid. See the “Claim Review
Process for Plan Benefits” section for information on claim submissions and the review
process.

Any claim for Plan Benefits must be filed within 60 days of your Termination Date.

Any legal action for benefits under the Plan must be brought within one year following the
final decision on a claim brought in accordance with the Plan’s claims procedures. See the
“Final Dispute Resolution” section for information on the procedure for legal action.

Changes to the Plan; Termination

The Company may amend or terminate the Plan at any time, but no amendment or

termination of the Plan may, without your consent, materially impair your rights under the Plan.

Administrator and Administration

The “Plan Administrator” for the Plan is the Company. The Plan Administrator has the

responsibility and authority to control and manage the operation and administration of the Plan.
The Plan Administrator may assign or delegate any of its authority or duties to others. The Plan

The Plan Administrator and any delegate thereof, each within its area of authority and
responsibility, have the power and discretion to construe and interpret the Plan and to make factual
determinations. Plan Benefits are paid only if the Plan Administrator or its delegate decides in its
sole discretion that the applicant is entitled to the Plan Benefits. All decisions of the Plan
Administrator (including any delegate) under the Plan will be in its sole discretion and will be final
and binding upon all persons.

Claim Review Process for Plan Benefits

The Plan has a claim review process that must be followed whenever you submit a claim
for benefits under the Plan.

Initial Decision

When you file a claim to receive Plan Benefits, the Plan Administrator or its delegate
reviews the claim and makes a decision to either approve or deny the claim (in whole or in part). If
your claim is determined to be valid, you will receive benefits under the Plan as provided for in
Section III of the Plan. If your claim is denied, in whole or in part, you will receive a written notice
of the claim decision no later than 90 days after receipt of your claim. In some situations, the Plan
Administrator may need an extension of time of up to 90 days to make a decision (for example, if
it needs additional information). If the Plan Administrator needs an extension, it will notify you of
the reason for the extension and the date by which a decision on the claim can be expected within
the initial 90-day period following receipt of your claim.

If Your Claim Is Denied

If your claim is denied, in whole or in part (an “adverse determination”), you will receive a
written notice that explains in a manner calculated to be understood by you:

° the specific reason(s) for the adverse determination;
° specific references to the Plan provisions on which the adverse determination is based;
° a description of any additional material or information needed from you and an explanation

of why it is necessary; and

° appropriate information as to the steps to be taken if you wish to submit your claim for
review, including a description of the Plan’s review procedures and the time limits
applicable to such procedures and a statement of your right to bring a civil action under
ERISA Section 502(a) following an adverse benefit determination on review.
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Request for Review if Your Claim Is Denied

After receiving a denial notice, you or your legal representative may appeal the denied
claim and may: (1) request a review upon written application to the Plan Administrator; (2) review
pertinent documents; and (3) submit written comments, documents, records, or other information
relating to the claim; provided that such appeal is made within 60 days of the date you receive
notification of the denied claim. If written request for review is not made within such 60-day
period, you will forfeit your right to review. If you and/or your representative timely appeal the
denied claim, the Plan Administrator will provide you with, upon request and free of charge,
reasonable access to and copies of all documents, records, and other information relevant to your
claim. The Plan Administrator’s review will take into account all comments, documents, records,
and other documents submitted by you relating to the claim, without regard to whether the
information was submitted or considered in the initial benefit determination.

Final Decision

Upon receipt of a request for review, the Plan Administrator will provide written
notification of its decision to you within a reasonable time period but not later than 60 days after
receiving the request, unless special circumstances require an extension for processing the review.
If such an extension is required, the Plan Administrator will notify you of such extension within 60
days of the date the appeal was received by the Plan Administrator, the special circumstances, and
the date, no later than 120 days after the original date the review was requested, by which the Plan
Administrator will notify you of its decision. If an extension is required due to your failure to
submit information necessary to decide a claim, the period for making the benefit determination on
review shall be tolled from the date on which the notification of the extension is sent to you until
the date on which you respond to the request for additional information. If you do not respond to
the Plan Administrator’s request for additional information within the reasonable time frame set
forth by the Plan Administrator, the Plan Administrator may deny your appeal. A written
notification from the Plan Administrator that your appeal has been denied will set forth, in a
manner calculated to be understood by you:

° the specific reason(s) for the adverse determination;
° specific references to the Plan provisions on which the adverse determination is based;
° a statement that you are entitled to receive, upon request and free of charge, reasonable

access to and copies of all documents, records, and other information relevant to your claim
for benefits; and

° a statement describing any voluntary appeal procedures offered by the Plan, your right to
obtain information about those procedures, and your right to bring a civil action under
ERISA Section 502(a) following an adverse benefit determination on review.

No claim for benefits under the Plan may be brought in any forum until you (a) have
submitted a written application for benefits in accordance with the procedures described above,
(b) have been notified by the Plan Administrator or its delegate that the application is denied,
(c) have filed a written request for a review of the application in accordance with the appeal
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procedure described above, and (d) have been notified in writing that the Plan Administrator has
denied the appeal.

Final Dispute Resolution

Any and all claims and disputes under the Plan (including but not limited to claims and
disputes regarding interpretation, scope, or validity of the Plan, and any pendant state claims if not
otherwise preempted by ERISA) must follow the claims procedures described above, before you
may take action in any other forum regarding a claim for benefits under the Plan. Furthermore, any
action you initiate under the Plan must be brought in accordance with this provision and must be
brought within one year of a final determination on the claim for benefits under these claims
procedures or your benefit claim will be deemed permanently waived and abandoned and you will
be precluded from reasserting it.

In the event of any such further dispute, claim, question, or disagreement arising out of or
relating to this Plan, you shall use your best efforts and the Company shall use its best efforts to
settle such dispute, claim, question, or disagreement. To this effect, you and the Company shall
consult and negotiate with each other, in good faith, and, recognizing mutual interests, attempt to
reach a just and equitable resolution satisfactory to both parties.

If you and the Company do not reach a resolution within a period of 30 days, then such
unresolved dispute, claim, question, or disagreement, upon notice by any party to the other, shall
be submitted to and finally settled by arbitration in accordance with the Streamlined or
Comprehensive Arbitration Rules and Procedures (the “Rules”) of the Judicial Arbitration and
Mediation Service (“JAMS™) in effect at the time demand for arbitration is made by any such
party. The parties shall mutually agree upon a single arbitrator within 30 days of such demand. In
the event that the parties are unable to so agree within such 30-day period, then within the
following 30-day period, the parties will request from JAMS a list of qualified arbitrators and will
select an arbitrator in accordance with the Rules. Unless otherwise mutually agreed, the arbitrator
shall be a practicing attorney with at least 15 years of experience and at least five years of
experience as an arbitrator. Arbitration shall occur in the JAMS office closest to Simi Valley,
California or such other location as may be mutually agreed by the parties.

All awards made by the arbitrators shall be final and binding, and judgment may be entered
based upon such award in any court of law having competent jurisdiction. Any such award is
subject to confirmation, modification, correction, or vacation only as explicitly provided in Title 9
of the United States Code (the “Federal Arbitration Act”). The parties acknowledge that this Plan
evidences a transaction involving interstate commerce. The Federal Arbitration Act and the Rules
shall govern the interpretation, enforcement, and proceedings pursuant to this provision. Any
provisional remedy that would be available from a court of law shall be available from the
arbitrator to the parties to this Plan pending arbitration. Either party may make an application to
the arbitrators seeking injunctive relief to maintain the status quo, or may seek from a court of
competent jurisdiction any interim or provisional relief that may be necessary to protect the rights
and property of that party, until such times as the arbitration award is rendered or the controversy
otherwise resolved. To the extent consistent with applicable law, the arbitrator may award fees and
costs to the successful party.
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By participating in the Plan, you are agreeing to binding arbitration of any disputes that
may arise relating to the Plan and waiving your right to a jury trial.

Discretionary Authority

Authority to decide initial claims under the Plan and denied claims on review under the
Plan includes the full power and sole discretion to interpret Plan provisions and to make factual
determinations, with the decisions, interpretations, and factual determinations made by the Plan
Administrator or its delegate, as applicable, controlling. Any interpretation, determination or other
action of such persons shall be subject to review only if it is arbitrary or capricious or otherwise an
abuse of discretion. Any review of a final decision or action of the persons reviewing a claim shall
be based only on such evidence presented to or considered by such persons at the time they made
the decision that is the subject of review.

RELEASE OF ALL CLAIMS AND POTENTIAL CLAIMS

1. This Release of All Claims and Potential Claims (“Release”) is entered into by and
between (“Officer”) and AeroVironment, Inc., a Delaware corporation (hereinafter
the “Company”). Officer is a Key Employee under the AeroVironment, Inc. Executive Severance
Plan (the “Plan”). In consideration of the promises made herein and the consideration due Officer
under the Plan, this Release is entered into between the parties effective as of the Release Effective
Date (as defined below).

2. (a) The purposes of this Release are to settle completely and release the Company,
its individual and/or collective officers, directors, stockholders, agents, parent companies,
subsidiaries, affiliates, predecessors, successors, assigns, employees (including all former
employees, officers, directors, stockholders and/or agents), attorneys, representatives and
employee benefit programs (including the trustees, administrators, fiduciaries and insurers of such
programs) (referred to collectively as “Releasees™) in a final and binding manner from every claim
and potential claim for relief, cause of action and liability of any and every kind, nature and
character whatsoever, known or unknown, that Officer has or may have against Releasees arising
out of, relating to or resulting from any events occurring prior to the execution of this Release,
including but not limited to any claims and potential claims for relief, causes of action and
liabilities arising out of, relating to or resulting from the employment relationship between Officer
and the Company and its subsidiaries, affiliates and predecessors, and/or the termination of that
relationship including any and all claims and rights under the Age Discrimination in Employment
Act (“ADEA”), and any personal gain with respect to any claim arising under the qui tam
provisions of the False Claims Act, 31 U.S.C. 3730, but excluding any rights or benefits to which
Officer is entitled under the Plan.

(b) This is a compromise settlement of all such claims and potential claims,
known or unknown, and therefore this Release does not constitute either an admission of liability
on the part of Officer and the Company or an admission, directly or by implication, that Officer
and/or the Company, its subsidiaries, affiliates or predecessors, have violated any law, rule,
regulation, contractual right or any other duty or obligation. The parties hereto specifically deny
that they have violated any law, rule, regulation, contractual right or any other duty or obligation.

(© This Release is entered into freely and voluntarily by Officer and the
Company solely to avoid further costs, risks and hazards of litigation and to settle all claims and
potential claims and disputes, known or unknown, in a final and binding manner.

3. For and in consideration of the promises and covenants made by Officer to the
Company and the Company to Officer, contained herein, Officer and the Company have agreed
and do agree as follows:

(a) Officer waives, releases and forever discharges Releasees from any claims
and potential claims for relief, causes of action and liabilities, known or unknown, that Officer has
or may have against Releasees arising out of, relating to or resulting from any events occurring
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prior to the execution of this Release, including but not limited to any claims and potential claims
for relief, causes of action and liabilities of any and every kind, nature and character whatsoever,
known or unknown, arising out of, relating to or resulting from the employment relationship
between Officer and the Company and its subsidiaries, affiliates and predecessors, and the
termination of that relationship. For example, Officer is releasing all common law contract, tort, or
other claims Officer might have, as well as all claims Officer might have under the ADEA, the
Older Workers Benefit Protection Act, the Worker Adjustment & Retraining Notification Act
(“WARN Acr”), Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Sections 1981 and 1983 of the Civil
Rights Act of 1866, the Civil Rights Act of 1991, the Equal Pay Act, the Family and Medical
Leave Act, the Americans With Disabilities Act (“ADA”), the Employee Retirement Income
Security Act of 1974 (“ERISA”), the Equal Pay Act, the Family and Medical Leave Act of 1993,
the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, the California Fair Employment and Housing Act, the
California Equal Pay Law, the Moore-Brown-Roberti Family Rights Act of 1991, the California
WARN Act, Cal. Lab. Code § 1400 et seq.; the California False Claims Act, Cal. Gov’t Code §
12650 et seq.; or the California Corporate Criminal Liability Act, California Labor Code, including
but not limited to, Section 200 et seq. and 1102.5, and any applicable California Industrial Welfare
Commission order and any similar domestic or foreign laws. In addition, this Release does not
cover, and nothing in this Release shall be construed to cover, any claim that cannot be so released
as a matter of applicable law.

(b) Officer agrees that Officer will not directly or indirectly institute any legal
proceedings against Releasees before any court, administrative agency, arbitrator or any other
tribunal or forum whatsoever by reason of any claims and potential claims for relief, causes of
action and liabilities of any and every kind, nature and character whatsoever, known or unknown,
arising out of, relating to or resulting from any events occurring prior to the execution of this
Release, including but not limited to any claims and potential claims for relief, causes of action and
liabilities arising out of, relating to or resulting from the employment relationship between Officer
and the Company and its subsidiaries, affiliates and predecessors, and/or the termination of that
relationship, including any and all claims and rights under the ADEA.

(©) Officer agrees not to engage in any conduct or make any oral or written
public statement that is in any way critical of, or disparaging to, or otherwise derogatory about the
Company or any of its products, services, business affairs, or financial condition, or any of the
Company’s partners, affiliates, successors, or assigns, including any of its present or former
officers, directors, partners, agents, or employees. However, nothing in this subsection shall
prohibit Officer from complying with any lawful subpoena or court order or taking any other
actions affirmatively authorized by law.

(d) Officer has disclosed to the Company any information Officer has
concerning any conduct involving the Company or any affiliate that Officer has any reason to
believe may be unlawful or that involves any false claims to the United States. Officer promises to
cooperate fully in any investigation the Company or any affiliate undertakes into matters occurring
during Officer’s employment with the Company or any affiliate.

() The parties understand and agree that nothing in the Plan or this Release:
(1) limits or affects Officer’s right to challenge the validity of this Release, including, without
limitation, a challenge under the ADEA; (ii) in any way interferes with Officer’s right and
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responsibility to give truthful testimony under oath; or (iii) precludes Officer from participating in
an investigation, filing a charge or otherwise communicating with any federal, state or local
government office, official or agency, including, but not limited to, the Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission, the Department of Labor, the National Labor Relations Board, or the
Securities and Exchange Commission. Officer agrees never to seek or accept any compensatory
damages, back pay, front pay or reinstatement remedies for Officer personally with respect to any
claims released by this Release; provided, however, that Officer may accept awards form the
Securities and Exchange Commission.

4. Officer agrees to continue to comply with the terms of the Full Release and the
Company’s standard form of confidential information and inventions assignment agreement and/or
other agreements regarding non-competition, non-solicitation, non-disparagement, confidentiality,
assignment of inventions or other similar covenants between such Eligible Employee and the
Company (the “Restrictive Covenants”), including all post-termination obligations contained
therein. In addition to all other rights and remedies available to the Company under law or in
equity, the Company shall be entitled to withhold all Plan Benefits payable under the Plan in the
event of your breach of Restrictive Covenants.

5. As a material part of the consideration for this Release, Officer and Officer’s agents
and attorneys, agree to keep completely confidential and not disclose to any person or entity,

6. Any dispute, claim or controversy of any kind or nature, including but not limited to
the issue of arbitrability, arising out of or relating to this Release, or the breach thereof, or any
disputes which may arise in the future, shall be settled in a final and binding before an arbitrator
appointed by the Judicial Arbitration and Mediation Service in accordance with Annex 2 to this
Release. The prevailing party shall be entitled to recover all reasonable attorneys’ fees, costs and
necessary disbursements incurred in connection with the arbitration proceeding. Judgment upon
the award may be entered in any court having jurisdiction thereof. The Company and the Officer
acknowledge and agree that they are hereby waiving any rights to trial by jury in any action,
proceeding or counterclaim brought by either of the parties against the other in connection with
any matter whatsoever arising out of or related to the Release. Employee further waives
Employee’s right to pursue claims against the Company on a class, collective, or representative
action; provided, however, that Employee does not waive Employee’s right, to the extent preserved
by law, to pursue representative claims against the Company under the California Private Attorney
General Act.

7. It is further understood and agreed that Officer has not relied upon any advice
whatsoever from the Company and/or its attorneys individually and/or collectively as to the
taxability, whether pursuant to Federal, State or local income tax statutes or regulations, or
otherwise, of the consideration transferred hereunder and that Officer will be solely liable for all of
Officer’s tax obligations. Officer understands and agrees that the Company or its subsidiaries,
affiliates or predecessors, may be required by law to report all or a portion of the amounts paid to
Officer and/or Officer’s attorney in connection with this Release to federal and state taxing
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authorities. Officer waives, releases, forever discharges and agrees to indemnify, defend and hold
the Company harmless with respect to any actual or potential tax obligations imposed by law.

8. Officer acknowledges that Officer has read, understood and truthfully completed the
Business Ethics and Conduct Disclosure Statement attached hereto as Annex 1.

9. It is further understood and agreed that Releasees and/or their attorneys shall not be
further liable either jointly and/or severally to Officer and/or Officer’s attorneys individually or
collectively for costs and/or attorneys’ fees, including any provided for by statute, nor shall Officer
and/or Officer’s attorneys be liable either jointly and/or severally to the Company and/or its
attorneys individually and/or collectively for costs and/or attorneys’ fees, including any provided
for by statute.

10. Officer understands and agrees that if the facts with respect to which this Release
are based are found hereafter to be other than or different from the facts now believed by Officer to
be true, Officer expressly accepts and assumes the risk of such possible difference in facts and
agrees that this Release shall be and remain effective notwithstanding such difference in facts.

11. Officer understands and agrees that there is a risk that the damage and/or injury
suffered by Officer may become more serious than Officer now expects or anticipates. Officer
expressly accepts and assumes this risk, and agrees that this Release shall be and remains effective
notwithstanding any such misunderstanding as to the seriousness of said injuries or damage.

12.  Officer understands and agrees that if Officer hereafter commences any suit arising
out of, based upon or relating to any of the claims and potential claims for relief, cause of action
and liability of any and every kind, nature and character whatsoever, known or unknown, Officer
has released herein, Officer agrees to pay Releasees, and each of them, in addition to any other
damages caused to Releasees thereby, all attorneys’ fees incurred by Releasees in defending or
otherwise responding to said suit.

13. It is further understood and agreed that this Release shall be binding upon and will
inure to the benefit of Officer’s spouse, heirs, successors, assigns, agents, employees,
representatives, executors and administrators and shall be binding upon and will inure to the
benefit of the individual and/or collective successors and assigns of Releasees and their successors,
assigns, agents and/or representatives.

discharge any right Officer may have pursuant to any insurance policy or coverage provided or
maintained by the Company or its subsidiaries, affiliates or predecessors.

The parties will make reasonable efforts to agree upon a mutually satisfactory
arbitrator chosen from the JAMS panels. If the parties are unable to agree upon an
arbitrator within 30 days of either party’s notice to the other party of a demand for
arbitration, the Company will request from JAMS a list of qualified arbitrators. The
parties will then select an arbitrator in accordance with JAMS Employment Dispute
Rules and Procedures. Unless otherwise mutually agreed, the arbitrator shall be a
practicing attorney with at least 15 years of experience and at least five years of
experience as an arbitrator.

The Company and the Officer agree that the arbitration will be conducted by a
single arbitrator in the JAMS office (as applicable) closest to nearest the Officer’s
most recent assigned place of work (or such other location as is mutually agreed to
by the parties).

The nature of the substantive claims asserted will determine which body of
substantive laws will apply. In the event that there is a dispute regarding which
substantive laws apply, the arbitrator shall decide that issue.

The parties agree that all proceedings before the arbitrator will remain confidential
between the parties, including but not limited to any depositions, discovery,
pleadings, exhibits, testimony, or award. The parties will inform third parties
(including witnesses) necessary to the proceeding that the proceeding is
confidential, and use reasonable efforts to secure that individual’s agreement to
maintain such confidentiality.

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3. Remedies, Written Decision, Fees.

Final resolution of any dispute through arbitration may include any remedy or relief
available under applicable law. At the conclusion of the arbitration, if either party requests, the
arbitrator will issue a written decision that sets forth the essential findings and conclusions upon
which the arbitrator’s award or decision is based. Any costs unique to arbitration (such as the costs
of the arbitrator and room fees) will be paid by the Company and the parties will otherwise bear
their own fees and costs, including attorneys’ fees and expert fees.

L INTRODUCTION

The purpose of the AeroVironment, Inc. Executive Transaction Severance Plan (the
“Plan”) is to provide severance protection to eligible employees of AeroVironment, Inc. (the
“Company”) and its participating affiliates in the event of a termination of their employment in
certain specified circumstances. The Plan provides for severance payments and other benefits
(collectively “Plan Benefits) to eligible employees who have a Qualifying Termination (defined
below) and who meet all of the other conditions of the Plan.

This document constitutes the plan document under the Employee Retirement Income
Security Act of 1974, as amended (“ERISA”), for the Plan effective December 3, 2024 (the
“Effective Date”). It describes the eligibility criteria and Plan Benefits available to eligible
employees.

You must read each provision of this document as a part of the whole summary. A single
statement, read out of context, may be misleading. The Plan provides benefits to a select group of
management or highly compensated employees of the Company and therefore fits within the “top
hat” plan exception to many of the requirements of ERISA.

II. ELIGIBILITY
A. Eligibility Criteria

You are an eligible employee for purposes of the Plan only if the Company designates you
as a “Participant’ under the Plan, you are provided with and countersign a Participation
Agreement (as defined below) and you meet the requirements set forth in Section II.B below. The
Company may designate Participants in such circumstances as the Company determines make the
provision of Plan Benefits appropriate. The determination of Participants will be made consistent
with the requirement that the Plan be a top hat plan for purposes of ERISA. The list of Participants
under the Plan as of the Effective Date is attached as Exhibit A hereto, which exhibit shall be
updated from time to time to reflect the designation of additional Participants. You will not be an
eligible employee if you have not been designated by the Company as a Participant or have not
received and countersigned a Participation Agreement.

B. Requirements for Receiving Plan Benefits

If you are a Participant, you will be eligible to receive Plan Benefits only if each of the
following applies to you:

° you have received and countersigned a Participation Agreement;
° you have a Qualifying Termination;
° you timely sign and do not revoke a waiver and release of claims against the

Company and its affiliates and other related parties that becomes effective and
irrevocable within the time frame set forth in Section III below (a “Full Release™)
and comply with the terms of the Full Release, including, with respect to the Equity
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Award Plan Benefits, providing the transition consulting services thereunder during
the specified period;

° you continue to comply with the terms of the Full Release and the Company’s
standard form of confidential information and inventions assignment agreement
and/or other agreements regarding non-competition, non-solicitation, non-
disparagement, confidentiality, assignment of inventions or other similar covenants
between you and the Company (the “Restrictive Covenants™), including all post-
termination obligations contained therein. In addition to all other rights and
remedies available to the Company under law or in equity, the Company shall be
entitled to withhold all Plan Benefits payable under this Plan in the event of your
breach of the Full Release or the Restrictive Covenants; and

. you meet all other requirements of the Plan.

C. Glossary of Certain Important Plan Terms

Under the Plan, the following terms have the following meanings:

“Base Salary Amount” means your annual base salary as in effect on the Termination Date.

“Bonus Amount” means the annual target bonus established under any annual bonus or
incentive plan maintained by the Company in respect of the fiscal year in which your termination
occurs (or your annual target bonus in respect of the most recently completed fiscal year if your
termination occurs prior to the establishment of an annual target bonus for the fiscal year in which
your termination occurs). Bonus Amount includes only the short-term cash incentive portion of the
annual bonus and does not include equity awards or other long-term incentive compensation
awarded to you.

“Cause” will be defined as that term is defined in your offer letter or other applicable
employment agreement. If there is no such definition, “Cause” means, as determined by the
Company in its sole discretion:

(a) your conviction of, or plea of guilty or nolo contendere to, any felony (other than
traffic related offenses or as a result of vicarious liability) or other crime involving moral turpitude,
dishonesty or theft;

(b) your commission of an act of fraud, embezzlement, theft, or misappropriation in
connection with your duties or committed in the course of your employment;

(© engaging in illegal conduct or gross misconduct that would (i) adversely affect the
business or the reputation of the Company or any of its affiliates with their respective current or
prospective customers, suppliers, lenders, or other third parties with whom such entity does or
might do business or (ii) expose the Company or any of its affiliates to a risk of civil or criminal
legal damages, liabilities, or penalties;

(d) failing to perform your duties in a reasonably satisfactory manner after the receipt
of a notice from the Company detailing such failure if the failure is incapable of cure, and if the
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failure is capable of cure, upon the failure to cure such failure within 30 days of such notice or
upon its recurrence;

(e) material violation of any contract or agreement between an you and the Company or
any Company policy; or

® intentional unauthorized use or disclosure of the Company’s confidential
information or trade secrets.

A termination for Cause includes a termination following which the Company determines
that circumstances existing prior to your termination or during the payment of Plan Benefits would
have entitled the Company or an affiliate to have terminated you for Cause. All rights you may
have under the Plan will be suspended automatically during the pendency of any investigation by
the Company or during any negotiations between the Company and you concerning any actual or
alleged act or omission by you of the type described in the applicable definition of Cause.

“Continuation Period” means the 12 month period following a Participant’s Termination
Date.

“Continuation Period Benefits” means the Company’s provision (at its expense) to you
and your dependents and beneficiaries of the same or equivalent medical, dental, and vision
benefits provided to other similarly situated employees who continue in the employ of the
Company during the Continuation Period, subject to the terms and conditions and limitations of the
Company (or affiliate) plan under which such benefits are provided. If the Company cannot
provide the foregoing benefits in a manner that is compliant with applicable law or the terms of the
applicable plan, instead of providing the benefits as set forth above, the Company shall instead pay
you the monthly premium amount for such benefits (determined by reference to the premiums in
effect immediately prior to the Termination Date) as a taxable monthly payment for the
Continuation Period (or any remaining portion thereof). The Company may reduce its provision of
any benefits if you become eligible to obtain such benefits pursuant to a subsequent employer’s
benefit plans, as long as the coverage and benefits of the combined benefit plans are no less
favorable to you than the coverage and benefits required to be provided hereunder.

“Equity Award” means each outstanding and unvested equity award held by you granted
pursuant to an equity plan, including, without limitation, each restricted stock, stock option,
restricted stock unit, performance stock unit or other equity award.

“Notice of Termination” means a written notice from you or the Company of the
termination of your employment, which indicates the specific termination provision in the Plan
relied upon and which sets forth in reasonable detail the facts and circumstances claimed to
provide a basis for termination of your employment under the provision so indicated.

“Participation Agreement” means a written notice to any eligible employee that the
eligible employee is a Participant under the Plan, and which sets forth such Participant’s severance
benefits and entitlements under the Plan, on the form set forth on Exhibit C.
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“Pro Rata Bonus” means an amount equal to the Bonus Amount multiplied by a fraction,
the numerator of which is the number of days elapsed in the then-current fiscal year through and
including the Termination Date and the denominator of which is 365.

“Qualifying Termination” means a termination of your employment by the Company
without Cause occurring within twelve (12) months following the Effective Date. In no event will
your termination of employment for any reason more than 12 months following the Effective Date
or a termination for Cause or a voluntary termination by you for any reason at any time constitute a
Qualifying Termination. For the avoidance of doubt, a termination of your employment by reason
of your death or disability shall not constitute a Qualifying Termination.

“Termination Date” means (a) in the case of your death, your date of death, and (b) in all
other cases, the date specified in the Notice of Termination. Anything in this Plan to the contrary
notwithstanding, a transfer of employment from the Company to an affiliate or vice versa shall not
be considered a termination of employment for purposes of this Plan.

III. PLAN BENEFITS

If you experience a Qualifying Termination, you will be eligible to receive the payments
and benefits below, provided that you deliver to the Company a Full Release in a form satisfactory
to the Company and similar to the agreement set forth in Exhibit B (with such changes as may be
reasonably required to such form to help ensure its enforceability in light of any changes in
applicable law) pursuant to which you fully and completely release the Company from all claims
that you may have against the Company (other than any claims that may arise or have arisen under
the Plan or that cannot be released under applicable law) and, with respect to the Equity Award
Plan Benefits, agree to provide transition consulting services to the Company during the period
described in the Full Release. The Full Release must become effective in accordance with its terms
prior to the date that is 30 days (or such longer period to the extent required by applicable law, but
in no event more than 60 days) following the Termination Date (including the expiration of any
revocation period thereunder without your revocation of the Full Release).

In the event of your Qualifying Termination, you will become eligible for the following
payments and benefits:

(a) in the event that your Qualifying Termination occurs at any time other than between
April 1, 2025 and June 30, 2025, a Pro Rata Bonus (and, for the avoidance of doubt, if your
Qualifying Termination occurs during the period commencing April 1, 2025 and ending June 30,
2025, you will not be entitled to a Pro Rata Bonus),

(b) an amount equal to your Base Salary Amount,
©) Continuation Period Benefits for the Continuation Period,

(d) with respect to each of your Equity Awards the vesting of which is solely service-
based, the right to remain eligible to vest in the unvested portion of such Equity Award that is
scheduled to vest during the 12-month period following the date of your Qualifying Termination,
as determined in accordance with the vesting schedule(s) provided in the applicable Equity Award
agreement, subject to your continued transition consulting services through each applicable vesting
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date during such period as provided in the Full Release (the “Equity Award Plan Benefits™).
Unless otherwise determined by the Company, the date of your Qualifying Termination will,
however, be considered the date of your termination of continuous service for any portion of your
Equity Awards that are not eligible to vest as described in this clause (d) or the vesting of which is
tied in whole or in part to performance, and notwithstanding any terms of the applicable Equity
Award agreement(s) or plan to the contrary, any such awards shall no longer be eligible to vest
following the Termination Date, notwithstanding your continued transition consulting services as
provided in the Full Release; and

(e) outplacement services suitable to your position until the end of the Continuation
Period (or, if earlier, when you accept an offer of employment).

Your Pro Rata Bonus and Base Salary Amount will be paid in a single lump sum cash
payment 30 days after the Termination Date.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event of a Change in Control (as defined in the
applicable Equity Award agreement or equity plan) prior to your Qualifying Termination, if the
Equity Award agreement or the equity plan pursuant to which your Equity Awards were granted
provides for more favorable treatment of Equity Awards upon your Qualifying Termination
following such Change in Control than the treatment provided in this Section III, nothing in this
Plan is intended to limit your right to such more favorable treatment as provided in such Equity
Award agreement or equity plan.

IV. OTHER CONSIDERATIONS
A. Other Plans

Participation in the Plan does not enhance or reduce the amounts, if any, payable to you
under any other benefit plan maintained by the Company or its affiliates. Notwithstanding the
foregoing sentence, the Plan Benefits provided are intended to be and are exclusive and in lieu of
any other severance benefits or payments to which a Participant may otherwise be entitled, either
at law, tort, or contract, in equity, or under the Plan, in the event of any Qualifying Termination. In
furtherance of the foregoing, a Participant shall not be entitled to any Plan Benefit under this Plan
which duplicates a payment or benefit received or receivable by the Participant under any
individual agreement with the Company, or any other plan, program or arrangement of the
Company or any severance or pay in lieu of notice required by applicable law or regulation,
including, without limitation, the Worker Adjustment and Retraining Notification Act
(“WARN”) or any similar state or local statute, rule or regulation. If a Participant has a right to
payments or benefits upon a Qualifying Termination that duplicate any Plan Benefit under this
Plan, the Plan Benefits shall be reduced, dollar for dollar, by the amount of the duplicate payment(s)
and benefit(s). Such reductions may be applied on a retroactive basis, with severance benefits
previously paid being recharacterized as payments pursuant to a statutory obligation of the
Company.

B. Reemployment and Repayment

You do not have any right to reemployment or any preferential rights for rehire as a result
of participation in the Plan.

C. Tax Information

Your Plan Benefits are taxable to you as ordinary income. This document is not intended to
provide a complete description of the tax consequences of the Plan. You are urged to consult with
your personal tax advisor before making any decisions. The Company will withhold from any
severance such federal and state tax withholdings and other deductions reasonably determined to
be required by law, such as those made in order to comply with any court or administratively
ordered garnishments from certain Plan Benefits.

D. Section 280G

Notwithstanding anything contained in the Plan to the contrary, if it is determined that any
payment by the Company or any other person or entity to you or for your benefit under the Plan or
otherwise, in connection with, or arising out of, your service with the Company or its affiliate or a
change in ownership or effective control of the Company or a substantial portion of its assets (a
“Payment”) is a “parachute payment” within the meaning of Code Section 280G on account of the
aggregate value of the Payments due to you being equal to or greater than three times the “base
amount,” as defined in Code Section 280G (the “Parachute Threshold’), so that you would be
subject to the excise tax imposed by Code Section 4999, and the net after-tax benefit that you
would receive by reducing the Payments to the Parachute Threshold is greater than the net after-tax
benefit you would receive if the full amount of the Payments were paid to you, then the Payments
payable to you will be reduced (but not below zero) so that the Payments due to you do not exceed
the amount of the Parachute Threshold. The foregoing reductions shall be made in a manner that
results in the maximum economic benefit to you on an after-tax basis and, to the extent
economically equivalent payments or benefits are subject to reduction, in a pro rata manner;
provided, further, that, notwithstanding the foregoing, any such reduction shall be undertaken in a
manner that complies with and does not result in the imposition of additional taxes on you under
Code Section 409A.

All determinations regarding the application of this Section V.D shall be made by a
nationally recognized accounting firm or consulting group with experience in performing
calculations regarding the applicability of Sections 280G 4999 and 280G of the Code selected by
the Company (the “Independent Advisors”). For purposes of determinations, no portion of the
Payments shall be taken into account which, in the opinion of the Independent Advisors, (i) does
not constitute a “parachute payment” within the meaning of Section 280G(b)(2) of the Code
(including by reason of Code Section 280G(b)(4)(A)) or (ii) constitutes reasonable compensation
for services actually rendered, within the meaning of Code Section 280G(b)(4)(B), in excess of the
“base amount” (as defined in Code Section 280G(b)(3)) allocable to such reasonable
compensation. The costs of obtaining such determination and all related fees and expenses
(including related fees and expenses incurred in any later audit) shall be borne by the Company.

E. Section 409A
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The Plan is not intended to be a deferred compensation plan for purposes of Section 409A
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”). The Plan will in all respects be
interpreted, operated, and administered in accordance with this intent. Payments provided under
the Plan will only be made in a manner that complies with or is exempt from Code Section 409A,
including exemptions under the “short-term deferral” rule in Treasury Regulation § 1.409A-1(b)(4),
and the “two-year, two-time” rule described in Treasury Regulation § 1.409A-1(b)(9). To the extent
that any provision in this Agreement is ambiguous as to its compliance with or exemption from
Code Section 409A, the provision shall be read in such a manner that no payments payable under
this Plan shall be subject to an “additional tax” as defined in Section 409A(a)(1)(B) of the Code.
For purposes of Code Section 409A, each installment payment under the Plan shall be treated as a
separate payment. For purposes of the Plan, to the extent required to ensure the payments and
benefits hereunder comply with, or are exempt from, Code Section 409A, all references to your
“termination of employment” shall mean your “separation from service” (as defined in Code
Section 409A). Notwithstanding any other term or condition of the Plan, if you are a “specified
employee” (as determined by the Company in accordance with Treasury Regulation § 1.409A-1(i))
as of your date of termination), then all payments and benefits that are subject to the requirements
of Code Section 409A (determined after taking into account the “short-term deferral” rule in
Treasury Regulation § 1.409A-1(b)(4), the “two-year, two-time” rule described in Treasury
Regulation § 1.409A-1(b)(9), and any other available exception from such requirements) that
would otherwise be payable and benefits that would otherwise be provided under the Plan during
the six-month period immediately after your “separation from service” (as defined in Code
Section 409A) will instead be paid on the first payroll date after the six-month anniversary of your
separation from service (or your death, if earlier). To the extent required by Section 409A of the
Code, any reimbursement or in-kind benefit provided under this Plan shall be provided in
accordance with the following: (i) the amount of expenses eligible for reimbursement, or in-kind
benefits provided during each calendar year cannot affect the expenses eligible for reimbursement,
or in-kind benefits to be provided, in any other calendar year; (ii) any payments in lieu of the
benefits shall be paid no later than the end of your taxable year next following your taxable year in
which the benefit or expense was due to be paid; and (iii) any right to reimbursements or in-kind
benefits under this Plan shall not be subject to liquidation or exchange for another benefit.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Company has no obligation to take any action to prevent the
assessment of any additional tax or penalty on you under Code Section 409A and the Company has
any liability to you for such tax or penalty.

F. Employment Issues

The Plan does not constitute inducement or consideration for the employment of any
employee, nor is it a contract between any employee and the Company or any of its affiliates. The
Plan does not give any employee the right to continued employment. The Company and its
affiliates have the right to hire and terminate any employee at any time, as if the Plan had never
been established. The Plan does not provide eligible employees with any right not expressly
granted by its provisions, and does not provide any benefit without the execution of the Full
Release.

G. Assignment; Non-transferability; Successors. No right of a Participant to any
payment or benefit under this Plan shall be subject to assignment, anticipation, alienation, sale,
transfer, assignment, pledge, encumbrance, attachment, or garnishment by creditors of the
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Participant or of any beneficiary of the Participant. Any successor to the Company (whether direct
or indirect and whether by purchase, lease, merger, consolidation, liquidation or otherwise) or to all
or substantially all of the Company’s business and/or assets shall assume the obligations under this
Plan and agree expressly to perform any of the Company’s obligations under this Plan. For all
purposes under this Plan, the term “Company” shall include any successor to the Company’s
and/or Company’s business and/or assets which becomes bound by the terms of the Plan by
operation of law. All of a Participant’s rights hereunder shall inure to the benefit of, and be
enforceable by, his or her personal or legal representatives, executors, administrators, successors,
heirs, distributees, devisees and legatees.

H. Governing Law. This Plan is a welfare plan subject to ERISA and it shall be
interpreted, administered, and enforced in accordance with that law. To the extent that state law is
applicable, the validity, construction and effect of this Plan and any rules and regulations relating
to this Plan shall be determined in accordance with the laws of the State of Delaware, without
giving effect to principles of conflicts of laws. If any provision hereof shall be held by a court or
arbitrator of competent jurisdiction to be invalid and unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall
continue to be fully effective.

I No Duty to Mitigate. No Participant shall be required to mitigate, by seeking
employment or otherwise, the amount of any payment that the Company becomes obligated to
make under this Plan, and, except as expressly provided in this Plan, amounts or other benefits to be
paid or provided to a Participant pursuant to this Plan shall not be reduced by reason of the
Participant’s obtaining other employment or receiving similar payments or benefits from another
employer.

J. Complete Statement of Plan. This Plan document (which incorporates the
applicable Appendix(ces) by reference) contains a complete statement of the Plan’s terms and
supersedes all prior statements with respect to the Plan’s terms. No other evidence, whether written
or oral, shall be taken into account in interpreting the provisions of the Plan. In the event of a
conflict between a provision in this Plan document and any booklet, brochure, presentation, or
other communication (whether written or oral), the provision of this Plan document shall control.

K. No Third-Party Beneficiaries. This Plan shall not give any rights or remedies to
any person other than Participants hereunder (or their estates or beneficiaries, in the event of an
eligible employee’s death) and the Company.

L. Notices. Any notice required or permitted by this Plan shall be in writing and shall
be delivered as follows with notice deemed given as indicated: (i) by personal delivery when
delivered personally; (ii) by overnight courier upon written verification of receipt; (iii) by telecopy
or facsimile transmission upon acknowledgment of receipt of electronic transmission; or (iv) by
certified or registered mail, return receipt requested, upon verification of receipt. Notice shall be
sent to a Participant at the most recent address on the Company’s personnel records and to the
Company at its principal place of business, or such other address as either party may specify in
writing.

APPENDIX A
This Appendix A includes important information and constitutes part of the Plan.
Inquiries and Claims
To file a claim relating to the Plan, follow the procedures described here.

Inquiries and questions about the Plan may be addressed to the Plan Administrator at the
address provided below under the “Plan Administration” section. If you disagree with your
benefits under the Plan, you must file a claim within 60 days of your Termination Date. Any legal
action for benefits under the Plan must be brought within one year following a final decision on a
claim brought in accordance with the Plan’s claims procedures under the “Claim Review Process
for Plan Benefits” section below and must be brought in accordance with the “Final Dispute
Resolution” section below.

Situations That Can Affect Your Plan Benefits
Some situations could cause a loss or delay of your Plan Benefits.

The Plan is designed to provide Plan Benefits to eligible employees. Some situations could
affect Plan Benefits. These situations include the following:

° Eligibility for the Plan is limited to those eligible employees designated by the Company.
You may be in a position such that you are not designated as eligible for the Plan. If you are
not designated as an eligible employee, you will not be eligible for Plan Benefits.

° Eligibility for Plan Benefits is subject to strict deadlines. If you do not meet the deadlines,
you will not be eligible for Plan Benefits.

° Eligibility for Plan Benefits is conditioned on your signing and not revoking a Full Release
and separating from employment on a specified date in the manner determined by the
Company. If you do not comply with these requirements, you will not be eligible for Plan

Benefits.

° If you voluntarily separate from employment, you generally will not be eligible to receive
Plan Benefits.

° If you are designated as an eligible employee under the Plan but your employment is

terminated for any reason other than a Qualifying Termination, you will not be eligible to
receive Plan Benefits.

° If you are designated as an eligible employee under the Plan but are removed from service
and subsequently terminated for Cause, you will not be eligible to receive Plan Benefits.

° If you are selected for and accept a regular full-time position with the Company or its
affiliates following your Qualifying Termination but prior to receiving all Plan Benefits,
you will not be eligible to receive further Plan Benefits.

Appendix A-1
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Other Important Information about the Plan

Your Plan Benefits are paid from the general assets of the Company or its participating
affiliates. The Plan is not funded and no contributions are made to the Plan. Benefits under
the Plan are paid from the general assets of the Company and its participating affiliates.

If you die before any Plan Benefits under the Plan are paid, such payment(s) may be paid to
your estate upon execution of an effective waiver and release by your estate’s
representative.

Any overpayments from the Plan may be recouped from future payments or by other means
permitted by law.

Nothing in the Plan is a commitment of continued employment. Your employment is at-
will. The Company’s and its affiliates’ right to terminate or change the terms of your
employment remains the same as if the Plan had not been adopted.

Plan Benefits are paid only if the Plan Administrator determines that you are entitled to
Plan Benefits.

As a participant in the Plan, you have certain rights under ERISA. Information about your
rights and other important information can be found in the “Plan Administration” section.

If you disagree with your Plan Benefits, you must file a claim and provide any required
information with the claim before Plan Benefits can be paid. See the “Claim Review
Process for Plan Benefits” section for information on claim submissions and the review
process.

Any claim for Plan Benefits must be filed within 60 days of your Termination Date.

Any legal action for benefits under the Plan must be brought within one year following the
final decision on a claim brought in accordance with the Plan’s claims procedures. See the
“Final Dispute Resolution” section for information on the procedure for legal action.

Changes to the Plan; Termination

The Company may amend or terminate the Plan at any time, but no amendment or

termination of the Plan may, without your consent, materially impair your rights under the Plan. In
addition, the Plan will terminate on the date that is twelve (12) months following the Effective
Date (other than with respect to any Participant who has had a Qualifying Termination during such
twelve (12) month period, in which case the Plan will remain in effect until all of such Plan
Benefits have been paid or provided as set forth herein and any remaining period to make a claim
hereunder has expired).

Administrator and Administration
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The “Plan Administrator” for the Plan is the Company. The Plan Administrator has the
responsibility and authority to control and manage the operation and administration of the Plan.
The Plan Administrator may assign or delegate any of its authority or duties to others. The Plan

The Plan Administrator and any delegate thereof, each within its area of authority and
responsibility, have the power and discretion to construe and interpret the Plan and to make factual
determinations. Plan Benefits are paid only if the Plan Administrator or its delegate decides in its
sole discretion that the applicant is entitled to the Plan Benefits. All decisions of the Plan
Administrator (including any delegate) under the Plan will be in its sole discretion and will be final
and binding upon all persons.

Claim Review Process for Plan Benefits

The Plan has a claim review process that must be followed whenever you submit a claim
for benefits under the Plan.

Initial Decision

When you file a claim to receive Plan Benefits, the Plan Administrator or its delegate
reviews the claim and makes a decision to either approve or deny the claim (in whole or in part). If
your claim is determined to be valid, you will receive benefits under the Plan as provided for in
Section III of the Plan. If your claim is denied, in whole or in part, you will receive a written notice
of the claim decision no later than 90 days after receipt of your claim. In some situations, the Plan
Administrator may need an extension of time of up to 90 days to make a decision (for example, if
it needs additional information). If the Plan Administrator needs an extension, it will notify you of
the reason for the extension and the date by which a decision on the claim can be expected within
the initial 90-day period following receipt of your claim.

If Your Claim Is Denied

If your claim is denied, in whole or in part (an “adverse determination”), you will receive a
written notice that explains in a manner calculated to be understood by you:

° the specific reason(s) for the adverse determination;
° specific references to the Plan provisions on which the adverse determination is based;
° a description of any additional material or information needed from you and an explanation

of why it is necessary; and
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° appropriate information as to the steps to be taken if you wish to submit your claim for
review, including a description of the Plan’s review procedures and the time limits
applicable to such procedures and a statement of your right to bring a civil action under
ERISA Section 502(a) following an adverse benefit determination on review.

Request for Review if Your Claim Is Denied

After receiving a denial notice, you or your legal representative may appeal the denied
claim and may: (1) request a review upon written application to the Plan Administrator; (2) review
pertinent documents; and (3) submit written comments, documents, records, or other information
relating to the claim; provided that such appeal is made within 60 days of the date you receive
notification of the denied claim. If written request for review is not made within such 60-day
period, you will forfeit your right to review. If you and/or your representative timely appeal the
denied claim, the Plan Administrator will provide you with, upon request and free of charge,
reasonable access to and copies of all documents, records, and other information relevant to your
claim. The Plan Administrator’s review will take into account all comments, documents, records,
and other documents submitted by you relating to the claim, without regard to whether the
information was submitted or considered in the initial benefit determination.

Final Decision

Upon receipt of a request for review, the Plan Administrator will provide written
notification of its decision to you within a reasonable time period but not later than 60 days after
receiving the request, unless special circumstances require an extension for processing the review.
If such an extension is required, the Plan Administrator will notify you of such extension within 60
days of the date the appeal was received by the Plan Administrator, the special circumstances, and
the date, no later than 120 days after the original date the review was requested, by which the Plan
Administrator will notify you of its decision. If an extension is required due to your failure to
submit information necessary to decide a claim, the period for making the benefit determination on
review shall be tolled from the date on which the notification of the extension is sent to you until
the date on which you respond to the request for additional information. If you do not respond to
the Plan Administrator’s request for additional information within the reasonable time frame set
forth by the Plan Administrator, the Plan Administrator may deny your appeal. A written
notification from the Plan Administrator that your appeal has been denied will set forth, in a
manner calculated to be understood by you:

° the specific reason(s) for the adverse determination;
° specific references to the Plan provisions on which the adverse determination is based;
° a statement that you are entitled to receive, upon request and free of charge, reasonable

access to and copies of all documents, records, and other information relevant to your claim
for benefits; and

. a statement describing any voluntary appeal procedures offered by the Plan, your right to
obtain information about those procedures, and your right to bring a civil action under
ERISA Section 502(a) following an adverse benefit determination on review.
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No claim for benefits under the Plan may be brought in any forum until you (a) have
submitted a written application for benefits in accordance with the procedures described above,
(b) have been notified by the Plan Administrator or its delegate that the application is denied,
(c) have filed a written request for a review of the application in accordance with the appeal
procedure described above, and (d) have been notified in writing that the Plan Administrator has
denied the appeal.

Final Dispute Resolution

Any and all claims and disputes under the Plan (including but not limited to claims and
disputes regarding interpretation, scope, or validity of the Plan, and any pendant state claims if not
otherwise preempted by ERISA) must follow the claims procedures described above, before you
may take action in any other forum regarding a claim for benefits under the Plan. Furthermore, any
action you initiate under the Plan must be brought in accordance with this provision and must be
brought within one year of a final determination on the claim for benefits under these claims
procedures or your benefit claim will be deemed permanently waived and abandoned and you will
be precluded from reasserting it.

In the event of any such further dispute, claim, question, or disagreement arising out of or
relating to this Plan, you shall use your best efforts and the Company shall use its best efforts to
settle such dispute, claim, question, or disagreement. To this effect, you and the Company shall
consult and negotiate with each other, in good faith, and, recognizing mutual interests, attempt to
reach a just and equitable resolution satisfactory to both parties.

If you and the Company do not reach a resolution within a period of 30 days, then such
unresolved dispute, claim, question, or disagreement, upon notice by any party to the other, shall
be submitted to and finally settled by arbitration in accordance with the Streamlined or
Comprehensive Arbitration Rules and Procedures (the “Rules”) of the Judicial Arbitration and
Mediation Service (“JAMS”) in effect at the time demand for arbitration is made by any such
party. The parties shall mutually agree upon a single arbitrator within 30 days of such demand. In
the event that the parties are unable to so agree within such 30-day period, then within the
following 30-day period, the parties will request from JAMS a list of qualified arbitrators and will
select an arbitrator in accordance with the Rules. Unless otherwise mutually agreed, the arbitrator
shall be a practicing attorney with at least 15 years of experience and at least five years of
experience as an arbitrator. Arbitration shall occur in the JAMS office closest to Simi Valley,
California or such other location as may be mutually agreed by the parties.

All awards made by the arbitrators shall be final and binding, and judgment may be entered
based upon such award in any court of law having competent jurisdiction. Any such award is
subject to confirmation, modification, correction, or vacation only as explicitly provided in Title 9
of the United States Code (the “Federal Arbitration Act”). The parties acknowledge that this Plan
evidences a transaction involving interstate commerce. The Federal Arbitration Act and the Rules
shall govern the interpretation, enforcement, and proceedings pursuant to this provision. Any
provisional remedy that would be available from a court of law shall be available from the
arbitrator to the parties to this Plan pending arbitration. Either party may make an application to
the arbitrators seeking injunctive relief to maintain the status quo, or may seek from a court of
competent jurisdiction any interim or provisional relief that may be necessary to protect the rights
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and property of that party, until such times as the arbitration award is rendered or the controversy
otherwise resolved. To the extent consistent with applicable law, the arbitrator may award fees and
costs to the successful party.

By participating in the Plan, you are agreeing to binding arbitration of any disputes that
may arise relating to the Plan and waiving your right to a jury trial.

Discretionary Authority

Authority to decide initial claims under the Plan and denied claims on review under the
Plan includes the full power and sole discretion to interpret Plan provisions and to make factual
determinations, with the decisions, interpretations, and factual determinations made by the Plan
Administrator or its delegate, as applicable, controlling. Any interpretation, determination or other
action of such persons shall be subject to review only if it is arbitrary or capricious or otherwise an
abuse of discretion. Any review of a final decision or action of the persons reviewing a claim shall
be based only on such evidence presented to or considered by such persons at the time they made
the decision that is the subject of review.

RELEASE OF ALL CLAIMS AND POTENTIAL CLAIMS

1. This Release of All Claims and Potential Claims (“Release”) is entered into by and
between (“Employee”) and AeroVironment, Inc., a Delaware corporation (hereinafter
the “Company’). Employee is a Participant under the AeroVironment, Inc. Executive Transaction
Severance Plan (the “Plan”). In consideration of the promises made herein and the consideration
due Employee under the Plan and Employee’s Participation Agreement, this Release is entered into
between the parties effective as of the Release Effective Date (as defined below).

2. (a) The purposes of this Release are to settle completely and release the Company,
its individual and/or collective officers, directors, stockholders, agents, parent companies,
subsidiaries, affiliates, predecessors, successors, assigns, employees (including all former
employees, officers, directors, stockholders and/or agents), attorneys, representatives and
employee benefit programs (including the trustees, administrators, fiduciaries and insurers of such
programs) (referred to collectively as “Releasees”) in a final and binding manner from every claim
and potential claim for relief, cause of action and liability of any and every kind, nature and
character whatsoever, known or unknown, that Employee has or may have against Releasees
arising out of, relating to or resulting from any events occurring prior to the execution of this
Release, including but not limited to any claims and potential claims for relief, causes of action and
liabilities arising out of, relating to or resulting from the employment relationship between
Employee and the Company and its subsidiaries, affiliates and predecessors, and/or the termination
of that relationship including any and all claims and rights under the Age Discrimination in
Employment Act (“ADEA”), and any personal gain with respect to any claim arising under the qui
tam provisions of the False Claims Act, 31 U.S.C. 3730, but excluding any rights or benefits to
which Employee is entitled under the Plan.

(b) This is a compromise settlement of all such claims and potential claims,
known or unknown, and therefore this Release does not constitute either an admission of liability
on the part of Employee and the Company or an admission, directly or by implication, that
Employee and/or the Company, its subsidiaries, affiliates or predecessors, have violated any law,
rule, regulation, contractual right or any other duty or obligation. The parties hereto specifically
deny that they have violated any law, rule, regulation, contractual right or any other duty or
obligation.

©) This Release is entered into freely and voluntarily by Employee and the
Company solely to avoid further costs, risks and hazards of litigation and to settle all claims and
potential claims and disputes, known or unknown, in a final and binding manner.

3. For and in consideration of the promises and covenants made by Employee to the
Company and the Company to Employee, contained herein, Employee and the Company have
agreed and do agree as follows:

(a) Employee waives, releases and forever discharges Releasees from any

claims and potential claims for relief, causes of action and liabilities, known or unknown, that
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Employee has or may have against Releasees arising out of, relating to or resulting from any
events occurring prior to the execution of this Release, including but not limited to any claims and
potential claims for relief, causes of action and liabilities of any and every kind, nature and
character whatsoever, known or unknown, arising out of, relating to or resulting from the
employment relationship between Employee and the Company and its subsidiaries, affiliates and
predecessors, and the termination of that relationship. For example, Employee is releasing all
common law contract, tort, or other claims Employee might have, as well as all claims Employee
might have under the ADEA, the Older Workers Benefit Protection Act, the Worker Adjustment &
Retraining Notification Act (“WARN Act’), Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964,
Sections 1981 and 1983 of the Civil Rights Act of 1866, the Civil Rights Act of 1991, the Equal
Pay Act, the Family and Medical Leave Act, the Americans With Disabilities Act (“4DA”), the
Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (“ERISA”), the Equal Pay Act, the Family and
Medical Leave Act of 1993, the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, the California Fair
Employment and Housing Act, the California Equal Pay Law, the Moore-Brown-Roberti Family
Rights Act of 1991, the California WARN Act, Cal. Lab. Code § 1400 et seq.; the California False
Claims Act, Cal. Gov’t Code § 12650 et seq.; or the California Corporate Criminal Liability Act,
California Labor Code, including but not limited to, Section 200 et seq. and 1102.5, and any
applicable California Industrial Welfare Commission order and any similar domestic or foreign
laws. In addition, this Release does not cover, and nothing in this Release shall be construed to
cover, any claim that cannot be so released as a matter of applicable law.

(b) Employee agrees that Employee will not directly or indirectly institute any
legal proceedings against Releasees before any court, administrative agency, arbitrator or any other
tribunal or forum whatsoever by reason of any claims and potential claims for relief, causes of
action and liabilities of any and every kind, nature and character whatsoever, known or unknown,
arising out of, relating to or resulting from any events occurring prior to the execution of this
Release, including but not limited to any claims and potential claims for relief, causes of action and
liabilities arising out of, relating to or resulting from the employment relationship between
Employee and the Company and its subsidiaries, affiliates and predecessors, and/or the termination
of that relationship, including any and all claims and rights under the ADEA.

(©) Employee agrees not to engage in any conduct or make any oral or written
public statement that is in any way critical of, or disparaging to, or otherwise derogatory about the
Company or any of its products, services, business affairs, or financial condition, or any of the
Company’s partners, affiliates, successors, or assigns, including any of its present or former
officers, directors, partners, agents, or employees. However, nothing in this subsection shall
prohibit Employee from complying with any lawful subpoena or court order or taking any other
actions affirmatively authorized by law.

1. Arbitration Procedural Rules

Either party may initiate an arbitration under the then-current JAMS Employment Dispute
Rules and Procedures. The applicable arbitral rules are available for review at www.jamsadr.com
(under the Rules/Clauses tab).

The parties will make reasonable efforts to agree upon a mutually satisfactory
arbitrator chosen from the JAMS panels. If the parties are unable to agree upon an
arbitrator within 30 days of either party’s notice to the other party of a demand for
arbitration, the Company will request from JAMS a list of qualified arbitrators. The
parties will then select an arbitrator in accordance with JAMS Employment Dispute
Rules and Procedures. Unless otherwise mutually agreed, the arbitrator shall be a
practicing attorney with at least 15 years of experience and at least five years of
experience as an arbitrator.

The Company and the Employee agree that the arbitration will be conducted by a
single arbitrator in the JAMS office (as applicable) closest to nearest the
Employee’s most recent assigned place of work (or such other location as is
mutually agreed to by the parties).

The nature of the substantive claims asserted will determine which body of
substantive laws will apply. In the event that there is a dispute regarding which
substantive laws apply, the arbitrator shall decide that issue.

The parties agree that all proceedings before the arbitrator will remain confidential
between the parties, including but not limited to any depositions, discovery,
pleadings, exhibits, testimony, or award. The parties will inform third parties
(including witnesses) necessary to the proceeding that the proceeding is
confidential, and use reasonable efforts to secure that individual’s agreement to
maintain such confidentiality. The requirement of confidentiality, however, will not
apply in the event that either party seeks to confirm an arbitral award and enter a
judgment thereon in an appropriate court, or if any such arbitral award is appealed
to an appropriate court.

Either party also may, without waiving any remedy under this
Paragraph 2, seek from any court having jurisdiction any interim or provisional relief that is
necessary to protect the rights of that party, pending the establishment of the arbitral tribunal (or
pending the arbitral tribunal’s determination of the merits of the controversy).
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3. Remedies, Written Decision, Fees.

Final resolution of any dispute through arbitration may include any remedy or relief
available under applicable law. At the conclusion of the arbitration, if either party requests, the
arbitrator will issue a written decision that sets forth the essential findings and conclusions upon
which the arbitrator’s award or decision is based. Any costs unique to arbitration (such as the costs
of the arbitrator and room fees) will be paid by the Company and the parties will otherwise bear
their own fees and costs, including attorneys’ fees and expert fees. The Company and the
Employee acknowledge and agree that they are hereby waiving any rights to trial by jury in any
action, proceeding or counterclaim brought by either of the parties against the other in connection
with any matter whatsoever arising out of or related to the Release.
